INSPECTIONS

Compared to September 1998, total inspections of citizens and aliens for entry to the United States increased 4 percent.
Air admissions increased 5 percent and land admissions increased 3 percent compared to the previous September. Sea
admissions increased 14 percent, and inadmissibles increased 14 percent compared to September 1998.

INS inspected about 525 million people applying for admission at U.S. ports of entry in FY99, an increase of 4

About 15 million U.S. citizens were admitted at INS ports of entry during the month of September 1999, compared

to approximately 29 million aliens admitted during the same month. The above categories of admission include
individuals who make multiple entries, for example, citizens who leave and reenter the United States multiple
times, permanent residents who make multiple entries, or aliens who hold border crossing cards and commute back
and forth each week from Canada or Mexico.

The total inadmissible count for fiscal year 1999 was 781,078. Inadmissible persons include aliens referred to

secondary inspection who have withdrawn, were refused entry, were paroled in, or were referred to an Immigration
Judge for a removal hearing. Starting in FY98, the inadmissible count also includes expedited cases withdrawn,
expedited removal orders, and aliens referred for credible fear interviews.




SOUTHWEST BORDER APPREHENSIONS

The Border Patrol made 105,324 apprehensions along the southwest border during September 1999, 1

percent higher than September 1998. Voluntary returns conducted by Border Patrol agents, increased by 1
percent to 102,033.

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Normally, apprehensions reach a yearly low in December followed by a strong seasonal increase in
January. Seasonal highs tend to be reached in early spring. Apprehensions fluctuate but remain

relatively high through the summer months and then start their autumn decline in September, which
continues through the Christmas and New Year holidays.

Fiscal year 1999 southwest border apprehensions were up 1 percent compared to fiscal year 1998
reaching 1,537,000.

In FY98, Central American apprehensions on the southwest border reached 20,814, an increase of
6,937 when compared to the previous year. During FY99, southwest border Central American
apprehensions reached 29,115 an increase of 40 percent compared to the same period in FY98. Of the

29,115 persons apprehended in FY99, 55 percent were Honduran, 26 percent were El Salvadoran, 16
percent were Guatemalan, and 3 percent were Nicaraguan.




APPLICATIONS FOR IMMIGRATION BENEFITS

Applications and petitions for immigration benefits in September 1999 increased 15 percent compared to the
number received in September 1998. September approvals were up 12 percent, while denials increased by 6 percent
when compared to September 1998. In FY99, about 4.5 million applications for immigration benefits were received

by the INS, slightly more than the number received in FY98. By contrast, pending cases increased by 25 percent,
when compared to FY98.

NATURALIZATION BENEFITS

Naturalization receipts in September 1999 decreased 53 percent when compared to the previous September.
Nevertheless, the total number of receipts for all twelve months of FY99 is only 18 percent below that
recorded for fiscal year 1998. By contrast, 872,427 applicants for naturalization took the oath of citizenship
during FY99, an increase of 84 percent compared to FY98.

REMOVALS

Total removals for September decreased 5 percent compared to the same month a year before. In
September 1999, INS removed 14,307 aliens from the United States, 5,654 of these aliens were criminals.

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Historically there are significant upward revisions in the removal statistics for three months after the
initial reporting period, with smaller revisions thereafter. Each month the Office of Immigration

Statistics revises the published statistics for the previous three fiscal years.

Total removals in FY99 increased 4 percent over FY98. There were 89,144 expedited removals in FY
1999, an increase of 17 percent over FY 1998. Non-expedited removals (91,616) declined 6 percent.

Criminal alien removals are up 15 percent over last year. Criminal alien removals are 70 percent of

non-expedited removals, but only 7 percent of the expedited removals.




INVESTIGATIONS

Successful completions of criminal alien cases for September 1999 increased by 29 percent, while employer
cases decreased by 24 percent compared to the previous September. Fraud completions for September
increased 278 percent compared to the same month last year, and successful completions of smuggling cases

increased by 28 cases or 117 percent. Compared to last year, criminal alien cases were up 19 percent for
fiscal year 1999.

Fraud cases include marriage fraud,
immigration benefit fraud, Employer Sanctions document fraud, and entitlement fraud. Smuggling cases

involve those which target persons or entities who bring, transport, harbor, or smuggle illegal aliens into
or within the United States.




ASYLUM

Applications for asylum reported in September 1999 increased 34 percent compared to the number filed in
September. The pending caseload was 5 percent lower than in the same month last year. There were

42,530 asylum cases filed in fiscal year 1999, the lowest number since fiscal year 1987.

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Nationals of the People’s Republic of China submitted the most asylum applications in September,
followed by Somalia and Mexico.

Beginning in the last week in March, and ending the last week in April 1998, the Asylum Program
experienced a marked increase in the number of new receipts. This surge was caused by asylum
seekers who have been in the country for long periods of time filing to meet a new one-year filing
deadline, which was established in IIRAIRA and went into effect on April 1%. Asylum seekers must
now apply for asylum within one year of entering the United States. The statute does provide for
exceptions to this provision under extraordinary or changed circumstances.
