This time frame is not consistent with National Security Directive (NSD) 63, “Single Scope Background Investigations,” dated October 21, 1991.  Accordingly, the Office of Personnel Management has issued interim instructions that require a ten (10) year time frame for specific questions on the SF 86 for those cases in which the form is being completed for a single scope background investigation (SBI).

The following questions on the revised SF 86 should be answered with a ten (10) year time frame for the case to meet the NSD 63 standards:

9 Residences

10 Schools

11 Employment

12 References

21 Medical

22 Discharges

23 Police Record

29 Court Actions
