
Energy and Water Effi cient Building in Boulder City, 
Nevada 

Project Description
Boulder City, Nev., was created as part of the Boulder Canyon Project Act to house the workers building Hoover Dam. Since 
it’s formation in 1931, the City has been the administrative headquarters for Reclamation’s Lower Colorado Region, which 
includes southern Nevada, southern California, most of Arizona and small sections of New Mexico and Utah. The current 
Regional work force of about 320 employees is located at four separate offi ce locations in the City. This creates operational 
ineffi ciencies, and increases operational and maintenance costs. This new, energy and water effi cient building will house 
100 to 110 employees, allowing the Regional Offi ce to consolidate all of its employees into two central locations. It will also 
remove employees from two buildings that are energy and water ineffi cient and one building that has seismic, hazardous 
materials and accessibility issues. 

Project Benefi ts
The new building will:

Reduce the Regional Offi ce’s energy and water consumption.  • 
Reduce travel between buildings, reducing vehicle mileage, fuel usage and related expenses.  • 
Improve the Regional Offi ce’s operational effi ciency by providing appropriate and safe working spaces.• 
Help the Regional Offi ce comply with Executive Order 13423, Strengthening Federal Environmental, En-• 

ergy and Transportation Management.
Be Silver Rated, in accordance with the U.S. Green Building Council Leadership in Energy and Environ-• 

mental Design (LEED) Program.
