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NWTRB to Hold September Meeting in Amargosa Valley

On Tuesday, September 16, and for ahaf day on Wednesday, September 17, 2003, the
U.S. Nuclear Wasgte Technica Review Board (Board) will meet in Amargosa Vdley, Nevada. Among
other topics, the Board will discuss U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) work related to the natural
features of apossble repostory for the digposal of spent nuclear fud and high-leve radioactive waste.
The DOE is preparing alicense application to be submitted to the
U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission for congtruction of such arepository a Y ucca Mountain in
Nevada. The meeting is open to the public, and severd opportunities for public comment will be
provided. The Board was created by Congressin the Nuclear Waste Policy Amendments Act of 1987
to evauate the technical and scientific vdidity of activities undertaken by the Secretary of Energy related
to managing the disposal of the nation's spent nudlear fud and high-level radioactive waste.

The Board mesting will be held at the Longstreet Inn; HCR 70, Box 559; Amargosa Valey,
Nevada. The telephone number is (775) 372-1777; the fax number is (775) 372-1280. The mesting
will start a 8:00 am. on both days.

On Tuesday, the meeting will begin with a program update and project overview. These will be
followed by a status report on progress in estimating the performance of the engineered components of
the proposed repository and on efforts to reconcile various chlorine-36 sudies. The agenda then will
turn to severd presentations relating to flow and trangport in the unsaturated and saturated zones.

On Wednesday, a representative of the Nye County Board of Commissioners has been invited
to present opening remarks. These will be followed by a status report on the DOE’ s performance
confirmation plans and by updates on igneousissues and on DOE activities related to the trangportation



of spent nuclear fud and high-level radioactive waste. The meeting will end around noon on
Wednesday.

Opportunities for public comment will be provided before the lunch bresk and at the end of the
sesson on Tuesday and at the end of the half-day session on Wednesday. In addition, interested
members of the public areinvited to join Board membersfor coffee from 7:15 am. to 7:55 am. on
Wednesday, September 17, at the Longstreet Inn. Those wanting to speak during the public comment
periods are encouraged to sign the “ Public Comment Register” at the check-in table. A timelimit may
have to be set on individuad remarks, but written comments of any length may be submitted for the
record. If interested parties do not want to speak during the public comment session, they may submit
questionsin writing to the Board. If time permits, the questions will be addressed during the mesting.
