Maps and graphs in this State Injury Profile show this state's death rates from in falls, 
poisoning, drowning, suffocation, fires and burns, suicide, homicide, traumatic brain 
injury and injuries related to firearms. The graphics show how this state compares with 
others and with mortality rates in the United States as a whole.

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CDC-Funded Injury Control Projects in
COLORADO

CDC’s National Center for Injury Prevention and Control (NCIPC) funds eight programs in 
Colorado to build the state’s ability to keep its citizens safe. Colorado is also home to one of 
the United States’ 10 Injury Control Research Centers.  

Injury Control Research Centers 

The Colorado Injury Control Research Center 
Injury Control Research Centers conduct research in the three core phases of injury control — 
prevention, acute care, and rehabilitation — and serve as training and information centers. 
ICRC research is interdisciplinary, incorporating medicine, engineering, epidemiology, law, and 
criminal justice, behavioral and social sciences, biostatistics, public health, and biomechanics. 
The Colorado ICRC focuses on preventing and controlling injuries in rural areas. The center 
conducts its work in three areas: administration and training, public education and information, 
and research. Its long-term goals are to develop programs that serve the region and are relevant 
for underserved rural populations, and to further develop population-based injury surveillance in 
Larimer County to evaluate injury prevention and control programs. (Colorado Injury Control 
Research Center, Colorado State University)

Core Injury Programs 

State-Based Core Injury Program Development 
Colorado is one of 23 states receiving CDC funding to establish a point of coordination for injury 
control efforts, assess injury data and surveillance resources within the state, and develop a state 
injury control plan. A core injury development program is a cooperative effort to develop or 
strengthen the capacity of state public health agencies to prevent and control injuries. These 
programs possess some combination of these features and tools: 

1) injury prevention coordinator; 
2) up-to-date profile of injuries within the state from existing data sources; 
3) advisory structure to facilitate collaboration with public and private sector groups; 
4) relationships with organizations, agencies, and individuals interested or     

experienced in injury prevention or control; and 
5) a current plan for injury prevention and control based on the state’s priorities.

In Colorado one funded program aims to improve surveillance data for the new Office of 
Suicide Prevention, support the graduated licensing program, gather information about location 
and mechanism of winter recreation-related injuries, and process data requests for the trauma 
registry. (Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment)
 
State-Based Core Injury Surveillance and Program Development  
A second funded program focuses on surveillance to enhance the availability and use of high-
quality injury data by individuals and organizations at local, state, and national levels. (Colorado 
Department of Public Health and Environment)



Acute Care and Rehabilitation

Traumatic Brain Injury Surveillance Program 
This program characterizes the risk factors, incidence, external causes, severity, and short-term 
outcomes of traumatic brain injury (TBI) through population-based surveillance. These data 
will be used to develop prevention programs to address both the specific causes of TBI and
populations at greatest risk. Data may also be used to improve injured persons’ access to health 
care and other services needed after injury. (Colorado Department of Public Health and 
Environment)

Applied Research for Traumatic Brain Injury Surveillance and Follow-Up Registry 
This research project seeks to prevent disability in persons with traumatic brain injury (TBI). 
Longitudinal surveillance for TBI-related disability will help better define the medical and social 
impact of these injuries on a population basis. The program examines the outcomes experienced 
by persons with TBI, specifically medical complications (impairments), functional limitations 
(disabilities), and community integration (social participation). (Colorado Department of Public 
Health and Environment and Craig Hospital)

Unintentional Injury

Program to Increase Booster Seat Use Among Children Riding in Motor Vehicles  
This project has three goals: 

1) to develop a system to measure booster seat use among children 4–8; 
2) to increase booster seat use among children 4–8 in the target community, and 
3) to evaluate the process, effect, and outcome of this program.

Intentional Injury

Cultural and Community Context of Perpetration of Intimate Violence in a Rural 
and Ethnic Community  
The project will address both moderating and mediating factors related to intimate partner 
violence in rural minority communities in the United States. Moderating factors include 
social, cultural, and environmental factors relating to the occurrence of partner violence. 
Mediating factors are those social, cultural, and environmental factors that deter partner 
violence. Mediating factors include the role of such individual risk factors as substance use, 
unemployment, and disenfranchisement. This research will assist in developing effective, 
culturally appropriate prevention efforts. (Colorado State University)

Rape Prevention and Education 
A nationwide grant program providing resources to states for rape prevention and education 
programs conducted by rape crisis centers, State sexual assault coalitions, and other public
and private nonprofit entities for:

1) educational seminars; 
2) operation of hotlines; 
3) training programs for professionals; 



4) preparation of informational material; 
5) education and training programs for students and campus personnel designed 

to reduce the incidence of sexual assault at colleges and universities; 
6) education and training to increase awareness about drugs to facilitate rapes 

or sexual assaults; and 
7) other efforts to increase awareness about, or to help prevent, sexual assault,

including efforts to increase awareness in underserved communities and 
awareness among individuals with disabilities.
