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 In its Order No. 208,1 the Commission required the Postal Service to file privilege 

logs and certain other information by May 5, 2009.  However, counsel with the requisite 

knowledge of the relevant documents and privilege logs is on unscheduled leave today, 

as a result of which the Postal Service is unexpectedly unable to make an appropriate 

filing.  To account for this circumstance, and so as not to prejudice other interested 

parties, the Postal Service respectfully requests that the schedule set forth in Order No. 

208 be extended accordingly.  The Postal Service further requests that it be permitted 

to file a status update regarding its effort to comply with Order No. 208 upon the 

aforementioned counsel’s return to the office.
