Profils paysans 

Magnum photographer and distin-
guished photojournalist Raymond 
Depardon spent a decade docu-
menting rural life in the France’s 
Rhone region near Villefranche-
sur-Saône. A native of the area, 
Depardon was familiar with its  
history and folkways. His resulting 
trilogy reflects with remarkable 
sensitivity the current conditions 
for local farm residents as well as 
the depth of his own rural roots.

Puccini and the Girl

With a color scheme akin to the 
palette of the Macchiaioli painters 
treasured by the composer and 
minimal dialogue to mimic the 
cinema of the period, Puccini and 
the Girl recreates a little known  
episode from the life of the com-
poser — ultimately a resource for 
his opera La fanciulla del west.
