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The U.S. Money Laundering Threat Assessment (MLTA) is the first government-wide
analysis of money laundering trends and vulnerabilities in the United States. Its purpose is
to inform the law enforcement community, policy makers, and regulators in their efforts to
combat money laundering strategically.

The MLTA investigates nine money laundering methods, presenting, as to each,
vulnerabilities and challenges, geographic or other noted concentrations, and the relevant
legal and regulatory landscape. Topics range from established money laundering methods
(banks, money transmitters, and bulk cash smuggling) to alternative methods (casinos,
trade-based money laundering, shell companies and trusts), to emerging industries (online
payment systems and stored value cards).

The interagency working group drew on law enforcement findings and analyses from
headquarters and the field, regulatory filings, asset forfeiture statistics, and case studies.
The group also probed vulnerabilities by assuming the hypothetical vantage point of a
money launderer.
