The national
YRBS is conducted every two years during the spring semester and provides data representative of 9th
through 12th grade students in public and private schools throughout the United States. The Milwaukee YRBS
also is conducted every 2 years and provides data representative of 9th through 12th grade students in public
schools throughout Milwaukee.
