Hawaiian pearl oysters
were harvested here until too many were taken, pointing to the need for better care of the
islands.)

Kure (Atoll, the last in the chain and a true atoll.)

Geology related terms:

Volcano (started the Hawaiian Island chain).
Coral (continued island building).

Atoll (after the volcanic idand is gone).

Resource related terms:

Albatross (atype of seabird that depends on the islands for nesting, includes the Laysan
Albatross. Laysan Island is aso one of the Northwestern Hawaiian Islands.)

Loulu (Loulu palms are endemic to Hawai 'i).

Monk Seal (Hawaiian monk seals are endemic to Hawai 'i).

Sanctuary (what is needed to protect and maintain the Northwestern Hawaiian 1slands).
