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Doctors don't fully understand how people get BV. The disease may
spread between women who have sex with women. Any woman can
get BV, but you're at higher risk of getting it if:

¢ You have a new sex partner or multiple sex partners.
¢ You use an intrauterine device (IUD) for birth control.
¢ You douche.

Women do not get BV from toilet seats, bedding, or swimming pools
or from touching objects around them. Women who have never had
sex rarely get BV.

How can | find out if | have BV?
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Some women with BV don’t know they have it because they have no
symptoms. If you do have symptoms, you might notice:

¢ Anunusual discharge, with a strong fish-like smell, from your
vagina. You are most likely to notice this after you have sex.

e Itching around your vagina.

When should | be tested?

You should be tested for BV if you have any symptoms (like a
vaginal discharge) or if your female sex partner has BV or symptoms
that could be BV.

Can | get BV again after I've been treated?

Yes, you can get BV again.

What happens if I’'m pregnant?
If you're pregnant and have BV:
* You're more likely to give birth prematurely.

e Your baby is more likely to be underweight (less than 5 pounds
at birth).

e BV can be treated and cured with antibiotics.
¢ Finish all of your medicine to be sure you are cured.
¢ Do not share your medicine with anyone. You need all of it.

¢ Ifyou still have symptoms after treatment, go back to see your
doctor.

What happens if | don’t get treated?

¢ You may have a higher risk of getting another STD, such as
chlamydia or gonorrhea.

* You may have a higher risk of getting HIV infection if you have
unprotected sex with an HIV-infected partner.

If | have BV, what does that mean for my partner?

Male partners do not need to be treated for BV, but BV may spread

between women who have sex with women. This means that if you
have BV and you have a female sex partner, your partner may have
BV too.
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A message for everyone
