.ICCAT BLUEFIN TUNA RE-EXPORT CERTIFICATE INSTRUCTION SHEET

Under the framework of the ICCAT Bluefin Tuna Statistical document Program, a request for the establishment of a system enabling re-export was
growing recently. In 1997, a Recommendation was adopted to implement the ICCAT Bluefin Tuna datistical Document Program for Re-export.
Pursuant to this Recommendation, bluefin tunaded erswho import re-exported* 1 bluefin tunato Japan will berequired to submit anICCAT Bluefin
Tuna Re-export Cettificate* 2to be vdidated by agovernment officid of the intermediate country or aregt 3, or by arecognized inditution, such asa
Chamber of Commerce ad Industry, accredited by the government of the intermediate country or area. A copy of the origind Bluefin Tuna
Satigical Document (BFTSD) accompanying the bluefin tuna a the time of importation must be atached to the Re-export Certificate. The copy of
theorigind BFTSD so attached must be verified by agovernment officid of theintermediate country or are, or by arecognized inditution, suchasa
Chamber of Commerce and Industry, accredited by the government of the intermediate country or area. When re-exported bluefin tunaare again
re-exported*4, al copies of documents, induding averified copy of aBFTSD and Re-export Certificate which accompanied that bluefintunamust be
attached to anew Re-export Certificate to be vaidated by agovernmant officid of thelast intermediate country or area, or by arecognized indtitution,
such as a Chamber of Commerce and Industry, accredited by the government of the last intermediate country or area. Only bluefin tunaaccompanied
by a complete and valid Re-export Certificate will be alowed to enter Jgpan. Shipments of re-exported bluefin tuna accompanied by an improperly
documented* 5 Re-export Certificate will be considered illegitimate shipments of re-exported bluefin that are contrary to ICCAT conservation efforts,
and their entry into Japan will be suspended pending receipt of a properly documented Re-export Certificate.

*1“Re-export” meansthat bluefin tuna passesthrough acountry or an area (tax-exempted aress are excuded) after being exported from theflagship
country or the area (taxexempted areas are excluded) of the fishing vessel which has caught thet bluefin tuna

*3“An intermediate country or ared’ means a country or an area through which bluefin tuna pass after being exported from the flagship country or
thearea (tax-exempted aress are exd uded) of the fishing vessa which has caught that bluefin tuna.

*4 Re-export of bluefin tunafrom one Member State of the European Union to another is exempted.

*5"“mproperly documented” meansthat the Re-export Cettificateis either missing from the shipment, incomplete, invaid, or fasfied.

(8 IMPORTER CERTIFICATION

The person or company thet imports bluefin tuna must provide hisher name, address, sgneture, date the bluefin tuna was imported, license number
(if applicable) and re-exported find point of import. This indudes imports into intermediate Countries’Entities’Fishing Entities. For fresh and chilled
products, the Sgnature of the importer may be subdgtituted by a person of a customs dearance company when the authority for Sgnature is properly
accredited to it by the importer.
