In the West, large metropolitan areas (populations of 500,000 or more) had the highest estimated number of AIDS cases diagnosed in males in 2006. The highest estimated numbers of cases were diagnosed among whites, followed by Hispanics, blacks, Asians/Pacific Islanders, and American Indians/Alaska Natives.



In nonmetropolitan areas (populations of fewer than 50,000) and medium-sized metropolitan areas (populations of 50,000 to 499,000) the highest estimated numbers of AIDS cases were diagnosed among whites, followed by Hispanics, blacks, American Indians/Alaska Natives and Asians/Pacific Islanders.



The data have been adjusted for reporting delays.



The states in the West are Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon, Utah, Washington, and Wyoming. �
