In 2006, almost half (49%) of the estimated AIDS cases diagnosed among males in the Northeast were attributed to male-to-male sexual contact.



Approximately two-thirds (66%) of the estimated AIDS cases diagnosed among females were attributed to high-risk heterosexual contact.
