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Mobile homes were quite
common as well ....

Fourteen percent of American
Indian households on reserva-
tions lived in mobile homes.
The corresponding rates for all
households in the United State
and American Indian house-
holds not on reservations were
7 percent and 12 percent,
respectively.

On the larger reservations,
mobile homes were most
common on the Hoopa Valley,
CA and Cattaraugus, NY
reservations, where 41 percent
and 39 percent, respectively, of
American Indian households
lived in them.

.... but apartments were almost
unheard of.

A mere 5 percent of American
Indian households on reserva-
tions lived in units in multiunit

structures. This was far below
the 27 percent for all householc
nationally and the 28 percent fg
American Indian households liv
ing off reservations.
