Final Data Release November 14, 2006

The American Community Survey (ACS) is a new nationwide survey designed to provide communities a
fresh look at how they are changing. It is a critical element in the Census Bureau’s reengineered 2010
census plan. The ACS collects information such as age, race, income, commute time to work, home
value, veteran status, and other important data from U.S. households. As with the official decennial
census, information about individuals will remain confidential.

Data users can access this detailed demographic and housing data annually online instead of waiting 10
years for decennial census data, helping them make more accurate, timely and informed decisions.

The ACS began in 1996 and has expanded each subsequent year. The full implementation began in
January 2005, and the 2005 ACS data are available for geographic areas with a population of 65,000 or
more. Within three years (by 2008), data will be available for all areas of 20,000 or more. For small
areas less than 20,000, it will take 5 years to accumulate a large enough sample to provide estimates with
accuracy similar to the decennial. Beginning in 2010, and every year thereafter, the nation will have a
five-year period estimate available, a resource that shows change over time, even for neighborhoods and
rural areas.

The Puerto Rico Community Survey (PRCS) is the equivalent of the American Community Survey for
Puerto Rico. PRCS data are released in both English and Spanish. For the English release, PRCS and
ACS data are presented together as the American Community Survey data set.

View Accuracy of ACS Estimates

ACS data is based on a sample and the data are estimates of the true value. For 2005 tables, the accuracy
of these estimates is reflected as a statistical measure called the Margin of Error (MOE) which replaces
the confidence interval shown in “Upper Bound” and the “Lower Bound” columns found in the 2004 and
earlier years. See Section C8. Accuracy of the Data for more details.

This
variation in the base table display is designed to handle data filtering that is applied to the 2005 ACS
results. The two versions of the detailed tables are:

1) collapsed version, for which the table identification begins with “C”—displays less detail than “B”

2) basic table, or base table, for which the identification begins with “B” — displays more detailed data

The collapsed “C” table is very similar to a “B” table with the same number (e.g., C07001 and B07001),
but two or more lines from the B table have been collapsed to a single line in the C table. For example,
the lines “75 to 79 years”, “80 to 84 years” and “85 years and over” from a B table may be collapsed to a
single line of “75 years and over” in a C table. Not every B table has a collapsed version.
e Both versions of the base tables will be accessed from the Detailed Tables path;
o Both versions of the base tables will be listed together in pairs in the Show all tables view on the
Select Tables page;
o Users will be able to switch between the base table and the collapsed version table using a
hyperlink displayed above the table result.

The first character of a table identifier is a letter indicating the type of table or map:

B is used for the basic or base tables that provide the most detailed estimates on all topics and for
all geographies. These tables are the source for many of the other tables such as Data Profiles,
Subject Tables, etc

C is used for a collapsed version of a B table. A C table is very similar to a B table with the same
number (e.g., C07001 and B07001), but two or more lines from the B table have been collapsed
to a single line in the C table. For example, the lines “75 to 79 years”, “80 to 84 years” and “85
years and over” from a B table may be collapsed to a single line of “75 years and over” ina C
table.

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C4. ACS Data Release Timetable: 2003 to 2010

The ACS began in 1996 and has expanded each subsequent year. The years 2003 and 2004 were part of
the demonstration phase of the program. The full implementation began in January 2005.

By 2010, information on demographic, socio-economic and housing characteristics once available every
10 years will be available annually for all areas through the American Community Survey (ACS).

The ACS has been publishing annual data for many areas with populations of 250,000 or more. In 2005,
in the full implementation phase, the ACS began collecting data every month for all areas throughout the
United States and Puerto Rico.

The Census Bureau will release annual data for all areas of 65,000 or more beginning in 2006. For
smaller areas, it will take three to five years to accumulate a large enough sample to produce data for
areas as small as census tracts (see chart below). Once that sample is collected, though, the Census
Bureau will release three- to five-year averages every year for those areas.

Annual estimates are scheduled for release in the summer following the calendar year in which the data
were collected.

The American Community Survey (ACS) is committed to providing its users with measures of reliability
with each published estimate. To accomplish this, all ACS estimates are accompanied by either 90
percent confidence intervals or margins of error, both based on direct estimates of sampling error. ACS
variance estimates take into account sampling error and some types of non-sampling error, such as simple
response variance and intra-interviewer assignment correlation bias. The estimates of variance are
computed using replication methods. Although the variance estimates are not completely unbiased, the
current variance estimation method produces reliability measures that are accurate enough for practically
all uses and analysis of ACS data..
