Prohibited Species Catch in the BSAI for 2001

Thischapter presentsinformation on the bycatch of Prohibited Speciesin the groundfish fisheries conducted
inthe Bering Sea/ Aleutian Islands management area (BSAI). Thischapter isintended to assist the Council
in their recommendation of Prohibited Species Catch (PSC) limits and seasonal apportionments of crab and
halibut, and provide bycatch information on other prohibited species. Regulations have been implemented
to reduce bycatch of red king crab, Tanner crab, snow crab, halibut, herring, and salmon taken in groundfish
fisheries. Thefollowing isasummary of these management measures:

Red King Crab: A stairstep based PSC limit for red king crab in Zone 1 was established as part of
Amendment 37. PSC limits are based on abundance of Bristol Bay red king crab as follows:

(A) When the number of mature female red king is equal to or below the threshold
number of 8.4 million crab, or the effective spawning biomass (ESB) is less than
14.5 million pounds, the Zone 1 red king crab PSC limit would be 35,000 crabs;

(B) when the number of mature female red king crab is above threshold, and the ESB
isequal to or greater than 14.5 but less than 55 million pounds, the Zone 1 red king
crab PSC limit would be 100,000 crabs; and

(C) when the number of mature female red king crab is above threshold, and the ESB
isequal to or greater than 55 million pounds, the Zone 1 red king crab PSC limit
would be 200,000 crabs.

Note that Amendment 57 contained aprovision to reduce red king crab bycatch by an additional 3,000 crabs
as part of the regulation prohibiting the use of bottom trawl gear for pollock fisheries. Based on the 2000
estimate of ESB (39.9 million pounds), and the 3,000 crab reduction for Amendment 57, the PSC limit for
2001 will be 97,000 red king crabs. The red king crab cap has generally been alocated among the
pollock/mackerel/other species, Pacific cod, rock sole, and yellowfin solefisheries. Once afishery exceeds
its red king crab PSC limit, Zone 1 is closed to that fishery for the remainder of the year, unless further
allocated by season.

Tanner Crab: Separate Tanner (C. bairdi) crab PSC limits are set for Zone 1 and Zone 2. These
limits may be further allocated among the
pollock/mackerel/other species, Pacific
cod, rock sol e, turbot/sabl efish/arrowtooth, Amendment 41 PSC limitsadopted for bairdi Tanner crab.

Snow crab taken within the “Snow Crab

Bycatch Limitation Zone” accrue towards the PSC limits established for individual trawl fisheries.
Upon attainment of a snow crab PSC limit apportioned to a particular trawl target fishery, that
fishery is prohibited from fishing within the snow crab zone.

Halibut: Halibut PSCismeasuredin metric tonsof halibut mortality and all ocated among trawl and
hook & linegear. PSC amounts have been 3,775 mt for trawl and 900 mt for hook & line gear. As
part of Amendment 57, the trawl PSC amount is reduced by 100 mt to reflect the prohibition on the
use of bottom trawl gear in the pollock fishery. The annual trawl halibut PSC is allocated among
the Pacific cod, yellowfin sole, rock sole, pollock/mackerel/other species, rockfish, and
sabl efish/turbot/arrowtooth fisheries. Both the trawl and hook and line PSC limits are seasonally
allocated among fisheries. When afishery exceedsits seasonal limit, theentire Bering Seaisclosed
for that fishery for the remainder of the season.

Herring: The herring PSC limit is set at 1% of stock biomass. Once the PSC limit has been
obtained, one or all of the three designated Herring Savings Areas closes, depending on the time of
the year.

Chinook Salmon: The chinook PSC limits w v s
were first established by Amendment 21b
which closed specified areas to trawling if
and when 48,000 chinook salmon were
bycaught. In 1999, the Council adopted
Amendment 58 to reduce the amount of - ara 5%
chinook samon alowed to be taken as
bycatchin BSAI trawl fisheries. Specifically,
the alternative adopted did the following (1),
reduced the chinook salmon bycatch limit
from 48,000 to 29,000 chinook salmon over a__,
4-year period, (2) implemented year-round
accounting of chinook salmon bycatch in the
pollock fishery, beginning on January 1 of
each year, (3) revised the boundaries of the
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L ocation of the chinook salmon savings areas
in the BSAI, as modified by Amendment 58.



Chinook Salmon Savings Areas, and (4) set more restrictive closure dates. The bycatch limit for
2000 fisherieswas set at 41,000 chinook salmon. These areaswill be then re-opened to trawling on
April 16th for the remainder of the year. The bycatch limit for 2001 fisheries will be set at 37,000
chinook salmon.

Chum Salmon: A chum salmon PSC reduction plan was established by Amendment 35. Under
this plan, the Chum Salmon Savings Area is closed from August 1 to September 1, but this area
opens September 2, unlessthe 42,000 cap isreached (accounting to begin August 15inthe CVOA).
If the cap is reached the fishery will open October 15th.

Please refer to Figure 1 for the location of Bering Sea Species Protection Areas discussed above. PSC
apportionments of red king crab, Tanner crab, and halibut for the 2000 traw! fisheries are shown in Table
1. The 2000 bycatch numbersto date are listed in Tables 2-4.

PLEASE NOTE: Severa regulatory changes have recently occurred or are in development, which may affect the 2001

PSC apportionments.

. The multispecies CDQ program began with the 1999 fishing year. A total of 7.5% of each PSC limit is
apportioned to the CDQ program.

. The American Fisheries Act alows pollock fisheries to form cooperatives.
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Chum Salmon Savings Area: closed to all trawling August 1-31 with provisional extention to October 15,
Chinook Salmon Savings Area (not shown): closed to afl trawling when 48,000 chinooks are taken.
Bristol Bay Red King Crab Area: closed sea'soﬁaﬂyl to non-pelagic trawling.

Pribilof Islands Habitat Conservation Area: closed year-round to all trawling.

Crab Protection Zones: Zone A closed to trawling year-round.
Zone B closed to trawling March 15 - June 15.

Crab Bycatch Limitation Zones (not shown): closed to specified trawl fisheries when limits are reached.
C. Opilio Bycatch Limitation Zones (not shown): closed to specified trawl fisheries when limits are reached.

‘Walrus Protection Areas: closed to all fishing April 1 - September 30.
