
Chart 4-5.  Unemployment rates for blacks and Hispanics 
have remained consistently higher than the rate for whites
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NOTE:  Persons whose ethnicity is identified as Hispanic or Latino may be of any race.  Data for Asians only available since 2000.
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• The unemployment rate for blacks 16 years and over generally has been at 
least twice that of whites.  

• The jobless rate for Hispanics, while higher than that for whites, is lower than 
that for blacks.

• The rate for Asians is similar to that of whites.
