HISTORY OF THE ECONOMIC CENSUS

Economic censuses were conducted in Puerto Rico
beginning with a census of manufactures for 1909
and continuing at 10-year intervals through 1949,
excepting 1929. Wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries were included as part of the economic
censuses for 1939. Starting with 1949 through 1992,
the censuses of wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries have been conducted concurrently
with the census of manufactures. The census of con-
struction industries has been included since 1967.
Congress has authorized the economic censuses
to be taken at 5-year intervals covering years end-
ingin 2 and 7.

USES OF THE CENSUS

The economic census provides essential informa-
tion for government, business, industry, and the gen-
eral public and is the primary source of facts about
the structure and function of the economy. The cen-
sus furnishes an important part of the framework for
such composite measures as the net income and
gross product of Puerto Rico. In forecasting and plan-
ning, censuses are especially useful in analyzing the
gross product in terms of the transactions that deter-
mine its size and composition. The economic cen-
sus also provides weights and a benchmark for indices
of industrial production, productivity, and price, all
of which are essential for understanding current eco-
nomic developments.

Commonwealth and municipal governments use
census data to assess business activities within their
jurisdictions. The private sector uses the data to fore-
cast general economic conditions; analyze sales per-
formance; lay out sales territories; allocate funds for
advertising; decide on locations for new plants, ware-
houses, or stores; and measure potential markets
in terms of size, geographic areas, kinds of businesses,
and kinds of products made or sold.

Following every census, thousands of businesses
and other users purchase reports. Likewise, census
facts are widely disseminated by trade associations,
business journals, and newspapers. Volumes con-
taining census statistics are available in most major

HISTORIA DEL CENSO ECONOMICO

El censo de manufactura de 1909 marcé el comienzo del censo
econdmico en Puerto Rico, que hasta 1949 se realiz6 a intervalos
de 10 afios exceptuando el afio 1929. Las actividades del comercio
al por mayor y al por menor, al igual que las de las industrias de servicios
fueron incluidas como parte del censo econémico de 1939. Por primera
vez en 1949 hasta 1992, los censos de comercio al por mayor, comercio
al por menor e industrias de servicios fueron tomados al mismo tiempo
gue el censo de manufactura. El censo de las industrias de construccién
ha estado incluido desde 1967. El Congreso ha dado su autorizacion
para que los censos econémicos se realicen cada 5 afios, cubriendo
los afios que terminan en 2y 7.

USOS DEL CENSO

El censo econdmico provee informacion esencial para el gobierno,
el comercio, la industria y el publico en general y es la fuente prin-
cipal de datos acerca de la estructura y funcion de la economia. El
censo proporciona una parte importante del sistema mediante el cual
se preparan estimados compuestos, tales como el ingreso neto y
el producto bruto de Puerto Rico. Los censos son particularmente
Utiles en las etapas de proyeccion y planificacion, durante las cuales
se analiza el producto bruto en términos de las transacciones que
determinan su volumen y composicion. El censo econémico provee
ademas las ponderaciones y las cifras de referencia que se utilizan
en la elaboracion de indices de precios, productividad y produccién
industrial, los cuales son esenciales para comprender el desarrollo
economico actual.

Tanto el gobierno del Estado Libre Asociado como los gobiernos
municipales utilizan los datos censales para evaluar las actividades
comerciales que tienen lugar dentro de sus respectivas jurisdicciones.
El sector privado emplea dichos datos para pronosticar la situacion
econdémica en general; analizar el volumen de ventas; determinar
las regiones donde llevaran a cabo sus actividades comerciales; asignar
fondos con fines publicitarios; determinar la localizacion de nuevas
tiendas, plantas o almacenes; y medir mercados potenciales en lo
gue respecta a tamafio, areas geogréficas, clases de actividades
comerciales y clases de productos vendidos o manufacturados.

Después de cada censo, miles de negocios y otros usuarios compran
los resultados publicados por el censo. Asimismo, los resultados del
censo son ampliamente difundidos por asociaciones mercantiles, diarios
comerciales y periodicos. Dichos resultados se publican en una coleccion
de tomos que pueden hallarse en la mayoria de las bibliotecas publicas

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public and college libraries. Census reports are avail-
able for sale by the Superintendent of Documents,
U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington, DC
20402. All 1992 data are available in electronic form
from the Data User Services Division, Customer Ser-
vices, Bureau of the Census, Washington, DC 20233.
Finally, the State data centers also are suppliers of
economic census statistics.

