PURPOSE AND USES OF THE ECONOMIC CENSUS

The economic census is the major source of facts about the structure and functioning of the
economy. It provides essential information for government, business, industry, and the general
public. The Economic Census is authorized by Title 13, of the United States Code (Sections 131,
191, and 224) and by an act of the Legislature of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Law No. 11,
approved March 27, 1950. Title 13 directs the Census Bureau to take the economic census every 5
years, covering years ending in “2” and “7.”

The economic census furnishes an important part of the framework for such composite measures
as the local gross product, input/output measures, and other statistical series that measure short-
term changes in economic conditions. Specific uses of economic census data include the follow-

ing:

= Policymaking agencies of the federal government use the data to monitor economic activity and
to provide assistance to business.

= Local governments use the data to assess business activities and tax bases within their jurisdic-
tions and to develop programs to attract business.

= Trade associations study trends in their own and competing industries, which allows them to
keep their members informed of market changes.

= Individual businesses use the data to locate potential markets and to analyze their own produc-
tion and sales performance relative to industry or area averages.

SCOPE

Data from the 2002 Economic Census of Puerto Rico for construction and manufacturing are pub-
lished for the first time on the basis of the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS).
NAICS replaces the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) System used in 1997 and earlier cen-
suses.

The structure of the NAICS system becomes progressively narrower with successive additions of
numerical digits. For construction there are 3 subsectors (3-digits), 10 industry groups (4-digits),
28 NAICS industries (5-digits), and 31 industries (6-digits). For manufacturing there are 21 subsec-
tors, 86 industry groups, 184 NAICS industries, and 473 industries. An establishment is classified
in a particular industry on the basis of its self-designation.

The tabulations for the construction and manufacturing sectors do not include central administra-
tive offices, warehouses, or other establishments that serve construction and manufacturing
establishments within the same organization. Data for such establishments are classified accord-
ing to the nature of the service they provide. For example, separate headquarters establishments
are reported in NAICS Sector 55, Management of Companies and Enterprises.

Selected NAICS industries are defined in Appendix B, NAICS Codes, Titles, and Descriptions. Other
terms are defined in Appendix A, Explanation of Terms.

The 2002 Puerto Rico construction and manufacturing publications cover establishments with one
or more paid employees. Descriptions of the construction and manufacturing sectors are pre-
sented below.

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23 Construction. The construction sector comprises establishments primarily engaged in the
construction of buildings or engineering projects (e.g., highways and utility systems). Establish-
ments primarily engaged in the preparation of sites for new construction and establishments pri-
marily engaged in subdividing land for sale as building sites also are included in this sector.

Construction work done may include new work, additions, alterations, or maintenance and
repairs. Activities of these establishments generally are managed at a fixed place of business, but
they usually perform construction activities at multiple project sites. Production responsibilities
for establishments in this sector are usually specified in (1) contracts with the owners of construc-
tion projects or (2) contracts with other construction establishments.

Establishments primarily engaged in contracts that include responsibility for all aspects of indi-
vidual construction projects are commonly known as general contractors, but also may be known
as design-builders, construction managers, turnkey contractors, or (in cases where two or more
establishments jointly secure a general contract) joint-venture contractors. Construction managers
that provide oversight and scheduling only (i.e., agency) as well as construction managers that are
responsible for the entire project (i.e., at risk) are included as general contractor type establish-
ments. Establishments of the “general contractor type” frequently arrange construction of separate
parts of their projects through subcontracts with other construction establishments.

Establishments primarily engaged in activities to produce a specific component (e.g., masonry,
painting, and electrical work) of a construction project are commonly known as specialty trade
contractors. Activities of specialty trade contractors are usually subcontracted from other con-
struction establishments, but especially in remodeling and repair construction, the work may be
done directly for the owner of the property.

Establishments primarily engaged in activities to construct buildings to be sold on sites that they
own are known as operative builders, but also may be known as speculative builders or merchant
builders. Operative builders produce buildings in a manner similar to general contractors, but
their production processes also include site acquisition and securing of financial backing. Opera-
tive builders are most often associated with the construction of residential buildings. Like general
contractors, they may subcontract all or part of the actual construction work on their buildings.

There are substantial differences in the types of equipment, work force skills, and other inputs
required by establishments in this sector. To highlight these differences and variations in the
underlying production functions, this sector is divided into three subsectors.

Subsector 236, Construction of Buildings, comprises establishments of the general contractor
type and operative builders involved in the construction of buildings. Subsector 237, Heavy and
Civil Engineering Construction, comprises establishments involved in the construction of engi-
neering projects. Subsector 238, Specialty Trade Contractors, comprises establishments engaged
in specialty trade activities generally needed in the construction of all types of buildings.

31-33 Manufacturing. The manufacturing sector comprises establishments engaged in the
mechanical, physical, or chemical transformation of materials, substances, or components into
new products. The assembling of component parts of manufactured products is considered manu-
facturing, except in cases where the activity is appropriately classified in Sector 23, Construction.

Establishments in the manufacturing sector are often described as plants, factories, or mills and
characteristically use power-driven machines and materials-handling equipment. However, estab-
lishments that transform materials or substances into new products by hand or in the worker’s
home and those engaged in selling to the general public products made on the same premises
from which they are sold, such as bakeries, candy stores, and custom tailors, may also be
included in this sector. Manufacturing establishments may process materials or may contract with
other establishments to process their materials for them. Both types of establishments are
included in manufacturing.

BASIS OF REPORTING

The economic census is conducted on an establishment basis. A company operating at more than
one location is required to file a separate report for each location. Each establishment is assigned
a separate industry classification based on its primary activity and not that of its parent company.
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GEOGRAPHIC AREA CODING

Accurate and complete information on the physical location of each establishment is required to
tabulate the census data for metropolitan areas and municipios. Respondents were required to
report their physical location (street address or location description and municipio) if it differed
from their mailing address. For those establishments that did not provide acceptable information
on physical location, location information from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) tax forms or
from the previous census is used as a basis for coding.

AVAILABILITY OF ADDITIONAL DATA

Reports in Print and Electronic Media. All results of the 2002 Economic Census will be avail-
able on the Census Bureau Internet site (www.census.gov) and on digital versatile discs (DVD-
ROMs) for sale by the Census Bureau. The American FactFinder system at the Web site allows
selective retrieval and downloading of the data. For more information, including a description of
electronic and printed reports being issued, see the Internet site, write to U.S. Census Bureau,
Washington, DC 20233-0801, or call Customer Services at 301-763-4100.

Special Tabulations. Special tabulations of data collected in the 2002 Economic Census may be
obtained, depending on availability of time and personnel, in electronic or tabular form. The data
will be summaries subject to the same rules prohibiting disclosure of confidential information
(including name, address, kind of business, or other data for individual business establishments
or companies) that govern the regular publications.

Special tabulations are prepared on a cost basis. A request for a cost estimate, as well as exact
specifications on the type and format of the data to be provided, should be directed to the Chief
of the Economic Census Branch, Company Statistics Division, U.S. Census Bureau, Washington, DC
20233-6400.

HISTORICAL INFORMATION

The Economic Censuses were conducted in Puerto Rico beginning with a census of manufactures
for 1909 and continuing at 10-year intervals through 1949, excepting 1929. Wholesale and retail
trades and service industries were included as part of the economic censuses for 1939. Starting
with 1949 through 2002, the censuses of wholesale and retail trades, and service industries have
been conducted concurrently with the census of manufactures. The census of construction indus-
tries has been included since 1967. Congress has authorized the economic censuses to be taken
at 5-year intervals covering years ending in “2” and “7.”

REPORTS
The following reports are published from the 2002 Economic Census of Island Areas:

Northern Mariana Islands. There is one report for all covered kinds of business. The report pre-
sents data for the Northern Mariana Islands and three municipalities: Saipan, Tinian, and Rota. The
Northern Islands are excluded from this publication because no business activity was reported for
this municipality.

Guam. There is one report for all covered kinds of business. Tables present data for Guam and its
election districts.
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Virgin Islands. There is one report for all covered kinds of business. The report presents data for
the Virgin Islands as a whole. In addition, data are presented for St. Thomas and St. John (com-
bined to prevent disclosure problems), St. Croix, and the towns of Charlotte Amalie, Christiansted,
and Frederiksted.

American Samoa. There is one report for all covered kinds of business. The report presents data
for American Samoa, districts, and counties.

Puerto Rico. There are three reports that cover different kinds of business:

= Manufacturing. This report presents data for manufacturing establishments by industry and
metropolitan areas and municipios.

= Geographic Area Statistics. This report presents data for businesses engaged in sectors other
than manufacturing and construction. Data are presented for Puerto Rico commercial regions
and municipios. The report also includes product-line sales data for wholesale and retail trades
by kind of business for Puerto Rico.

= Construction. This report presents data for construction establishments by industry and metro-
politan areas and municipios.

DOLLAR VALUES

All dollar values presented are expressed in current dollars. All dollar values are shown in thou-
sands of dollars.

COMPARABILITY OF THE 1997 AND 2002 CENSUSES

The 2002 Economic Census of Island Areas is the first to present data based on the new North
American Industry Classification System (NAICS) for Puerto Rico. Previous census data were pre-
sented according to the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) System developed in the 1930s.
Due to this change, comparability between census years is limited. NAICS identifies new indus-
tries, redefines concepts, and develops classifications to reflect changes in the economy.

The 2002 Economic Census covers more of the economy than any previous census. New for 2002
are data on information, finance and insurance, real estate, and health-care industries. The scope
of the census includes virtually all sectors of the economy.

RELIABILITY OF DATA

All data compiled in this report originated from a complete enumeration and, therefore, are not
subject to sampling variability. However, the data are subject to nonsampling errors. Nonsampling
errors can be attributed to many sources including: inability to identify all cases in the actual uni-
verse; inability or unwillingness on the part of respondents to provide correct information; defini-
tion and classification difficulties; response errors and bias; errors in collection or processing; mis-
interpretation of questions; and other errors of recording, keying, and estimation for missing or
misreported data.

No direct measurement of these effects has been obtained. Precautionary steps were taken in all
phases of the collection, processing, and tabulation of the data in an effort to minimize the effects
of nonsampling errors. More information on the reliability of the data is included in Appendix C,
Methodology.

DISCLOSURE

In accordance with federal law governing census reports (Title 13 of the United States Code), no
data are published that would disclose the operations of an individual establishment or business.
However, the number of establishments in a kind-of-business classification is not considered a dis-
closure; therefore, this information may be released even though other information is withheld.

