
Average Annual Pay (AAP) exceeded the national 
private-industry level in 8 of 9 industries directly 
involved in extraction, refining, transportation, 
and sale of petroleum in 2006. 

q At $131,320, the 2006 AAP in crude petroleum 

and natural gas extraction was more than triple 

the national private-industry level.

q The 7.6 percent annualized growth in AAP 

within petroleum bulk stations and terminals, 

from 2001–2006, was 2.3 times the national 

private-industry growth rate.
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