AUTHORITY

The 1992 Economic Census is authorized by an
act of the U.S. Congress, Title 13, United States Code,
sections 131, 191, and 224, and by an act of the Leg-
islature of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Law
No. 11, approved March 27, 1950. The census of
1992 covered manufacturing, construction industries,
wholesale trade, retail trade, and service industries.
The next economic census of Puerto Rico is sched-
uled to be taken in 1998 covering the year 1997.

CENSUS DISCLOSURE RULES

In accordance with Federal law governing census
reports, no data are published that would disclose
the operations of an individual establishment or busi-
ness. However, the number of establishments in a
kind-of-business classification is not considered a
disclosure, so this information may be released even
though other information is withheld.

COMPARABILITY OF DATA

The 1987 and 1992 Economic Censuses data were
collected under similar conditions and procedures.

SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

The 1992 Census of Construction covers all
employer establishments (establishments with pay-
roll) primarily engaged in contract construction (gen-
eral contractors or special trade contractors),
construction for sale on their own account (opera-
tive builders),* or in subdividing real property into lots
(subdividers and developers, except cemeteries) as
defined in the 1987 Standard Industrial Classifica-
tion (SIC) Manual.? This is the system of industrial
classification developed over a period of years by
experts on classification in government and private
industry under the guidance of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget and is in general use among
government agencies and organizations outside the
government.

Hnvestment builders (establishments primarily engaged in con-
struction on own account for lease or rental) were not included
in this census.

AUTORIZACION

El Censo Econdmico de 1992 es requerido por una ley del Congreso
de los EE.UU.-secciones 131, 191 y 224, titulo 13 del Cédigo de los
Estados Unidos-y por la Ley No.11 de la Legislatura del Estado Libre
Asociado de Puerto Rico, que fuera aprobada el 27 de marzo de 1950.
El Censo Econdmico de 1992 abarco las industrias de construccion,
manufactura, comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y Servicios.
El préximo censo econdémico de Puerto Rico se llevard a cabo en
1998 a fin de cubrir el afio 1997.

REGLAS SOBRE DIVULGACION

De acuerdo con la ley federal que rige los informes censales, los
datos que se publican no divulgan las operaciones de un establecimiento
0 negocio en particular. Sin embargo, el nimero de establecimientos
clasificados bajo un tipo de negocio no constituye una divulgacion,
por lo tanto esta informaciéon puede ser publicada aunque otra
informacién sea suprimida.

COMPARABILIDAD ENTRE LOS DATOS

Los datos de los censos econémicos de 1987 y 1992 se recopilaron
bajo condiciones y procedimientos similares.

ALCANCE Y CLASIFICACION

El Censo de Construccion de 1992 cubre todos los establecimientos
patronales (establecimientos con némina) que se dedican principalmente
a la construccién por contrato (contratistas generales o contratistas
de oficios especiales) o a la construccion por cuenta propia para venta
(constructores operativos)' o a la subdivision de bienes raices en
solares (urbanizadores y lotificadores, excepto cementerios) tal y como
se definen en la edicién de 1987 del Manual de Clasificacion Uniforme
(CIU).? Este sistema de clasificacion industrial ha sido desarrollado
durante un periodo de afios por expertos en clasificacion en el gobiemno
y en la empresa privada, bajo la direccion de la Oficina de Administracion
y Presupuesto. El mismo es usado generalmente por agencias
gubernamentales al igual que no gubernamentales.

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Construction is composed of two broad catego-
ries: (1) new construction and (2) maintenance and
repair. New construction includes the complete, origi-
nal erection of structures and essential service facili-
ties, additions, alterations involving structural changes,
and initial installation of integral equipment such as
elevators and escalators. Maintenance and repair
includes the restoration of existing buildings or other
structures or their service facilities, including replace-
ment of integral parts. It also includes repainting,
repapering, reroofing, redredging, railroad maintenance-
right-of-way, and street and highway patching and
minor resurfacing.