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PROPOSITO Y USO DEL CENSO ECONOMICO

El censo econdmico es la fuente principal de datos acerca de la estructura y funcién de la
economia. El censo provee informacion esencial para el gobierno, el comercio, la industria y el
publico en general. El censo econdmico es requerido por el titulo 13 del Cédigo de los Estados
Unidos (Secciones 131, 191 y 224) y por la Ley No. 11 de la legislatura del Estado Libre

Asociado de Puerto Rico, que fuera aprobada el 27 de marzo de 1950. El titulo 13 requiere que el
Negociado del Censo realice el censo econdmico cada 5 afos, cubriendo los ainos que terminan en
2"y 7",

El censo econémico proporciona una parte importante del sistema mediante el cual se preparan
estimados compuestos, tales como el producto bruto, el insumo producto y otras estadisticas que
determinan los cambios en la economia a corto plazo. Los datos del censo econémico se utilizan
de la siguiente manera:

= Las agencias del gobierno federal que se dedican a la creacién de politica publica utilizan los
datos para observar las actividades econdmicas y proveer asistencia a los negocios.

= Los gobiernos locales utilizan los datos para evaluar las actividades comerciales e impuestos
dentro de su jurisdiccion y para desarrollar programas que atraigan negocios.

= Las asociaciones comerciales estudian tendencias en sus propias industrias y en la
competencia, lo cual les permite mantener a sus miembros informados sobre cambios en el
mercado.

= Los negocios utilizan los datos para determinar mercados potenciales y analizar su propia
produccion y ventas en comparacion a los promedios del area geografica o la industria.

ALCANCE

Los datos del Censo Econdmico de Puerto Rico del 2002 para los sectores de construccion y
manufactura estan publicados por primera vez en base al Sistema de Clasificacion Norteamericano
de la Industria, mejor conocido como NAICS (North American Industry Classification System). El
sistema de clasificacion de la industria NAICS sustituye al Sistema de Clasificacion Industrial
Uniforme (CIU) utilizado en 1997 y aflos anteriores.

La estructura del sistema NAICS se hace cada vez mas limitada cuando se afaden digitos
sucesivamente. Para construccion hay 3 subsectores (de 3 digitos de NAICS), 10 grupos
industriales (de 4 digitos de NAICS), 28 industrias de NAICS (de 5 digitos de NAICS) y 31
industrias (de 6 digitos de NAICS). Para manufactura hay 21 subsectores, 86 grupos industriales,
184 industrias de NAICS y 473 industrias. Un establecimiento se clasifica bajo una industria en
particular a base de su auto-designacion.

Las tabulaciones de los sectores de construccién y manufactura no incluyen oficinas
administrativas centrales, almacenes u otros establecimientos que ofrecen servicios a
establecimientos de construcciéon y manufactura dentro de la misma organizacion. Los datos para
dichos establecimientos estan clasificados de acuerdo al tipo de servicio que proveen. Por
ejemplo, las oficinas centrales estan reportadas en el sector 55 de NAICS, Administracién de
Compaiias y Empresas.

Las industrias seleccionadas de NAICS estan definidas en el Apéndice B, Cédigos, Titulos y
Descripciones de NAICS. Otros términos estan definidos en el Apéndice A, Explicacion de los
Términos.
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Las publicaciones del Censo Econdmico de Puerto Rico del 2002 para los sectores de construccion
y manufactura cubren los establecimientos que tenian uno o mas empleados en la ndmina. Las
descripciones de los sectores de construccion y manufactura se presentan a continuacion.

23 Construccion. El sector de la industria de construccién se compone principalmente de
establecimientos que se dedican a la construccion de edificios o proyectos de ingenieria (tales
como autopistas y sistemas de infraestructura). También se incluyen en este sector los
establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a la preparacion de lotes para la construccion
nueva y a la segregacion de lotes para la construccion de edificios.

El trabajo de construccion realizado puede incluir construccion nueva, ampliaciones, alteraciones
0 mantenimiento y reparaciéon. Las operaciones de estos establecimientos se administran
generalmente desde un local fijo, pero el trabajo usualmente se realiza en diversas localizaciones.
Las responsabilidades de estos establecimientos generalmente se estipulan en (1) contratos de
construccion con duefios de proyectos o (2) contratos con otros establecimientos de construccion.

Los establecimientos contratistas que se dedican principalmente a todo tipo de proyectos de
construccion generalmente se conocen como contratistas generales, pero también pueden ser
conocidos como firmas de disefio y construccion, firmas de gerencia de construccion, contratistas
que realizan todos los aspectos de labor y materiales (“turnkey contractors”) o en casos donde
dos o mas establecimientos entran en un contrato conjunto, contratistas de operaciones
conjuntas. Las firmas de gerencia de construcciéon que brindan servicios de supervision y
programacion solamente, tanto como las que se responsabilizan por los proyectos completos, se
incluyen como establecimientos contratistas generales. Los establecimientos de este tipo
frequentemente agencian la construccion de sus proyectos mediante subcontratos con otros
establecimientos de construccion.

Los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a producir componentes especificos que
forman parte de un proyecto de construccién (por ejemplo albaiileria, pintura o trabajo eléctrico),
se les conoce generalmente como contratistas de trabajos especializados. Las actividades que
realizan estos contratistas generalmente son subcontratadas por otros establecimientos de
construccion, excepto en proyectos de remodelacion y reparaciéon, donde el trabajo puede ser
contratado directamente por el duefio de la propiedad.

Los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a actividades de construccion de edificios en
propiedades que le pertenecen, se conocen como constructores especulativos. La operacion es
similar a la de los contratistas generales, pero su proceso de produccion incluye la adquisicion de
terrenos y el financiamiento de los proyectos. Este tipo de constructor se dedica mayormente a la
construccion de edificios residenciales. Similar al caso de los contratistas generales, pueden
subcontratar toda o parte de la construccién del trabajo realizado en los proyectos.

Existen diferencias sustanciales en el tipo de equipo, personal y otros factores requeridos por
estos establecimientos. Para resaltar las diferencias y variaciones en las funciones operativas, este
sector se divide en tres subsectores.

El subsector 236, Construccién de Edificios, incluye establecimientos que se dedican a contratista
general y especulacién dedicados a la construccion de edificios. El subsector 237, Construccién
de Infraestructura e Ingenieria, se compone de establecimientos que se dedican a la construccién
de proyectos de ingenieria. El subsector 238, Contratistas de Trabajos Especializados, se compone
de establecimientos que se dedican a actividades especializadas generalmente requeridas en la
construccion de todo tipo de edificio.

31-33 Manufactura. El sector de manufactura se compone de establecimientos que se dedican a
la transformacién mecanica, fisica o quimica de materiales, sustancias o componentes en nuevos
productos. El montaje de las partes que componen los productos manufacturados se considera
manufactura, excepto cuando la actividad se clasifica en el Sector 23, Construccion.

En el sector de la manufactura, los establecimientos se describen usualmente como plantas,
fabricas o talleres y usan maquinas de fuerza motriz y equipo para el manejo de materiales. Sin
embargo, los establecimientos que transforman materiales o sustancias en nuevos productos a
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mano o en el hogar y los que se dedican a vender al publico general los productos hechos en el
mismo local en donde son vendidos, tales como reposterias, tiendas de dulces y sastrerias,
también se incluyen en este sector. Los establecimientos de manufactura tienen la opcién de
procesar sus materiales o de contratar a otro establecimiento para este fin. Ambos tipos de
establecimientos estan incluidos en el sector manufacturero.

BASE INFORMATIVA

El censo econdmico se realiza a base de establecimientos. A toda compafia que administre
establecimientos en mas de una localidad se le pide que complete un informe por cada una de las
localidades. A cada establecimiento se le asigna una clasificacion industrial de acuerdo a su
actividad principal y no a la de su compafia matriz.

CODIFICACION DEL AREA GEOGRAFICA

Para tabular los datos censales por areas metropolitanas y municipios se necesita obtener
informacién certera y completa sobre la ubicacion fisica de cada establecimiento. Se le pidié a los
respondedores que indicaran la ubicacién fisica (calle y nimero o descripcién de la ubicacién
fisica y municipio), si la misma era diferente a la direccién de envio. Los establecimientos que no
proporcionaron informacién aceptable sobre la ubicacion fisica, fueron codificados en base a la
informacién rendida en su informe sobre impuestos al Servicio de Rentas Internas (IRS) o en base
a la informacion obtenida en censos anteriores.

DISPONIBILIDAD DE DATOS ADICIONALES

Informes Impresos y Electronicos. Todos los resultados del Censo Econémico del 2002
estaran disponibles en la pagina del Negociado del Censo en el Internet (www.census.gov) y en
discos digitales (DVD-ROMs) para la venta por medio del Negociado del Censo.

INFORMACION HISTORICA

El censo de manufactura de 1909 marcé el comienzo del censo econémico en Puerto Rico, que
hasta 1949 se realiz6 a intervalos de 10 afios exceptuando el afio 1929. Las actividades del
comercio al por mayor y al por menor, al igual que las de las industrias de servicios fueron
incluidas como parte del censo econémico de 1939. Por primera vez en 1949 hasta el 2002, los
censos de comercio al por mayor y comercio al por menor e industrias de servicios fueron
tomados al mismo tiempo que el censo de manufactura. El censo de las industrias de construccion
ha estado incluido desde 1967. El Congreso ha dado su autorizacién para que los censos
econdmicos se realicen cada 5 afos, cubriendo los afios que terminan en “2” y “7”.

COMPARABILIDAD ENTRE LOS CENSOS DE 1997 Y DEL 2002

El Censo Econémico de las Areas Insulares del 2002 es el primero en presentar datos censales en
base al nuevo Sistema de Clasificacion Norteamericano de la Industria (NAICS) para Puerto Rico.
Los datos censales anteriores fueron presentados de acuerdo al Sistema de Clasificacion Industrial
Uniforme (CIU), desarrollado en 1930. Debido al cambio en el sistema de clasificacion, la
comparacion entre los aios censales es limitada. El sistema de NAICS identifica nuevas industrias,
redefine conceptos y desarrolla clasificaciones para reflejar los cambios en la economia.

El Censo Econdmico del 2002 cubre mas sectores de la economia que ningln otro censo. Entre los
sectores nuevos que se han incluido para el 2002, se encuentran datos sobre los sectores de
informacién, finanzas y seguro, bienes raices e industrias de cuidado para la salud. El alcance de
este censo incluye casi todos los sectores de la economia.
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Informacién adicional sobre el sistema de clasificacién NAICS, esta disponible en la pagina del
Negociado del Censo en el Internet (www.census.gov/naics).

CONFIABILIDAD DE LOS DATOS

Los datos recopilados en este informe se obtuvieron mediante una enumeracién completa, por lo
tanto, no estan sujetos a la variabilidad del muestreo. No osbtante, los datos estan sujetos a
errores ajenos al muestreo. Los errores ajenos al muestreo pueden ocurrir por muchas razones:
incapacidad para identificar todos los casos en el universo, incapacidad o renuencia de parte de
los respondedores para proveer la informacién correcta, dificultades con la definiciones y
clasificaciones, errores y sesgos en las respuestas, errores en la recopilaciéon o procesamiento de
los datos, mala interpretacion de las preguntas y otros errores en el registro y digitacién de los
datos y estimados que se utilizan para los récords sin respuestas o respuestas incorrectas.