In addition to buildings, “structures” include high-
ways and streets; dams; water towers; power trans-
mission and distribution lines; petroleum and gas
pipelines and distribution lines; radio, television, and
radar towers; water supply lines and sewers; and all
similar work built into or affixed to the land.

Contract construction . The SIC manual defines
three broad types of activity: (1) building construc-
tion by general contractors, (2) other construction
by general contractors, and (3) construction by spe-
cial trade contractors.

1. Building construction by general con-
tractors . General building contractors are
primarily engaged in the construction of dwellings,
office buildings, stores, farm buildings, and other
projects of a similar character.

2. Heavy construction other than building con-
struction by contractors . Often referred to as
heavy construction contractors, these contrac-
tors are primarily engaged in the construction of
highways, streets, bridges, and tunnels; docks and
piers; dams and water projects; sewage collec-
tion, treatment, and disposal facilities; storm sewer
systems; air fields; and other heavy construction
which involves either earth moving or the erec-
tion of structures and appurtenances other than
buildings.

3. Construction by special trade contrac-
tors. Special trade contractors are primarily engaged
in specialized construction activities such as plumb-
ing, painting, electrical work, carpentry, etc.

General contractors in both the building field and
the heavy construction field usually assume respon-
sibility for an entire construction project, but may sub-
contract to others those portions of the project requiring
special skills or equipment. Special trade contrac-
tors may work for general contractors, subcontrac-
tors, or directly for the owner of the property.

1992 ECONOMIC CENSUS OF OUTLYING AREAS

La construccion se compone de dos categorias generales: (1)
construccion nueva y (2) mantenimiento y reparacion. La construccion
nueva incluye la construccion original y completa de estructuras y
facilidades de servicio, ampliaciones y alteraciones que constituyen
cambios a la estructura y la instalacion inicial de equipos esenciales,
tales como elevadores y escaleras eléctricas. Bajo mantenimiento
y reparacion estan incluidos la restauracion de edificios u otras
estructuras, facilidades de servicio y el reemplazo de piezas esenciales.
También se incluyen el mantenimiento y reparacion de pintura,
empapelado, techado, dragado, mantenimiento de ferrocarriles y
reparaciones menores de calles y carreteras.

Ademas de edificios, las “estructuras” incluyen calles y carreteras;
diques; reservas de agua; lineas para la transmision y distribucion
de energia; oleoductos y gasoductos y lineas de distribucién; radio;
television y torres de radares; acueductos y alcantarillados y todo
trabajo que sea construido dentro de la tierra o agregado a la misma.

Construccion por contrato . El Manual de CIU define tres tipos de
actividades generales: (1) construccion de edificios por contratistas
generales, (2) otra construccion por contratistas generales y (3)
construccion por contratistas de oficios especiales.

1. Construccion de edificios por contratistas generales . Los
contratistas generales de este tipo se dedican principalmente a
la construccion de edificios residenciales, edificios para oficinas
y para tiendas, edificios agricolas y otros proyectos de caracter
similar.

2. Otra construccion por contratistas . Estos contratistas, quienes
se conocen comunmente como contratistas de construccion pesada,
se dedican principalmente a la construccién de carreteras, calles,
puentes y tlneles; muelles; represas y sistemas de acueductos;
facilidades para la recoleccion, tratamiento y eliminacién de aguas
negras; sistemas de alcantarillado pluvial; pistas de aterrizaje y
otra construccién pesada que implica el mover la tierra o la
construccion de otras estructuras y dependencias que no sean
edificios.

3. Construccién por contratistas de oficios especiales . Los
contratistas de oficios especiales se dedican principalmente a
actividades especializadas de la construccion, como por ejemplo,
plomeria, pintura, trabajo de electricista y carpinteria.

Los contratistas generales tanto en el campo de la construccion
de edificios como en el campo de la construccion pesada, regularmente
asumen la responsabilidad por todo un proyecto de construccion,
pero pueden subcontratar a otros aquellas partes del proyecto que
requieran habilidades o equipos especiales. Los contratistas de oficios
especiales pueden trabajar para contratistas generales o subcontratistas
o directamente para el duefio de la propiedad.
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Construction on their own account, for
sale. Operative builders are primarily engaged in con-
structing buildings or other structures on their own
account, acting as their own general contractor. These
structures are generally sold when completed. Invest-
ment builders, primarily engaged in construction on
their own account for rent or lease, were not included
within the scope of the construction census.