Hasta el momento, no ha sido posible medir con exactitud los efectos que causan estos errores.
Sin embargo, se han tomado medidas de precaucion necesarias durante las fases de recopilacion,
procesamiento y tabulacion de los datos para minimizar los efectos de los errores ajenos al
muestreo.

ALL EMPLOYEES

Consists of the number of paid employees (both full and part-time), including salaried officers and
executives of corporations. Included are employees on paid sick leave, paid holidays, and paid

vacations. Proprietors and partners of unincorporated businesses are not included. The definition
of paid employees is the same as that used by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) on Form 941-PR.

The total number of employees (“All employees”) includes construction workers (who worked or
received pay for any part of the pay period including the 12th of March, May, August, and Novem-
ber) divided by 4, plus other employees (which include employees in executive, purchasing,
accounting, personnel, professional, and technical activities, and routine office functions, who
worked during the pay period including March 12th).

ANNUAL PAYROLL

Payroll includes all forms of compensation, such as salaries, wages, commissions, dismissal pay,
bonuses, vacation allowances, sick-leave pay, and employee contributions to qualified pension
plans paid during the year to all employees. For corporations, payroll includes amounts paid to
officers and executives; for unincorporated businesses, it does not include profit or other com-
pensation of proprietors or partners. Payroll is reported before deductions for social security,
income tax, insurance, union dues, and other withholdings. This definition of payroll is the same
as that used by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) on Form 941-PR.

CAPITAL EXPENDITURES, EXCLUDING LAND

Represents the total capital expenditures which were or would be chargeable to the fixed asset
accounts of the reporting establishments, and for which depreciation accounts are ordinarily
maintained. These expenditures cover the acquisition, construction, and major alteration of the
reporting establishment’s own buildings and other structures (whether purchased, constructed
under contract, or constructed by the reporting establishment’s own forces), and the acquisition
of machinery and equipment. Included are payments made under agreements that, in effect, are
conditional sales contracts and are capitalized as a result. Capital expenditures for leasehold
improvements made to property leased from others are also included. Land expenditures are not
included under capital expenditures.

If any building or equipment was acquired under a capital leasing arrangement, respondents were
instructed to report the original cost or market value as both, a fixed asset and a capital expendi-
ture, if acquired in the reporting year. If the lease qualified as an operating lease, respondents
were instructed not to include the value of the building and equipment as a fixed asset or capital
expenditure.

Respondents were instructed not to include any expenditures actually made prior to or after
2002. For example, if they began construction of a building for an establishment’s own use before
2002 and did not complete it until after 2002, they were to report only those costs actually
incurred during 2002.

If capital expenditures were not recorded directly at the establishment level but handled centrally
at the company or division level, respondents were requested to report appropriate estimates for
the individual establishments.

= New buildings and related facilities. Includes the total expenditures during 2002 for new
buildings and structures, major additions and alterations to buildings and structures, and other
facilities for the reporting establishment’s use (such as roads, docks, tracks, parking lots, and
fences). It excludes land expenditures.
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= New automobiles and trucks primarily intended for highway use. Includes capitalized
repairs and improvements to new and used automobiles and trucks.

= New machinery and equipment. Includes expenditures for new machinery and new equip-
ment. This item also includes capitalized repairs and improvements to used machinery and
equipment.

= Used structures and related facilities. Covers expenditures for used structures and related
facilities acquired from others.

= Used machinery and equipment. Includes expenditures for used machinery and equipment
acquired from others, including automobiles and trucks. Capitalized repairs and improvements
to such equipment are reported as new machinery and equipment.

CONSTRUCTION WORKERS

Includes workers up through the working supervisor level engaged in construction operations,
such as painters, carpenters, plumbers, and electricians. Included are journeymen, mechanics,
apprentices, laborers, truck drivers and helpers, equipment operators, on-site record keepers, and
security guards. Supervisory employees above the working supervisor level are excluded from
this category, but are included in the “Other employees” category.

The average number of construction workers was obtained by summing the number of construc-
tion workers reported for the pay periods including the 12th of March, May, August, and Novem-
ber and dividing this total by 4. For almost all of the construction industries, the industry average
of these four selected pay periods closely approximates the average employment for the year that
could be obtained by using pay periods in all 12 months.

CONSTRUCTION-WORKER HOURS

This item covers total number of hours worked by construction workers, or paid for during the
four quarters (January-March, April-June, July-September, and October-December), including actual
overtime hours (not straight-time equivalent hours). It excludes hours paid for vacations, holi-
days, or sick leave when the employee was not at the establishment.

ESTABLISHMENTS

A construction establishment is a relatively permanent office, payroll office, or other place where
business activities related to construction are conducted. A construction establishment manages
one or more projects or jobs and is usually maintained on a continuing basis. It is not necessarily
identical to a company or enterprise, which may consist of one establishment or more. Economic
census figures represent a summary of reports for individual establishments rather than compa-
nies. For cases where a census report was received, separate information was obtained for each
location where business was conducted. When administrative records of other federal agencies
were used instead of a census report, no information was available on the number of locations
operated. Each economic census establishment was tabulated according to the physical location
at which the business was conducted. The count of establishments represents those in business
at any time during 2002.

When two activities or more were carried out at a single location under a single ownership, all
activities generally were grouped together as a single establishment. The entire establishment
was classified on the basis of its major activity and all data for it were included in that classifica-
tion.

FIRMS

A firm is a business organization or entity consisting of one domestic establishment (location) or
more under common ownership or control. All establishments of subsidiary firms are included as
part of the owning or controlling firm. For the economic census, the terms “firm” and “company”
are synonymous.
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FIRST-QUARTER PAYROLL

Represents payroll paid to persons employed at any time during the quarter January to March
2002, before deductions.

FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

Refers to the value of all fixed tangible assets such as buildings and other structures (offices,
shops, etc.); stationary machinery (generators, shop equipment, etc.); mobile machinery (tractors,
trucks, etc.); and other equipment (office furniture and fixtures, etc.). Not included are items such
as current assets, intangible assets, depletable assets, and nondrepreciable assets.

Data on fixed assets and depreciation were collected separately for buildings, job-site trailers,
additions, and related facilities (excluding land, machinery, equipment, and vehicles).

Respondents were asked to report the gross book value-acquisition cost (original cost or other
basis), at the beginning and at the end of 2002. They were also asked to report capitalized expen-
ditures, depreciation charges, and the gross value of assets sold, retired, scrapped, destroyed,
etc., during 2002.

LEGAL FORM OF ORGANIZATION

1. Corporation — An incorporated business created by statute as a legal entity separate and dis-
tinct from its owners.

a. Private nonprofit — Corporate entity whose shares are not traded on the open market. Prof-
its are used to promote the goals of the corporation and not to benefit the shareholders
financially.

b. Private for-profit — Corporate entity whose shares are not traded on the open market.
Shareholders benefit financially from the profit of the corporation.

c. Public — Corporate entity whose shares are traded on the open market. Shareholders ben-
efit financially from the profits of the corporation.

d. Not reported — Include corporate entities that did not report a type of corporation.
2. Individual proprietorship — An unincorporated business owned by an individual.

3. Partnership — An unincorporated business owned by two or more persons having a shared
financial interest in the business.

4. Cooperative associations — A legal entity where a group of individuals join together to con-
duct an economic activity of mutual benefit. Most cooperatives are controlled by their mem-
bers in an egalitarian fashion.

5. Other — Includes businesses that reported other legal form of organization not listed above.

NET VALUE OF CONSTRUCTION WORK

The aggregate of construction receipts reported by all construction establishments in each of the
several industries, geographic areas, and other groupings in this census contains varying amounts
of duplication, since the construction work (and the receipts) of one firm may be subcontracted to
other construction firms and also be included in the other firm’s receipts. To eliminate this dupli-
cation, “net construction receipts” data was derived for each establishment by subtracting the
payments made for construction work subcontracted to others from the total value of construc-
tion work.

OTHER BUSINESS RECEIPTS

Includes business receipts not reported as value of construction work. This item includes business
receipts from retail and wholesale trades, manufacturing, mining and quarrying, rental of machin-
ery and equipment (without an operator), real estate commissions and property management
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fees, rental or lease of property, and other nonconstruction activities. Receipts for separately
definable architectural and engineering work for others are also included here. Excluded are non-
operating income such as interest, dividends, the sale of fixed assets, or receipts from other busi-
ness operations outside Puerto Rico.

OTHER EMPLOYEES

Includes payroll employees in executive, purchasing, accounting, personnel, professional, techni-
cal activities, and routine office functions reported for the pay period including March 12, 2002.
Also included are supervisory employees above the working supervisor level.

OWNERSHIP OF CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS

This item provides construction receipts by ownership of project: government-owned or privately-
owned. This classification relates to the ownership of the projects or work undertaken and not to

the financing. Government-owned projects cover those projects owned by the Federal, Common-

wealth, or local governments including public authorities.

PROPRIETORS AND PARTNERS WORKING

Proprietors and partners of an unincorporated business that worked 15 or more hours during the
week which included March 12, 2002.

SELECTED COSTS

Includes the total payments made by the reporting establishments for the cost of materials and
services from other companies or from other establishments of the parent company. The
expenses include: materials, parts and supplies; construction work subcontracted out to others;
gasoline and diesel fuel; all other fuels for heat or power (propane gas and lubricants, oils, and
greases); electricity; maintenance and repair of construction equipment and tools, machinery,
office equipment, furniture, buildings and other structures; and communication services. Capital
expenditures and rental costs for machinery, equipment, and structures are not included.

Cost of materials, parts, and supplies

Includes the costs after discounts for the materials, parts, and supplies used by establishments in
the construction of structures and other business activities, plus the costs for materials purchased
for subcontractors. Also included are expendable tools that were charged to current accounts.
Freight and other direct charges and the value of materials, parts, and supplies obtained from
other establishments within the same company are also included. Excluded is the cost of fuels,
lubricants, electric energy, and industrial and other specialized machinery and equipment such as
printing presses and computer systems that are not an integral part of a structure.

Cost of construction work subcontracted out to others

Includes all costs for construction work subcontracted out to other construction contractors.
Excluded are the cost of materials purchased by establishments for subcontractors, and the cost
of design work subcontracted out. If, however, payments to subcontractors covered materials pur-
chased directly by the subcontractors, the total of such payments (including material charges) was
to be reported as payments for construction work let out to others. Payments for the rental of
construction machinery or equipment were not to be included here.

Cost of gasoline and diesel fuel

Includes the cost of gasoline and diesel fuel purchased during the year from other companies, or
received from other establishments within the company.

Cost of all other fuels for heat or power

Includes the cost of fuels and lubricants (propane gas and lubricants, oils, and greases) purchased
during the year from other companies, or received from other establishments within the company.
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Cost of electricity

Includes the cost of electricity purchased during the year from other companies, or received from
other establishments within the company.