Land subdividers and developers, except
cemeteries . The SIC Manual defines subdividers
and developers, except cemeteries, as establishments
engaged in subdividing real property into lots, except
cemetery lots, and in developing it for resale on their
own account or for others.

In this system, each establishment is assigned an
industry code on the basis of its major activity. Each
establishment receiving a questionnaire was requested
to report the percent of total dollar value of business
done for each kind-of-business activity engaged in
during 1992. This information was used to assign the
appropriate industry classifications. During this phase,
various tests were made using other data reported
on the questionnaire. The proportion of total value
of construction work to total dollar value of business
done was checked to verify that the establishment
was primarily in construction. Taken into consider-
ation also were the types of structures worked on
during the year and the extent of work undertaken
for other contractors.

Construction establishments often engage in vari-
ous construction activities, but in only a few instances
do the SIC industry categories take into consider-
ation combinations of activities. An example is SIC
1711, which includes establishments primarily engaged
in plumbing, heating, air conditioning, ventilation, and
refrigeration work. It is necessary, however, to assign
a single industry code to the establishment based
on its major activity. Therefore, the statistics shown
for an industry reflect not only the primary activity
of the establishments in the industry but also their
secondary activities.

The structure of the standard industrial classifica-
tion system makes it possible to classify or tabulate
establishments by major group (two-digit), industry
group (three-digit), or industry (four-digit) according
to the degree of detail available and needed.

ESTABLISHMENT BASIS OF REPORTING

The economic census is conducted on an estab-
lishment basis. A company operating establishments
at more than one location is required to submit a report
for each location. Companies engaged in distinctly
different lines of activity at one location are required
to submit separate reports if records permit such a
separation and if the activities are substantial in size.
Each census report was tabulated according to the
physical location at which the activity was conducted.
All establishments employing one person or more
at any time during the census year are included.

Construccion por cuenta propia, para la venta . Los constructores
operativos se dedican principalmente a la construccién de edificios
u otras estructuras por cuenta propia, como si ellos mismos fueran
Su propio contratista general. Dichas estructuras generalmente se
venden al ser completadas. Los constructores inversionistas, quienes
se dedican principalmente a construir estructuras por cuenta propia
para alquiler o arrendamiento, no fueron incluidos dentro del alcance
del censo de construccion.

Urbanizadores y lotificadores, excepto cementerios . El Manual
de CIU define urbanizadores vy lotificadores, excepto cementerios,
como establecimientos que se dedican a la subdivision de bienes
raices en solares, excepto los solares de cementerios, y al desarrollo
de esas propiedades para la venta por su propia cuenta o para otros.

El sistema de CIU le asigna un cddigo de industria a cada
establecimiento, segun su actividad principal. Se requirié que cada
establecimiento que recibiese un cuestionario indicara qué por ciento
del valor total del negocio en dolares podia atribuirsele a cada una
de las diferentes clases de actividades comerciales a que se dedico
durante el 1992. Esta informacion fue utilizada para asignar la clasificacién
industrial apropiada. Durante esta fase se llevaron a cabo varios andlisis
utilizando otros datos declarados en el cuestionario. Se comparé el
valor total del trabajo de construccidn con el valor total del negocio
en dolares para verificar que el establecimiento se dedicaba
principalmente a la construccién. También se tomaron en consideracion
los tipos de trabajo de construccién a que se dedicé el establecimiento
durante el afio y la cantidad de trabajo realizado para otros contratistas.

Los establecimientos de construccion se dedican frecuentemente
a varias actividades de construccion, pero sélo en algunos casos
las categorias de industria de la CIU toman en consideracion las
actividades combinadas. Un ejemplo de ello es la CIU 1711, la cual
incluye los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a trabajos
de plomeria, calefaccién, acondicionamiento de aire, ventilacion y
refrigeracion. Sin embargo, es necesario asignar un sélo codigo de
industria al establecimiento, en base a su actividad principal. Por lo
tanto, las estadisticas presentadas para una industria reflejan, no
solamente la actividad primaria de los establecimientos en la industria,
sino también sus actividades secundarias.