Cost of selected purchased services for maintenance and repair of equipment and
machinery

Includes the actual cost incurred or payable during the year for any type of repairs made to equip-
ment and machinery by outside companies, or from other establishments within the same com-
pany. The types of repairs to equipment and machinery include maintenance and repair of con-
struction equipment and tools; machinery; office equipment, furniture, and vehicles, including
related service contracts.

Cost of selected purchased services for maintenance and repair to buildings and
other structures

Includes the actual cost incurred or payable during the year for any type of repair to buildings and
other structures. The types of repairs included are maintenance and repair of buildings, job-site
trailers, and other structures. Excluded are janitorial services.

Cost of selected purchased services for communication services

Includes the actual cost incurred or payable during the year for any type of communication. The
types of communication services included are telephones, pagers, data transmissions, faxes, and
related service contracts.

TYPES OF CONSTRUCTION, BUILDING AND NONBUILDING

Provides information on types of buildings, structures, or other facilities being constructed or
worked on by construction establishments in 2002. Respondents were instructed that each build-
ing, structure, or other facility should be classified in terms of its function. For example, a restau-
rant building was to be classified in the restaurant category whether it was designed as a com-
mercial restaurant building or an auxiliary unit of an educational institution. If respondents
worked on more than one type of building or structure in a multibuilding complex, they were
instructed to report separately for each building or type of structure. However, complex projects
consisting of two or more types of buildings or other facilities are difficult to classify because suf-
ficient information is seldom available. Therefore, respondents were told to classify complex
projects by the major purpose of the building.

In addition, respondents were asked to report the percentage of the value of construction work
done for new construction, additions, alterations, or reconstruction, and maintenance and repair
work for each of these types of construction.

Building construction:

= Single-family houses, attached (including town houses and row houses) and
detached. Includes all residential buildings with two or more living quarters side by side, com-
pletely independent of one another, and separated by an unbroken party or lot line wall from
ground to roof.

= Apartment buildings (including apartment-type condominiums and walk-ups). Includes
apartment rentals, high-rise, low-rise, or any structures containing two or more housing units.
Excluded are attached single-family houses.

= Industrial and manufacturing buildings. Includes all manufacturing and industrial build-
ings and plants that are used to house production and assembly activities. Note that industrial
parks should be classified under their primary usage such as warehouses, office space, com-
mercial, or industrial type buildings. Heavy industrial facilities such as blast furnaces, petro-
leum refineries, and chemical complexes are not included in this category, but are shown under
nonbuilding construction.
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= Commercial and institutional buildings. Includes all buildings that are intended for use pri-
marily in the retail, wholesale, and services sectors. Examples of commercial buildings are:
hotels, motels, religious buildings, dormitories and barracks, dry cleaning plants, indoor pools,
and warehouses.

= Other building construction. Includes other types of building construction that are not clas-
sified elsewhere.

Nonbuilding construction:

= Highway, streets, bridges, and elevated highways. Includes roads, alleys, sidewalks,
curbs and gutters, culverts, right-of-way drainage, erosion control, lighting, and related work
such as the installation of highway signs, and guardrail and earthwork protective structures
used in connection with road improvements. Also included are causeways built on structural
supports, viaducts, trestles, and overpasses.

= Water and sewer lines and related structures. Includes water supply systems, sanitary sys-
tems, and water and sewage treatment plants.

= Oil and gas pipelines and related structures. Includes pipelines for the transmission of
gas, petroleum products, and liquefied gases.

= Power and communication lines and related structures. Includes power generation plants
(except hydroelectric), transmission and distribution stations, electric power lines, telephone
and telegraph lines, fiber optic cables, cable television lines, television and radio towers, and
electric light and power facilities.

= Outdoor swimming pools. Includes wading pools and reflecting pools.

= Tunnels, port facilities, hydroelectric plants, and outdoor recreational areas. Includes
highway, pedestrian and railroad tunnels, docks, piers, wharves, all types of hydroelectric
power generating plants, athletic fields, golf courses, outdoor tennis courts, trails, and camps.

= Other nonbuilding construction. Includes other types of nonbuilding construction that are
not classified elsewhere.

UNPAID FAMILY WORKERS

Consists of unpaid family members of unincorporated businesses who worked 15 hours or more
during the week which included March 12, 2002.

VALUE ADDED

This measure of construction activity is equal to value of business done less payments for con-
struction work subcontracted to others, and payments for materials, parts, supplies, electricity,
and fuels. Value added avoids the duplication in receipts between construction and other indus-
tries that results from the use of products of other industries as input materials by construction
establishments. Value added eliminates this duplication and is considered to be the best value
measure available for comparing the relative economic importance of construction among indus-
tries and geographic areas.

VALUE OF BUSINESS DONE

Sum of receipts, billings, or sales for construction work plus receipts from other nonconstruction
business activities. Value of business done includes construction work receipts from contract
work done for others; sales of houses, buildings, and other structures (excluding the cost of land
other than land preparation); construction management and design-build contracts; and site
preparation and improvements such as land clearing, laying roads, installing utilities, and subdi-
viding land into lots. All other receipts from the reporting establishment’s other business activities
(architectural and engineering work, rental of equipment to others, manufacturing, mining, whole-
sale or retail sales, real estate commissions and property management fees, etc.) are also
included.
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In the 1997 and 1992 censuses, the dollar value of construction work measured actual construc-
tion activity, whether receipts were collected or not, during the census year. Studies have shown
that respondents were not able to accurately report construction activity for which receipts were
not collected during the census year. In 2002, the value of construction work measures the actual
receipts, billings, or sales collected during the census year for construction work done, in turn
changing the measurement of value of business done.

Neither money obtained during the year in the form of construction loans, nor money realized
from the sales or other disposition of the establishment’s fixed assets are treated as receipts.
Excluded are also receipts from operations outside Puerto Rico, and nonoperating income such as
interest and dividends.

VALUE OF CONSTRUCTION WORK

In the 1997 and 1992 censuses, the dollar value of construction work measured actual construc-
tion activity, whether receipts were collected or not, during the census year. Studies have shown
that respondents were not able to accurately report construction activity for which receipts were
not collected during the census year. In 2002, the value of construction work measured the actual
receipts, billings, or sales collected during the census year for construction work done. Value of
construction work includes receipts collected by building contractors, heavy and civil engineering
construction contractors, and specialty trade contractors. Included are new construction, addi-
tions, alterations or reconstruction, and maintenance and repair construction work.

Establishments were instructed to include receipts from contract construction work done for oth-
ers; sales of houses, buildings, and other structures (excluding the cost of land other than land
preparation); construction management and design-build contracts; and site preparation and
improvements such as land clearing, laying roads, installing utilities, and subdividing land into
lots. Builders who traded a new home or other building for an existing one were to include the
estimated value of the trade-in.

Establishments engaged in the sale and installation of construction components such as plumb-
ing, heating, and central air-conditioning supplies and equipment; lumber and building materials;
paint, glass and wallpaper; and electrical and wiring supplies, elevators, or escalators were
instructed to include both the receipts for the installation and for the value (selling price) of the
items installed. (Receipts for the selling price of items sold, but not installed, were to be included
in “other business receipts.”)

Included in the value of construction work were fees received as sponsors of joint ventures, and
fees received as agents for owners (for construction work).

Excluded were receipts for separately definable architectural and engineering work done by the
reporting establishment for others; receipts from the rental of equipment to others; cost of manu-
facturing and production machinery, furniture, etc. that are not part of a building structure; and
receipts from business operations outside Puerto Rico.

VALUE OF CONSTRUCTION WORK SUBCONTRACTED IN FROM OTHERS

Includes the receipts for construction work done by reporting establishments for other construc-
tion contractors or builders. Establishments were asked to report the approximate percent of the
total dollar value of construction accounted for by such work, and the percentages reported were
applied to the reported dollar value of construction to develop a value for this item.

Explicacion de los Térmi

TOTAL DE EMPLEADOS

Consiste en el numero de empleados remunerados de jornada completa y parcial, incluyendo los
oficiales asalariados y ejecutivos de corporaciones. También estan incluidos los empleados a
quienes se les pagaron dias feriados o dias libres tomados por vacaciones o enfermedad. Sin
embargo, no estan incluidos los propietarios o socios de negocios que no estan incorporados. La
definicion de empleados remunerados es la misma que emple6 el Servicio de Rentas Internas (IRS)
en el Formulario 941-PR.

El nimero total de empleados incluye a los trabajadores de construccién que trabajaron o
recibieron pago en cualquier momento del periodo de pago que incluye el 12 de marzo, mayo,
agosto y noviembre, dividido entre 4, mas la suma de los otros empleados, incluyendo ejecutivos,
compradores, contadores, empleados de personal, profesionales, técnicos y empleados
administrativos que trabajaron durante el periodo de pago que incluye el 12 de marzo.

NOMINA

La nédmina incluye todo tipo de compensacién, tales como salarios, sueldos, comisiones,
bonificaciones, pagos por vacaciones, enfermedad y contribuciones de empleados a planes de
pensiones calificados pagados durante el afo a todos los empleados. Para las corporaciones, la
némina incluye las cantidades pagadas a los oficiales y ejecutivos. Si el establecimiento no es una
corporacién, la nomina excluye los beneficios y compensaciones pagadas a los propietarios y
socios. La cantidad de la ndmina de sueldos se declara sin restar los pagos por seguro social,
contribuciones sobre ingresos, primas de seguro, cuotas de sindicatos y otros ajustes. La
definicion de ndmina que se presenta es la misma que empled6 el Servicio de Rentas Internas (IRS)
en el Formulario 941-PR.

GASTOS DE CAPITAL, SIN INCLUIR EL TERRENO

Representa el total de los gastos de capital que se cargaron o se cargarian a las cuentas de activo
fijo de los establecimientos que respondieron y para las cuales normalmente se mantienen
cuentas de depreciacion. Estos gastos abarcan la adquisicion, construccién y alteracion
considerable de los edificios y otras estructuras del establecimiento que respondid, ya fuesen
comprados, construidos bajo contrato o construidos por la mano de obra del establecimiento que
respondio al censo; y la adquisicion de maquinaria y equipo. Se incluyen los pagos hechos de
acuerdo a convenios que, en efecto, son contratos de ventas condicionales y que, como resultado,
son capitalizados. También se incluyen gastos de capital por mejoras hechas por el arrendatario a
la propiedad arrendada. Los gastos de terreno no se incluyen como gastos de capital.

Si algun edificio o equipo fue adquirido bajo un contrato de arrendamiento con opciéon a compra
(“capital lease”), se les pidi6 a los respondedores que indicaran el costo original o el valor actual
como capital fijo y como gasto de capital si se adquirioé en el 2002. Si el arrendamiento era sin
opcidon a compra (“operating lease”), se les pidié a los respondedores que no incluyeran el valor
del edificio y equipo como activo fijo o gasto de capital.