La estructura del sistema de clasificacion industrial uniforme hace
posible el clasificar o tabular los establecimientos como grupo prin-
cipal (2 digitos), grupo industria (3 digitos) o industria (4 digitos), de
acuerdo al nivel de detalle disponible y necesario.

EL ESTABLECIMIENTO COMO BASE INFORMATIVA

El censo econdmico se realiza a base de establecimientos. A toda
compaiiia que administre establecimientos en méas de una localidad
se le pide que someta un informe por cada una de las localidades.
A las compafiias que se dedican a varias actividades completamente
distintas en una misma localidad, se les pide que rindan informes
por separado, si los récords del establecimiento permiten tal separacién
y si las actividades en si son cuantiosas. Cada informe del censo
fue tabulado de acuerdo a la localizacion fisica en que se condujo
la actividad. Todos los establecimientos que emplearon a una 0 mas
personas en algin momento durante el afio censal estan incluidos
en el censo.

1992 ECONOMIC CENSUS OF OUTLYING AREAS
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REPORT FORM

The census of construction was conducted as part
of the economic census which included manufac-
tures, retail and wholesale trades, and service indus-
tries. One form was used to enumerate all in-scope
economic activity. The report form was divided into
sections and each section contained questions appro-
priate to the trade or industry. Response was required
by law. A facsimile of the report form, which was avail-
able in English as well as in Spanish, is presented
in appendix B.

GEOGRAPHIC AREAS COVERED

Data from the 1992 Census of Construction have
been tabulated for the legally constituted units
(municipios) into which Puerto Rico is divided and
for metropolitan statistical areas (MSA’s).> An MSA
is an integrated economic and social entity with a
large volume of daily travel and communication
between the central municipio(s) and the outlying parts
of the area. Each MSA is named after the principal
municipio in the area. A municipio is entirely included
in an MSA, it does not cross boundaries to form part
of any broader geographic area.

DATA PROCESSING

Forms were mailed to all construction firms sub-
ject to payment of Federal Insurance Contributions
Act (FICA) taxes (i.e., employers of one person or
more) and classified as being within the scope of the
census. The forms and instructions for completing
them were mailed from the Census Bureau’'s Data
Preparation Division in Jeffersonville, IN.

The completed questionnaires were returned by
mail to Jeffersonville. Contact with respondents about
overdue report forms was undertaken by the Cen-
sus Bureau's area office, a temporary facility located
in Hato Rey, Puerto Rico.

The returned reports underwent extensive review
and computer processing. All reports were geographi-
cally coded, data-keyed, and edited. The editing pro-
cess identified records with significant problems and
referred them for correction resolution. Corrections
were performed interactively using standard proce-
dures.

30n June 30, 1993, the Office of Management and Budget
announced revised definitions for Puerto Rico’'s MSA's, primary
metropolitan statistical areas (PMSA's), and consolidated met-
ropolitan statistical areas (CMSA'’s). The 1992 Economic Cen-
sus publications present data for metropolitan areas (MA's) as
defined prior to this revision. The new definitions were announced
after 1992 publication plans were completed.

CUESTIONARIO CENSAL

El censo de construccion fue realizado como parte del censo
econdmico que incluyd las industrias de manufactura, el comercio
al detal y al por mayor y las industrias de servicios. Se utilizé un
cuestionario para enumerar todas las actividades econémicas que
estaban dentro del alcance del censo. El cuestionario se dividié en
partes, cada parte contenia preguntas especfficas a un tipo de industria
o actividad comercial. El responder al cuestionario fue requerido por
ley. El apéndice B, presenta un facsimil del cuestionario que estaba
disponible en inglés y espafiol.

AREAS GEOGRAFICAS CUBIERTAS

Los datos del Censo de Construcciéon de 1992 han sido tabulados
segln las unidades politicas legalmente constituidas (municipios) en
las que Puerto Rico esta dividido y segun las areas estadisticas
metropolitanas (AEM).> Un AEM es una entidad social y econémica
integrada, que tiene un gran volumen de transito e intercomunicacion
diaria entre el municipio o los municipios centrales y las zonas exteriores
gue forman el area. Cada AEM lleva el nombre del municipio prin-
cipal en el &rea. El municipio entero queda dentro del AEM; el mismo
no traspasa los limites del AEM para formar parte de ninguna area
geografica mas extensa.