Se les pidi6 a los respondedores que no incluyeran los gastos incurridos antes o después del
2002. Por ejemplo, si el establecimiento empez6 a construir un edificio para uso propio antes del
2002 y no lo termind hasta después del 2002, el establecimiento s6lo debié declarar los gastos
incurridos durante el 2002.

Si los gastos de capital no se habian registrado directamente a nivel del establecimiento, sino que
se habian gestionado centralmente a nivel de la compafia o divisién, se les pidi6 a los
respondedores que declararan las estimaciones correspondientes a los establecimientos
individuales.
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= Edificios nuevos e instalaciones relacionadas. Incluye el total de los gastos incurridos
durante el 2002 por edificios y estructuras nuevas, adiciones y alteraciones substanciales a
edificios y estructuras, y otras instalaciones para el uso del establecimiento (como carreteras,
muelles, carriles de trenes, areas de estacionamiento y verjas). Excluye los gastos de terreno.

= Automoviles y camiones para ser usados principalmente en las carreteras. Incluye los
gastos de inversién en mejoras y reparaciones hechas a automoviles y camiones nuevos y
usados.

= Maquinaria y equipo nuevo. Incluye los gastos de maquinaria y equipo nuevo. Esta categoria
incluye ademas los gastos de inversién en mejoras y reparaciones hechas a maquinaria y
equipo usado.

= Estructuras e instalaciones relacionadas de segunda mano. Incluye los gastos por la
compra de estructuras e instalaciones relacionadas que se adquirieron de terceros.

= Maquinaria y equipo usado. Incluye los gastos en maquinaria y equipo usado adquirido de
otros, inclusive automoviles y camiones. Los gastos de inversién en mejoras y reparaciones
hechas a la maquinaria y equipo usado se catalogan como maquinaria y equipo nuevo.

TRABAJADORES DE CONSTRUCCION

Incluye a los trabajadores hasta el nivel de capataz que participan en trabajos relacionados con la
construccion, tales como pintores, carpinteros, plomeros y electricistas. Incluye jornaleros,
mecanicos, aprendices, obreros, conductores de camiones y sus ayudantes, operadores de
equipo, registradores y vigilantes de los lugares donde se lleva a cabo el trabajo de construccion.
Se excluyen los supervisores de niveles mas altos que el de capataz, los cuales se incluyen en la
categoria de “otros empleados”.

El nimero promedio se obtuvo sumando el nimero de trabajadores de construccién declarados
para los periodos de pago que incluyeron el dia 12 de marzo, mayo, agosto y noviembre y
dividiendo ese total entre 4. Para casi todas las industrias de construccién, el promedio para la
industria de estos cuatros periodos de pago se asemeja al promedio de empleo anual que se
obtiene utilizando los periodos de pago en los 12 meses.

HORAS TRABAJADAS POR LOS TRABAJADORES DE CONSTRUCCION

Esta categoria incluye el total de horas trabajadas por los trabajadores de construccion o el total
de horas pagadas durante los cuatro trimestres (enero-marzo, abril-junio, julio-septiembre y
octubre-diciembre) que incluye las horas extras trabajadas (no el equivalente de las mismas). Esto
excluye las horas pagadas por vacaciones, dias feriados o enfermedad, cuando el empleado no se
encuentra presente en el establecimiento.

ESTABLECIMIENTOS

Un establecimiento de construccion es una oficina, oficina de némina u otro lugar relativamente
permanente donde se llevan a cabo actividades comerciales relacionadas a la construccién. Un
establecimiento de construccién administra uno o mas proyectos u obras y generalmente esta
activo continuamente. Un establecimiento no es necesariamente idéntico a una compafia o
empresa, la cual podria tener uno o mas establecimientos. Las estadisticas del censo econdémico
representan un resumen de informes individuales de cada establecimiento y no de las compaiias.
Por medio de los cuestionarios censales recibidos, se obtuvo informacion detallada para cada
ubicacion donde se llevd a cabo un negocio. Los registros administrativos de otras agencias
federales fueron utilizados para determinar el nimero de ubicaciones cuando la informaciéon no
estaba disponible en el cuestionario. Cada establecimiento dentro del censo econémico fue
tabulado segln la ubicacion fisica en la que se llevé a cabo el negocio. El nimero de
establecimientos representa aquellos negocios que estuvieron en operacion en cualquier
momento durante el 2002.
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Cuando una ubicacién individual que pertenecia a un solo duefio, realizaba una o mas actividades,
todas las actividades fueron agrupadas dentro de un establecimiento individual. Dicho
establecimiento fue clasificado en base a su actividad principal y todos los datos fueron incluidos
bajo esa clasificacion.

FIRMAS

Una firma es una organizaciéon comercial o entidad que consiste en uno o mas establecimientos
domeésticos bajo una misma propiedad o control. Todos los establecimientos de las firmas
subsidiarias estan incluidos como parte de la firma que tiene derechos de propiedad o control.
Para el censo econdémico, los términos “firma” y “compania” son sinénimos.

NOMINA DEL PRIMER TRIMESTRE

Representa la ndmina pagada, antes de las deducciones, a personas empleadas en cualquier
momento durante el trimestre de enero a marzo del 2002.

ACTIVO FIJO Y DEPRECIACION

Se refiere al valor de todo activo fijo tangible, como por ejemplo edificios y otras estructuras
(oficinas, talleres, etc.); maquinaria fija (generadores, equipo de taller, etc.); maquinaria movil
(tractores, camiones, etc.); y otro equipo (muebles y accesorios de oficina, etc.). No se incluyen
bienes tales como el activo corriente, activo agotable, activo intangible y activo no depreciable.

Los datos sobre el activo fijo y la depreciacion fueron recopilados separadamente para edificios,
remolques o vagones en el local de construccidén u obra, ampliaciones e instalaciones relacionadas
(sin incluir el terreno) y maquinaria, equipo y vehiculos.

Se les pidi6 a los respondedores que declararan el valor bruto del costo de adquisicién (costo
original u otra base) a comienzos y a fines del 2002. También se les pidi6 que declararan los
gastos de capital, los gastos de depreciacion y el valor bruto del activo vendido, retirado,
desechado, destruido, etc., durante el 2002.

TIPO DE ORGANIZACION JURIDICA

1. Corporaciéon — Negocio incorporado creado por un estatuto como una entidad legal separada
de los duefos.

a. Privada sin fines de lucro — Entidad corporativa cuyas acciones no son negociables en el
mercado. Las ganancias obtenidas son utilizadas para promover las metas de la
corporacién y no para el beneficio de los duefos.

b. Privada con fines de lucro — Entidad corporativa cuyas acciones no son negociables en el
mercado. En dichas entidades, los accionistas se benefician de las ganancias de la
corporacion.

c. Publica — Entidad corporativa cuyas acciones son negociables en el mercado. En dichas
entidades, los accionistas se benefician de las ganancias de la corporacion.

d. No registrada — Entidades corporativas que no se identificaron con ningun tipo de
corporacion.

2. Propiedad individual — Negocio que no esta incorporado y donde el duefio es un individuo.

3. Sociedad de propietarios — Negocio que no estd incorporado y donde los duefios comparten
intereses financieros.

4. Asociaciones cooperativas — Entidad legal dirigida por un grupo de individuos que se unen
para realizar una actividad econémica para el beneficio mutuo. Las cooperativas son
generalmente controladas por sus miembros de igual forma.

5. Otras — Incluye establecimientos que indicaron otra forma de organizacién juridica que no se
especificd anteriormente.
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VALOR NETO DE LOS TRABAJOS DE CONSTRUCCION

El conjunto de ingresos de construccion declarados por todos los establecimientos de
construccion de cada uno de los diferentes grupos de industrias, areas geograficas, etc. abarcados
por este censo contiene cierta duplicacién, ya que el trabajo de construccién (y los ingresos) de
una firma puede estar subcontratado a otras firmas de construccion y también estar incluido en
los ingresos de estas otras firmas. Para eliminar esta duplicacion, se derivo para cada
establecimiento una cifra representativa de los “ingresos netos de construccion”, restando del
valor de los trabajos de contruccion los pagos hechos por trabajos de construccion
subcontratados a otros.

OTROS INGRESOS COMERCIALES

Incluye los ingresos comerciales no declarados como el valor del trabajo de construccién. Esta
categoria incluye los ingresos por concepto de ventas al por mayor y al detal, manufactura,
mineria y canteria, alquiler de maquinaria y equipo (sin operador), comisiones de bienes raices y
cargos por administracién de propiedades, alquiler o arrendamiento de propiedades y otras
actividades que no son de construccion. En esta categoria también se incluyen los ingresos no
operativos, tales como intereses, dividendos, la venta de activos fijos o ingresos provenientes de
otras actividades comerciales realizadas fuera de Puerto Rico.

OTROS EMPLEADOS

Incluye a todos los empleados que estan en la nédmina, tales como ejecutivos, compradores,
contadores, empleados de personal, profesionales, técnicos y empleados administrativos que
trabajaron durante el periodo de pago que incluye el 12 de marzo del 2002. También se incluyen
los supervisores sobre el nivel de capataz.

PROPIEDAD DE PROYECTOS DE CONSTRUCCION

Esta categoria provee un desglose de los ingresos de construccién segun el propietario del
proyecto, sea éste el gobierno o una empresa privada. Esta clasificacion concierne la propiedad de
los proyectos o trabajos emprendidos, pero no su financiamiento. Entre los proyectos que son
propiedad del gobierno se encuentran los del gobierno federal, gobierno del Estado Libre
Asociado o los gobiernos municipales, ademas de los de las autoridades publicas.

PROPIETARIOS Y SOCIOS QUE TRABAJAN

Los propietarios y socios de negocios que no estan incorporados quienes trabajaron 15 horas o
mas durante la semana que incluyé el 12 de marzo del 2002.

COSTOS SELECCIONADOS

Comprende el total de los pagos hechos por los establecimientos que respondieron por el costo
de materiales y servicios rendidos de otras compaifias o establecimientos de la empresa matriz.
Entre los gastos se incluyen: materiales, piezas y suministros; trabajos de construccion
subcontratados a terceros; gasolina y combustible diesel; todo otro combustible para la
calefaccion o energia (gas propano y lubricantes, aceites y grasas); electricidad, mantenimiento y
reparacién de equipo de construccion y herramientas, maquinaria, equipo de oficina, muebles,
edificios y otras estructuras; y servicios de comunicacion. No se incluyen los gastos de capital y
alquiler de maquinaria, equipo y estructuras.

Costo de materiales, piezas y suministros

Incluye los costos después de descuentos por materiales, piezas y suministros utilizados por el

establecimiento en la construccion de estructuras y otras actividades comerciales, mas los costos
por materiales comprados para subcontratistas. También se incluyen las herramientas que fueron
cargadas a cuentas corrientes; el flete y otros cargos directos; y el valor de los materiales, piezas
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y suministros obtenidos de otros establecimientos de la misma compafia. Se excluye el costo de
combustibles, lubricantes, energia eléctrica y maquinaria y equipo industrial y especializado, tales
como imprentas y sistemas de computadora que no forman parte integral de una estructura.