ELABORACION DE LOS DATOS

Se le enviaron cuestionarios por correo a todas las compariias de
construccion que estan sujetas al pago de contribuciones bajo la Ley
de Seguro Social Federal (FICA), (por ejemplo, compafiias que emplean
a una o mas personas) y las cuales se clasificaron dentro del alcance
del censo. El cuestionario y las instrucciones para completarlo fueron
enviados por correo desde la Division de Elaboracion de Datos de
la Oficina del Censo en Jeffersonville, IN.

Una vez completados, los cuestionarios se enviaban por correo
a Jeffersonville. La comunicaciéon con los establecimientos cuyos
cuestionarios estaban retrasados, estuvo a cargo de la oficina de
area del Negociado del Censo, localizada temporeramente en Hato
Rey, Puerto Rico.

Los cuestionarios devueltos fueron sometidos a una revision y
elaboracion extensa. Todos los cuestionarios fueron codificados
geograficamente y sometidos a la digitacion y critica de sus datos.
El proceso de critica sirvié para identificar los récords que tenian
problemas significativos y fueron referidos para correccién y revision.
Las correcciones se llevaron a cabo utilizando procedimientos uniformes.

°El 30 de junio de 1993, la Oficina de Administracion y Presupuesto (OMB) anuncio
las definiciones revisadas para las areas estadisticas metropolitanas primarias (AEMP)
y las areas estadisticas metropolitanas consolidadas (AEMC) de Puerto Rico. Las
publicaciones del Censo Econémico de Puerto Rico de 1992 presentan datos para
las areas metropolitanas (AM) segun se definieron antes de esta revision. Estas definiciones
fueron anunciadas después que se finalizaron los planes para las publicaciones de
1992.

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The data were then tabulated by SIC, subjected
to further data analysis, and the resulting corrections
applied to individual computer records. Corrected tabu-
lations were then produced for the final published
reports.

RELIABILITY OF DATA

Census questionnaires were sent to all known con-
struction employers and, therefore, are not subject
to sampling variability. However, the data are sub-
ject to nonsampling errors. Nonsampling errors can
be attributed to many sources: inability to identify all
cases in the actual universe; inability or unwilling-
ness on the part of respondents to provide correct
information; definition and classification difficulties;
response errors and bias; errors in collection or pro-
cessing; misinterpretation of questions; and other errors
of recording, keying, and estimation for missing or
misreported data.

The accuracy of these tabulated data is influenced
by the joint effects of the various nonsampling errors.
Explicit measures of the effects of these nonsampling
errors are not available. However, it is believed that
most of the important operational and response errors
were detected and corrected through systematic cleri-
cal edits, automated data edits, and an analyst review.

For total nonresponse cases (report forms not
returned), the establishments’ administrative records
information was used in conjunction with industry aver-
ages to estimate the basic data. For item nonresponse,
missing items were estimated based on response
to other items and/ or administrative records and in
direct relationships to sales or receipts. It is assumed
that characteristics of establishments not respond-
ing to a particular inquiry are the same as establish-
ments with equal sales or receipts in the same category
(publication table line) that did respond to the inquiry.

If estimation of the data on the basis of total sales
or receipts was not appropriate, another basic data
item was used. In a few tables, data are available
only from establishments that completed the appro-
priate inquiries on the report form. Any biases intro-
duced by the estimation and correction procedures
are believed to be small.

SPECIAL TABULATIONS

Special tabulations of data collected in the 1992
Economic Census may be obtained in electronic and
tabular form. The data will be in summary form and
subject to the same rules prohibiting disclosure of
confidential information (including name, address,
kind-of-business, or other data for individual business
establishments or companies) as are the regular pub-
lications.

Sin embargo, se estima que la mayoria de los errores importantes
de ejecucion y respuesta fueron hallados y corregidos mediante los
procedimientos sistematicos de la critica manual, critica electronica
y revision de los datos por parte de analistas.