Costo de trabajos de construccion subcontratados a terceros

Incluye todos los costos por trabajos de construccién subcontratados a otros contratistas de
construccion. Se excluyen el costo de materiales comprados por los establecimientos para
subcontratistas y el costo del trabajo de disefio subcontratado. Sin embargo, si los pagos a
subcontratistas incluyeron materiales comprados directamente por los subcontratistas, el total de
dichos pagos (incluyendo los cargos por materiales) debio ser declarado como pagos por trabajos
de construccién otorgados a terceros. No fueron incluidos los pagos por el alquiler de maquinaria
0 equipo de construccion.

Costo de gasolina y combustible diesel

Incluye el costo de gasolina y combustible diesel comprados durante el aio de otras compafias o
recibidos de otros establecimientos dentro de la compaiia.

Costo de todo otro combustible para calefacciéon o energia

Incluye el costo de combustibles y lubricantes (gas propano y lubricantes, aceites y grasas)
comprados durante el afo de otras compafias o recibidos de otros establecimientos dentro de la
compaiia.

Costo de electricidad

Incluye el costo de electricidad comprada durante el aio de otras compafias o recibidos de otros
establecimientos dentro de la compaiia.

Costo de servicios seleccionados que se compraron para el mantenimiento y la
reparacion de equipo y maquinaria

Incluye el costo incurrido o pagado durante el afio por cualquier tipo de reparaciones hechas a
equipo y maquinaria por otras companias o de otros establecimientos dentro de la misma
compafia. Los tipos de reparaciones a equipo y maquinaria incluyen el mantenimiento y la
reparaciéon de equipo y herramientas de construccién; maquinaria; equipo de oficina; muebles; y
vehiculos, incluyendo los contratos de servicios relacionados.

Costo de servicios seleccionados que se compraron para el mantenimiento y la
reparacion de edificios y otras estructuras

Incluye el costo incurrido o pagado durante el afio por cualquier tipo de reparacién a edificios y

otras estructuras. Los tipos de reparaciones incluyen el mantenimiento y reparacion de edificios,
remolques/vagones ubicados en el local del proyecto u obra de construccion y otras estructuras.
Se excluyen los servicios de limpieza.

Costo de servicios seleccionados que se compraron para obtener servicios de
comunicacion

Incluye el costo incurrido o pagado durante el afio por cualquier tipo de comunicacion. Los tipos
de servicios de comunicacién incluyen teléfonos, “beepers”, transmisién de datos, facsimiles y
contratos de servicios relacionados.

TIPOS DE CONSTRUCCION, DE EDIFICIOS Y OTRAS ESTRUCTURAS

Esta partida provee informacion acerca de los tipos de edificios, estructuras u otras instalaciones
que los establecimientos de construccion construyeron o modificaron durante el 2002. Se les
indicé a los respondedores que cada edificio, estructura u otra instalacién debia clasificarse en
términos de su funcion. Por ejemplo, los edificios para restaurantes debian clasificarse en la
categoria de restaurantes, sin importar que el edificio hubiera sido disefiado para ser usado como
restaurante comercial o como unidad auxiliar de una institucion docente. Si los respondedores
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realizaron trabajos en mas de un tipo de edificio o estructura en un complejo de varios edificios,
se les pidi6é que declararan los ingresos de construccion separadamente para cada edificio o tipo
de estructura. Sin embargo, los proyectos complejos que constan de dos o mas tipos de edificios
u otras instalaciones, son dificiles de clasificar porque raras veces hay suficiente informacién
disponible. Por lo tanto, se les dijo a los respondedores que clasificaran los proyectos complejos
de acuerdo al propésito principal del edificio.

Ademas, se les pidié a los respondedores que, por cada tipo de construccion, declararan el
porcentaje del valor de los trabajos de construccién realizados para la construccién nueva,
adiciones, alteraciones o trabajos de reconstrucciéon y trabajos de mantenimiento y reparacién.

Construccion de edificios:

= Viviendas unifamiliares, separadas y unidas (incluye “town houses”). Incluye todo
edificio residencial con dos o mas viviendas lado a lado, las cuales son completamente
independientes unas de otras y estan separadas por una pared ininterrumpida que se extiende
del suelo al techo.

= Edificios de apartamentos (incluye condominios y “walk-ups”). Incluye alquiler de
apartamentos, edificios de muchos o pocos pisos o cualquier otra estructura que contenga dos
0 mas viviendas, sin incluir las viviendas unifamiliares unidas.

= Edificios industriales y de manufactura. Incluye todos los edificios y las plantas que se
usan para realizar actividades manufactureras e industriales. Observe que los parques
industriales deberian clasificarse segun el uso principal, tales como almacenes, espacio de
oficina y edificios de tipo comercial o industrial. No se incluyen en esta categoria las
instalaciones de trabajo industrial pesado, tales como altos hornos, refinerias de petréleo y
complejos quimicos, sino que se encuentran bajo la categoria correspondiente a la
“construccién de estructuras que no son edificios”.

= Edificios comerciales e institucionales. Incluye todos los edificios que estan destinados
principalmente para el uso del comercio al por mayor y al detal y sectores de servicios. Algunos
ejemplos de edificios comerciales son: hoteles, moteles, edificios utilizados para fines
religiosos, dormitorios, barracas, plantas de lavado en seco (“dry-cleaning”), piscinas bajo techo
y almacenes.

= Construccion de otros edificios. Incluye otros tipos de construccion de edificios que no se
clasificaron anteriormente.

Construccion de estructuras que no son edificios:

= Carreteras, calles, puentes y carreteras elevadas. Incluye calles, callejones, aceras,
encintados y cunetas, alcantarillas, desagiies, sistemas para el control de la erosién, alumbrado
y trabajos relacionados, tales como la instalacién de rétulos y barandillas en las carreteras, y de
estructuras cuyo objeto es proteger la seguridad del publico mientras se hacen mejoras a las
carreteras. También se incluyen calzadas construidas sobre estructuras de soporte, viaductos,
caballetes y elevados.

= Acueductos, alcantarillados y estructuras relacionadas. Incluye sistemas para el
abastecimiento de agua, sistemas sanitarios y plantas de tratamiento de agua y de aguas
negras.

= Conductos de petrdleo y gas y estructuras relacionadas. Incluye conductos para la
transmision de gas, productos de petréleo y gases licuados.

= Lineas de fuerza eléctrica y comunicacion y estructuras relacionadas. Incluye plantas
generadoras de energia (excepto hidroeléctrica), estaciones de transmision y distribucién,
lineas de fuerza eléctrica, lineas telefénicas y telegraficas, cables de fibra éptica, lineas de
televisién por cable, torres de televisidén y radio e instalaciones de luz eléctrica y energia.

= Piscinas al aire libre. Incluye piscinas para nifios y piscinas de reflejo.
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= Tuneles, puertos, plantas hidroeléctricas y areas recreacionales al aire libre. Incluye
tuneles para carreteras, peatones y ferrocarriles, muelles, embarcaderos, todo tipo de plantas
generadoras de energia hidroeléctrica, campos atléticos y de golf, canchas de tenis, pistas y
campamentos.

= Otra construccion que no sea de edificios. Incluye otros tipos de construccion de
esctructuras que no son edificios.

FAMILIARES NO REMUNERADOS

Comprende todos los familiares que trabajaron en negocios no incorporados sin sueldo 15 horas
0 mas durante la semana que incluy6 el 12 de marzo del 2002.

VALOR AGREGADO

Esta medida de la actividad de construccién es igual al valor del negocio realizado menos los
pagos por trabajos de construccion subcontratados a terceros y los pagos por materiales, piezas,
suministros, electricidad y combustibles. El valor agregado evita la duplicaciéon de ingresos entre
las industrias de construccion y otras industrias, que resulta del uso de productos de otras
industrias como materiales utilizados por establecimientos de construccién. El valor agregado
elimina dicha duplicacién y es considerado como la mejor medida disponible para comparar la
importancia econdmica relativa de la construccion entre las industrias y las areas geograficas.

VALOR DEL NEGOCIO

Es la suma de ingresos, facturas o ventas por trabajos de construccion mas los ingresos de otras
actividades comerciales que no son de construccion. El valor del negocio incluye los ingresos
recibidos por trabajos de construccion realizados para terceros; la venta de casas, edificios y otras
estructuras (sin incluir el costo del terreno, pero incluyendo la preparacion del mismo); contratos
por la administracién de proyectos de construccién y el disefio de edificaciones; y la preparacion
de terrenos y mejoras, tales como despojamiento del suelo, construccion de caminos, instalacion
de utilidades y la subdivisién del terreno en lotes. También estan incluidos todos los otros
ingresos recibidos de otras actividades comerciales realizadas por el establecimiento que
respondio (trabajos de arquitectura e ingenieria, el alquiler de equipo a terceros, manufactura,
mineria, ventas al por mayor y al detal, comisiones de bienes raices y cargos por la administracién
de propiedades, etc.).

En los censos de 1997 y del 2002, el valor en dolares de los trabajos de construcciéon midié la
actividad de construccion, aunque los ingresos no hubieran sido recibidos durante el aflo censal.
Los estudios han demostrado que los respondedores no pudieron declarar con exactitud los
ingresos de actividades de construccién que no fueron recibidos durante el afio censal. En el
2002, el valor de los trabajos de construccion mide los ingresos, facturas o ventas recibidas
durante el aio censal por trabajos de construccion realizados, lo cual cambié la medida del valor
del negocio.

El dinero obtenido durante el afo en forma de préstamos de construcciéon no se considera como
ingreso, ni tampoco el dinero adquirido por la venta u otra disposicién del activo fijo del
establecimiento. También se excluyen los ingresos de las actividades comerciales efectuadas fuera
de Puerto Rico y los ingresos no operativos, tales como intereses y dividendos.

VALOR DE LOS TRABAJOS DE CONSTRUCCION

En los censos de 1997 y del 2002, el valor en dolares de los trabajos de construccion midié la
actividad de construccion, aunque los ingresos no hubieran sido recibidos durante el afio censal.
Los estudios han demostrado que los respondedores no pudieron declarar con exactitud los
ingresos de actividades de construccién que no fueron recibidos durante el afio censal. En el
2002, el valor de los trabajos de construccion mide los ingresos, facturas o ventas recibidas
durante el afio censal por trabajos de construccion realizados. El valor de los trabajos de
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construccion incluye los ingresos recibidos por contratistas de edificios, contratistas de
construccion pesada e ingenieria civil y contratistas de trabajos especializados. Se incluyen la
construccion nueva, adiciones, alteraciones o reconstruccion y trabajos de mantenimiento y
reparacion.

Se les pidié a los establecimientos que incluyeran los ingresos recibidos de trabajos de
construccion realizados para terceros; las ventas de casas, edificios, y otras estructuras (sin incluir
el costo del terreno, pero incluyendo la preparacién del mismo); contratos por la administracion
de proyectos de construccion y el disefio de edificaciones; y la preparacion de terrenos y mejoras,
tales como despojamiento del suelo, construccion de caminos, la instalacién de utilidades y la
subdivision del terreno en lotes. Aquellos constructores que cambiaron una casa nueva u otro
edificio por otro ya existente debieron incluir el valor estimado de la estructura entregada en la
transaccion.

Los establecimientos dedicados a la venta e instalacion de los componentes de construccion, tales
como equipo y suministros de plomeria, calefaccién y acondicionamiento de aire central; madera
y materiales de construccién; pintura, cristal y papel para empapelar paredes; y alambre y
suministros eléctricos para la construccion, ascensores o escaleras eléctricas, recibieron
instrucciones de incluir, como ingresos de construccion, los ingresos por la instalacién de estos
componentes y los ingresos por el valor (precio de venta) de los mismos. (Los ingresos que
representan el precio de venta de los articulos vendidos pero no instalados debian incluirse en
”otros ingresos comerciales”).

Se incluyen en el valor de los trabajos de construccién los honorarios recibidos en capacidad de
patrocinadores de empresas comunes y aquellos recibidos en capacidad de agentes
representativos de los propietarios (por trabajos de construccién).

No se incluyen los ingresos obtenidos de los trabajos que el establecimiento hiciera para otros;
ingresos del alquiler de equipo a otros; costo por la manufactura y la maquinaria de produccion,
muebles, etc. que no forman parte de un edificio; y los ingresos recibidos de actividades
comerciales fuera de Puerto Rico.

VALOR DE LOS TRABAJOS SUBCONTRATADOS DE OTROS CONSTRUCTORES

Incluye los ingresos recibidos por los establecimientos que respondieron, por haber llevado a
cabo trabajos de construccion para otros constructores o contratistas de construccion. Se le pidié
a los establecimientos que declararan el porciento del valor en dolares del total de los trabajos de
construccion que habian recibido por este tipo de trabajo. Los porcientos fueron aplicados al valor
en délares de los trabajos de construccion declarados por los establecimientos a fin de obtener un
valor para esta categoria.

NAICS Codes. Titl D —

23611 RESIDENTIAL BUILDING CONSTRUCTION

This industry comprises establishments primarily responsible for the construction or remodeling
and renovation of single-family and multifamily residential buildings. Included in this industry are
residential housing general contractors (i.e., new construction, remodeling or renovating existing
residential structures), operative builders and remodelers of residential structures, residential
project construction management firms, and residential design-build firms.

23621 INDUSTRIAL BUILDING CONSTRUCTION

This industry comprises establishments primarily responsible for the construction (including new
work, additions, alterations, maintenance, and repairs) of industrial buildings (except ware-
houses). The construction of selected additional structures, whose production processes are simi-
lar to those for industrial buildings (e.g., incinerators, cement plants, blast furnaces, and similar
nonbuilding structures), is included in this industry. Included in this industry are industrial build-
ing general contractors, industrial building operative builders, industrial building design-build
firms, and industrial building construction management firms.

23622 COMMERCIAL AND INSTITUTIONAL BUILDING CONSTRUCTION

This industry comprises establishments primarily responsible for the construction (including new
work, additions, alterations, maintenance, and repairs) of commercial and institutional buildings
and related structures, such as stadiums, grain elevators, and indoor swimming pools. This indus-
try includes establishments responsible for the on-site assembly of modular or prefabricated com-
mercial and institutional buildings. Included in this industry are commercial and institutional
building general contractors, commercial and institutional building operative builders, commercial
and institutional building design-build firms, and commercial and institutional building project
construction management firms.

23711 WATER AND SEWER LINE AND RELATED STRUCTURES CONSTRUCTION

This industry comprises establishments primarily engaged in the construction of water and sewer
lines, mains, pumping stations, treatment plants and storage tanks. The work performed may
include new work, reconstruction, rehabilitation, and repairs. Specialty trade contractors are
included in this group if they are engaged in activities primarily related to water and sewer line
and related structures construction. All structures (including buildings) that are integral parts of
water and sewer networks (e.g., storage tanks, pumping stations, water treatment plants, and
sewage treatment plants) are included in this industry.

2373 HIGHWAY, STREET, AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION

This industry group comprises establishments primarily engaged in the construction of highways
(including elevated), streets, roads, airport runways, public sidewalks, or bridges. The work per-
formed may include new work, reconstruction, rehabilitation, and repairs. Specialty trade contrac-
tors are included in this group if they are engaged in activities primarily related to highway, street,
and bridge construction (e.g., installing guardrails on highways).

23811 POURED CONCRETE FOUNDATION AND STRUCTURE CONTRACTORS

This industry comprises establishments primarily engaged in pouring and finishing concrete foun-
dations and structural elements. This industry also includes establishments performing grout and
shotcrete work. The work performed may include new work, additions, alterations, maintenance,

and repairs.
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23821 ELECTRICAL CONTRACTORS

This industry comprises establishments primarily engaged in installing and servicing electrical
wiring and equipment. Electrical contractors included in this industry may include both the parts
and labor when performing work. Electrical contractors may perform new work, additions, alter-
ations, maintenance, and repairs.

23822 PLUMBING, HEATING, AND AIR-CONDITIONING CONTRACTORS

This industry comprises establishments primarily engaged in installing and servicing plumbing,
heating, and air-conditioning equipment. Contractors in this industry may provide both parts and
labor when performing work. The work performed may include new work, additions, alterations,
maintenance, and repairs.
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Appendix C.
Methodology

SOURCES OF THE DATA

The 2002 Economic Census of the Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, Virgin Islands, and Puerto
Rico was conducted by mail. The economic census for American Samoa was conducted using a
combination of mail and personal enumeration. Descriptions of the sources of data for the island
areas follow:

1.

Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, Virgin Islands, and Puerto Rico — A census form was mailed
to all employer firms (employers of one person or more) in operation at any time during 2002
and classified as being within the scope of the census. One single report form was used to
collect data for the Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, and Virgin Islands. Nine separate report
forms (Utilities, Transportation, and Warehousing; Construction; Manufacturing; Wholesale
Trade; Retail Trade; Finance, Insurance, Real Estate, Rental and Leasing; Accommodation Ser-
vices; Services; and General Schedule) with English and Spanish versions were used to collect
data for Puerto Rico. Firms were instructed to return their completed report form by mail. A
telephone follow-up was conducted to obtain information from selected firms that failed to
return their report form.

The governments of the Northern Mariana Islands and Guam, under the provisions in Title 13
of the United States Code, Section 191(b), were responsible for contacting respondents about
overdue census forms. The Director of the Central Statistics Division, Department of Com-
merce in the Northern Mariana Islands, and the Chief Economist of the Department of Labor in
Guam supervised the local activities. Staff from the Census Bureau trained the project leaders,
supervisors, and interviewers in the Northern Mariana Islands and Guam, respectively. Staff
from the Department of Commerce in the Northern Mariana Islands and the Department of
Labor in Guam, who worked with census data, were sworn to uphold the confidentiality of the
data. The Census Bureau provided the Central Statistics Division and the Department of Labor
with a list of the establishments for which a report form had not been received. Interviewers
were instructed to contact establishments by telephone to obtain the required information.
Personal interviews were conducted to obtain data from establishments that requested a per-
sonal visit or could not be contacted by telephone. Quality checks were performed to ensure
that the necessary reports were obtained.

. American Samoa — A combination of mail and personal enumeration was used to conduct the

first economic census of American Samoa. Data were collected for establishments with and
without employees that were in operation during 2002. A single report form was used to col-
lect data for American Samoa.

a. Employer establishments — Establishments with at least one employee and payroll were
sent a report form to be completed and returned to the Census Bureau by mail. A telephone
follow-up was conducted to collect information for establishments that failed to answer the
census.

b. Nonemployer establishments — Data for nonemployer establishments were collected
through personal enumeration. The Government of American Samoa collected the data
under the provisions in Title 13 of the United States Code, Section 191(b). The Chief Statis-
tician of the Statistics Division at the American Samoa Department of Commerce super-
vised the field enumeration and follow-up of nonemployer and nonrespondent employer
establishments referred by the Census Bureau. All persons working with census data were
sworn to maintain the confidentiality of Census Bureau information. A Census Advisor
trained the project leader as well as the interviewers. The advisor worked with local staff
to ensure that Census Bureau standards and procedures were followed.
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American Samoa was divided into four zones for enumeration — Manu’a Islands, Eastern,
Central, and Western districts of Tutuila. Nonemployer establishments were identified from
the American Samoa Government Business License List. Interviewers were provided with an
assignment list that included the establishments assigned for interview and a labeled
report form for each establishment listed. The interviewers obtained information about
months in operation, physical location, sales/receipts, employment and payroll, expenses,
kind of business, sales by class of customer, description of merchandise sold, construction
work done, products produced, or services provided, legal form of organization, ownership
status, and status of the establishment at the end of 2002. A consistency review was per-
formed on every report form to ensure the accuracy of the reported data.

The report forms used to collect information for establishments in the island areas are avail-
able at www.help.econ.census.gov/econhelp/index2002.html.

INDUSTRY CLASSIFICATION OF ESTABLISHMENTS

The classifications for all establishments are based on the North American Industry Classification
System, United States, 2002 manual. The method of assigning classifications and the level of
detail at which establishments are classified depends on whether a report form was obtained for
the establishment.

= Establishments that returned a report form are classified on the basis of their self-designation,
detail/description of product lines sold, type of construction work done, products produced, or
services provided, and other industry-specific inquiries.

= Establishments that did not return a report form are classified on the basis of information
obtained from previous survey data and administrative records of other government agencies.

RELIABILITY OF DATA

All data compiled in this publication are subject to nonsampling errors. Nonsampling errors can
be attributed to many sources during the development or execution of the census, such as:

= inability to identify all cases in the actual universe;
= definition and classification difficulties;

= differences in the interpretation of questions;

= errors in recording or coding the data obtained; and

= other errors of collection, response, coverage, processing, and estimation for missing or misre-
ported data.

The accuracy of these tabulated data is determined by the joint effects of the various nonsam-
pling errors. Explicit measures of the effects of these nonsampling errors are not available. Pre-
cautionary steps were taken in all phases of the collection, processing, and tabulation of the data
in an effort to minimize the effects of nonsampling errors.

The Census Bureau obtains limited information extracted from administrative records of other fed-
eral agencies, such as employment and payroll. This information is used in conjunction with other
information available to the Census Bureau to develop estimates for missing items on the report
form or for establishments for which responses were not received in time for publication.

TREATMENT OF NONRESPONSE

Census report forms included two types of inquiries: general inquiries and industry-specific inquir-
ies. Data for the general inquiries, which include location, kind of business or operation, sales,
shipments, receipts, or revenue, payroll, and number of employees, were available from a combi-
nation of sources for all establishments. Data for industry-specific inquiries, tailored to particular
kinds of business, were available only from those establishments that completed the appropriate
inquiries on the report form.
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For total nonresponse cases (report forms not returned) and missing items, the establishment’s
administrative records information was used in conjunction with industry averages, prior period
data, and outside reference sources to estimate general and industry-specific inquiries. Large non-
response cases were contacted to obtain information for general and industry-specific inquiries,
as appropriate.

When reporting was incomplete or inadequate, product-line data for Puerto Rico wholesale and
retail trades were expanded on the premise that data for those establishments not reporting this
information are similar to product-line data for those establishments in the same kind of business
that reported this information. In 2002, the method used to account for nonresponse to product-
line inquiries was to expand the total of reported data to represent 100 percent of the universe.
Data presented for product lines were expanded in direct relationship to total sales of all estab-
lishments included in the category. A similar expansion was done using the number of establish-
ments that reported product lines to adjust the establishment count.

DISCLOSURE

In accordance with federal law governing census reports (Title 13 of the United States Code), no
data are published that would disclose the operations of an individual establishment or business.
However, the number of establishments in a kind-of-business classification is not considered a dis-
closure; therefore, this information may be released even though other information is withheld.

Metodologia

FUENTES DE DATOS

El Censo Econdmico del 2002 de las Islas Marianas del Norte, Guam, Islas Virgenes y Puerto Rico
se realiz6 por correo. El censo econdmico de Samoa Americana se llevé a cabo utilizando una
combinacion de enumeraciéon por correo y personal. Las descripciones sobre las fuentes de datos
para las areas insulares se presentan a continuacion:

1. Islas Marianas del Norte, Guam, Islas Virgenes y Puerto Rico — El cuestionario censal fue
enviado a todas las firmas que empleaban una o mas personas, que estuvieron activas en
cualquier momento durante el afio 2002 y que estaban clasificadas dentro del alcance del
censo. Se utilizo un solo cuestionario para recopilar datos sobre las Islas Marianas del Norte,
Guam e Islas Virgenes. Para recopilar los datos de Puerto Rico se utilizaron nueve
cuestionarios individuales (Utilidades, Transportacion y Almacenaje; Construccion;
Manufactura; Comercio al por Mayor; Comercio al Detal; Finanzas, Seguros, Bienes Raices,
Alquiler y Arrendamiento; Servicios de Alojamiento; Servicios; y Cuestionario General) con
versiones en inglés y espafol. Se le indicé a las firmas que completaran los cuestionarios y los
devolvieran por correo. Se llevo a cabo un seguimiento por teléfono para obtener los datos de
firmas seleccionadas que hasta entonces no habian rendido sus informes.

Los gobiernos de las Islas Marianas del Norte y de Guam fueron responsables, bajo las
estipulaciones del titulo 13 del Cédigo de los Estados Unidos, seccion 191(b), de contactar a
los respondedores que no devolvieron el cuestionario censal. El Director de la Division Central
de Estadisticas del Departamento de Comercio de las Islas Marianas del Norte y el Economista
Jefe del Departamento del Trabajo en Guam supervisaron las actividades locales. El personal
del Negociado del Censo entrené a los lideres del proyecto, supervisores y entrevistadores en
las Islas Marianas del Norte y Guam. El personal del Departamento del Comercio en las Islas
Marianas del Norte y del Departamento del Trabajo en Guam, que trabajé con los datos
censales, fue juramentado para mantener la confidencialidad de los datos. El Negociado del
Censo proporcion6 a la Division Central de Estadisticas y al Departamento del Trabajo una
lista de establecimientos para los cuales no se habian recibido cuestionarios. Se le indic6 a los
entrevistadores que contactaran a los establecimientos por teléfono para obtener la
informacion. Se llevaron a cabo entrevistas personales para obtener datos de establecimientos
que solicitaron una visita personal o que no pudieron ser contactados por teléfono. Se cotejé
que los cuestionarios necesarios fueran obtenidos.

2. Samoa Americana — Para llevar a cabo el primer censo econémico de Samoa Americana se
utilizé una combinacién de enumeracion por correo y personal. Los datos se recopilaron para
establecimientos con y sin empleados que estuvieron en operacién durante el 2002. Se utiliz6
un solo cuestionario para recopilar los datos de Samoa Americana.

a. Establecimientos con empleados — Se le envid un cuestionario a establecimientos que
tenian por lo menos un empleado y ndmina, para que lo completaran y devolvieran por
correo al Negociado del Censo. Se llevé a cabo un seguimiento por teléfono para los
establecimientos que no respondieron al censo.

b. Establecimientos sin empleados — Los datos para los establecimientos que no tenian
empleados se recopilaron mediante la enumeracién personal. El gobierno de Samoa
Americana recopilé los datos bajo las estipulaciones del titulo 13 del Codigo de Estados
Unidos, seccion 191(b). El Jefe de Estadisticas de la Division de Estadisticas del
Departamento de Comercio de Samoa Americana supervisé la enumeracion vy el
seguimiento de establecimientos sin empleados y de aquéllos referidos por el Negociado
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del Censo que tenian empleados pero que no respondieron al censo. Todas las personas
que trabajaron con los datos censales fueron juramentadas para mantener la
confidencialidad de la informacién obtenida por el Negociado del Censo. El lider del
proyecto y los entrevistadores fueron entrenados por un asesor del Negociado del Censo.
El asesor trabajo con el personal local para garantizar que los procedimientos y normas del
Negociado del Censo fueran seguidos.

Samoa Americana se dividié en cuatro zonas para la enumeracién — Las islas Manu’a y el
distrito Oriental, Central y Occidental de Tutuila. Los establecimientos que no tenian
empleados se identificaron en base a la Lista de Licencias Comerciales del Gobierno de
Samoa Americana. Se le proporcion6 a los entrevistadores una lista con los
establecimientos que iban a entrevistar y un cuestionario para cada establecimiento. Cada
cuestionario tenia una etiqueta con el nombre del establecimiento a entrevistar. Los
entrevistadores obtuvieron informacion acerca de los meses en operacion, ubicacién fisica,
ventas/ingresos, empleo y ndmina, gastos, tipo de negocio, ventas por clase de cliente,
descripciéon de la mercancia vendida, trabajo de construccién realizado, productos
elaborados o servicios prestados, tipo de organizacion juridica, estado de la propiedad y
estado del establecimiento a fines del 2002. Se realizaron revisiones sistematicas para
garantizar la exactitud de los datos reportados.

Los cuestionarios utilizados para recopilar los datos sobre los establecimientos en las areas
insulares se encuentran disponibles en www.help.econ.census.gov/econhelp/index2002.html.

La Historia del Censo Econémico del 2002 (History of the 2002 Economic Census) en el
Internet (www.census.gov/econ/www/history.html) presenta un examen mas detallado de la
metodologia del censo.

CLASIFICACION INDUSTRIAL DE LOS ESTABLECIMIENTOS

Las clasificaciones para todos los establecimientos estan basadas en la edicién del 2002 del
manual del Sistema Norteamericano de Clasificacion Industrial de los Estados Unidos. El método
de asignar clasificaciones y el nivel de detalle al cual los establecimientos son clasificados,
depende de que el cuestionario haya sido recibido.

= Los establecimientos que devuelven los informes son clasificados en base a su auto-
designacion, detalle/descripcién de lineas de productos vendidas, tipo de construccion
realizada, productos elaborados u otros servicios prestados y otras respuestas especificas sobre
la industria.

= Los establecimientos que no devolvieron el cuestionario son clasificados en base a la
informaciéon obtenida en censos anteriores y registros administrativos de otras agencias de
gobierno.

CONFIABILIDAD DE LOS DATOS

Los datos recopilados en esta publicacidon estan sujetos a errores ajenos al muestreo. Estos errores
pueden ocurrir por muchas razones durante el desarrollo o levantamiento del censo:

= incapacidad para identificar los casos en el universo;

= dificultades con las definiciones y clasificaciones;

= discrepancias en la interpretacion de las preguntas;

= errores en el registro o codificacion de los datos obtenidos; y

= otros errores relacionados con la recopilacion, respuesta, cobertura, procesamiento y estimados
que se utilizan para los récords sin respuestas o respuestas incorrectas.

La exactitud de los datos tabulados es determinada por el conjunto de efectos que tienen los
errores ajenos al muestreo. No existen medidas explicitas de los efectos que tienen dichos
errores. Se han tomado medidas de precauciéon durante las fases de recopilacion, procesamiento y
tabulacién de los datos para minimizar los efectos de los errores ajenos al muestreo.
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El Negociado del Censo obtiene informacion limitada extraida de registros administrativos de
otras agencias federales, tales como empleo y ndmina. Dicha informacion se utiliza
conjuntamente con otra informacién disponible al Negociado del Censo para estimar las
preguntas sin respuesta (dejadas en blanco) del cuestionario o los establecimientos cuyas
respuestas no fueron recibidas a tiempo para la publicacion de los datos censales.

INTERPRETACION DE LA FALTA DE RESPUESTAS

Los informes censales incluyen dos tipos de preguntas, preguntas generales y preguntas
especificas sobre una industria en particular. Las respuestas a las preguntas generales, incluyendo
ubicacion fisica, tipo de negocio u operacién, ventas, envios, ingresos o entradas, némina y
nimero de empleados, fueron obtenidas de diversas fuentes de informacién para todos los
establecimientos. Las respuestas a las preguntas especificas formuladas para obtener informacion
acerca de ciertos tipos de negocio, fueron obtenidas Unicamente de los establecimientos que
contestaron las preguntas apropiadas en el cuestionario.

Para los casos que no respondieron (cuestionarios no devueltos) o que no respondieron a todas
las preguntas (preguntas dejadas en blanco) se usé la informacion provista en los registros
administrativos de los establecimientos conjuntamente con los promedios industriales, datos de
periodos anteriores y otras fuentes de referencia externas para estimar las respuestas de
preguntas generales y especificas. Los casos grandes, aquellos con ventas, envios, ingresos o
entradas cuantiosas, fueron contactados para obtener respuestas sobre preguntas generales y
especificas.

Los datos por lineas de productos para establecimientos de comercio al por mayor y al detal
fueron expandidos utilizando la premisa de que los datos por lineas de productos para aquellos
establecimientos que no reportaron esta informacién son similares a los datos por lineas de
productos para los establecimientos en el mismo tipo de negocio que si reportaron esta
informacién. En el 2002, el método que se utilizé para representar casos sin respuestas a las
preguntas sobre lineas de productos fue la expansién del total de datos reportados para
representar el 100 por ciento del universo. Los datos presentados para las lineas de productos
fueron expandidos en relacion directa al total de ventas de todos los establecimientos incluidos
en la categoria. De forma similar, se hizo una expansién utilizando el nimero de establecimientos
que reportaron lineas de productos para ajustar el nUmero de establecimientos.
