Learn How To Run Standard Reports in the ISIR Analysis Tool

2. Institutional Verification Criteria Analysis: 
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Look at Estimated Filers to identify the top ISIR Element Changes and determine if the school’s selection criteria and/or the CPS edits are addressing those top ISIR element changes. 
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Analyze one of the school’s Discretionary Verification Criteria: Dependent Students, Estimated Filers, Pell Eligible with Parent AGI between $30,000 and $99,000 and household size greater than or equal to 4.
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Determine if changes need to be made to that criteria based on the analysis

PART ONE – Preliminary Analysis

It’s time to review the reports available in the ISIR Analysis Tool. Knowing how to run each of the reports available will help when designing a verification blueprint for records to analyze in the ISIR Analysis Tool.
Let the Preliminary Analysis Begin

Records must be uploaded and Data Validation Performed before accessing the Standard Reports.  This process was demonstrated in the Power Point Presentation associated with this session. The Sample Summary Report - Dashboard

What is the Sample Summary Report? 

The Sample Summary Report provides the number of records in a school’s database. If records have recently been added to the database, make sure that this number reflects all the records that are supposed to be analyzed.

Get a sense of what percentage of records fall into the four categories defined by the combination of dependency and Pell eligibility status. In this example, we have more dependent students than independent students.

	For this session, we are going to begin reviewing the Sample Summary Report. from the Dashboard. The easiest way to view the Sample or Verification Summary Reports is to click on the 
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 button to obtain a full-page view. Select the 
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 inside the Sample Summary Report Window (the box is located on the top right hand corner) to maximize the report screen. If the Security Alert window displays, select Yes.

The Verification Summary Report - Dashboard

What is the Verification Summary Report?

Every record in the database that was selected by a school’s discretionary verification is marked. In addition, the CPS may have also selected some records.

Comparing the combined height of EFC increases and EFC decreases to the total bar for the verification group of interest, provides a sense of how efficient and accurate the verification effort may be. If visually stacking the EFC increase and EFC decrease bars in one mind’s eye would nearly reach the top of the two total verification count bars (School and CPS), would mean that a school is concentrating verification efforts on students with EFC changes. 

Note, a user can filter off any of the colored bar graphs. We call this the “drill down” feature of the tool and we will use this feature to continue reviewing the reports for our analysis.

The Field Change Report

What is the Field Change Report?

The Field Change Report is one of the Standard Reports available from the Standard Report Folder. Only those ISIR Elements that had a change will appear and display the values that changed from the Initial Transaction to the Paid-on Transaction.  The report also displays data on records whose EFC Increased/Decreased, Pell Award Increased/Decreased. 

Users can drill down from the Field Change Report to additional reports that can help with analysis.

	From the Domain Tree, Click the +Standard Reports Icon located on the left navigation bar.  Select +IA Tool 07-08. All reports will display. Select the Field Change Report (Report #3). Select Run.

	The Filters Page will display.  Locate the Dependency Status filter and select the down arrow and click on Dependent.  Scroll down to the bottom of the screen and Click Submit. This will show all Dependent records in the database that experienced a change.

	The Field Change Report is displayed.  To see a list of only fields that impacted the EFC, click on the EFC-Critical Fields Link at the top of the Field Change Report.

The Field Increment Report

[image: image28.wmf]What is the Field Increment Report?

The Field Increment Report shows the distribution of changes to the ISIR field in question and the impact of those changes on the EFC across a range of values for that or some other ISIR field. Identifying ranges where corrections are most common can help target verification or educational efforts on those students most likely to initially supply incorrect information.

	To drill down from the Field Change Report to the Field Increment Report, scroll down and click on the words “ Parents Total From Worksheet A” in the Initial Field Column.

	For the Select a Field For Increments, select Primary EFC.  Select Submit. The Field Increment Report will display.
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Use the Field Increment Report (run in increments of Primary EFC) to answer the following questions:

	To drill down from the Field Change Report to the Pell Eligibility by Dependency Status Report, scroll down to the “ Parents Total From Worksheet A” Initial Field Column. Notice there are 8 columns listed to the right of this field. In the first column (Records Corrected) click on the number 62.

	The Pell Eligibility by Dependency Status Report will display.

The Student Listing Report

What is the Student Listing Report?

The Student Listing Report displays a list of students and data regarding changes to EFC, Pell Award, School Verification, and CPS Verification Values.

	To drill down from the Pell Eligibility by Dependency Status Report to the Student Listing Report click on Records for either EFC Increase or EFC Decrease. For this example click EFC Increase 29.0%.  The Student Listing Report will display.
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Use the Student Listing Report to answer the following questions:

Note: The + signs show that the EFC Change and the (-) show a decrease in the Pell eligibility and a “Y” in either School Selected or CPS selected indicates if the record was selected for verification by the school, CPS, or both.  In the example above, the school and/or the CPS processor selected 18 students.

The Student Detail Report

What is the Student Detail Report?

The Student Detail Report displays student demographic data and a comparison of initial and paid-on transaction values for ISIR elements that changed from the initial to the paid-on transaction.

	To drill down from the Student Listing Report to the Student Detail Report click on any SSN. For this example, click on the SSN associated with the fourth name (FRIA TOOL, MELISSA J).

Note:  Review all records from the Student Listing and determine which ISIR elements contributed to EFC changes to determine if a pattern exists. There may be other ISIR elements that impact EFC when changes are reviewed at the student detail level.

Verification Tracking Flags Report
There is one additional report to run. The Verification Tracking Flags Report can only be accessed from the Standard Report Folder.  Users cannot drill down to the Verification Tracking Flags Report.  However, there is drill down capability from within the report. 
What is the Verification Tracking Flags Report?

The Verification Tracking Flags Report displays the tracking flag(s) each ISIR record met for both the initial and paid-on records.  The report displays changes to EFC within the Verification Tracking Code increments to help determine the EFC impact assigned to each ISIR record. The higher the verification tracking flag, the more likely the EFC would change. Use this report to determine the specific CPS Verification Tracking Flags that had an impact on EFC and Pell Grant eligibility for the award year.  This is an interesting report to review for informational purposes, but since Verification Tracking flag values can change each year, do not make assumptions that specific codes will have the same meaning for subsequent award years.

	To get back to the Domain Tree located on the Dashboard, close out of the report displayed on the screen. Select the X in the upper right hand corner of the report.

	From the Domain Tree, under the +Standard Reports Folder located on the left navigation bar all reports should be displayed. Select the Verification Tracking Flags Report. Select Run.

	The Filters Page will display.  Locate the Dependency Status filter and select the down arrow and click on Dependent. Scroll down to the bottom and Click Submit.
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Use the drill down feature to review the ISIR information for the records assigned each code.  It may be interesting to review the common ISIR element changes that are occurring for records assigned specific codes.

Participant Discussion:

What initial conclusions can we draw from this first glance at this Dependent Student Data?

· What are the main ISIR elements that experience a change in this school’s sample population?

Considerations: Worksheet A is at the top of the list for Dependent Students.  Specifically, 0 – 500 EFC and 20,000 – 30, 000 AGI had most impact.  The school may consider addressing this by verifying Worksheet A for Dependent Students whose parents report income in those ranges, or they may update their consumer information to provide students with helpful information upfront about how to properly report Worksheet A.

Next, take a closer look at an area that the school was already focusing on.  That area is Estimated Filers.  Data from the Field Change Report on page 10 indicates that the school also had an issue with Estimated Filers and Parent AGI.  The second and third ISIR elements with the most changes were Parents Tax Return Completed (Estimated Filers) and Parent Adjusted Gross Income.  Because the school was concerned about estimated filers, they developed verification criteria that focused on all Estimated Filers who were Pell eligible. Take a look at this particular criteria to see how the changes stack up.

Review Dependent Student estimated filers who are Pell eligible to see if the same top three ISIR elements experience a change. Also determine if the school should be verifying ALL Pell eligible estimated filers or if their data would show them that changes that effect EFC and Pell eligibility are occurring more frequently within certain AGI or EFC ranges.

PART TWO – Institutional Verification Criteria Analysis

Background:  This school had several different verification criteria in place for selecting students for discretionary verification. In order to determine if their criteria was missing applicants, they pulled a random sample of students from their population at the beginning of their verification cycle, and requested all federal documents to verify these students regardless of whether the files were selected by the CPS, by their own verification selection criteria, or not selected at all.  The school verified these records and then loaded the initial and paid on records into the ISIR Analysis Tool.  

The school knows there is a problem with estimated filers and would like to determine if the CPS verification selection criteria and/or their own verification criteria are targeting the right students for verification or if there are populations that are not captured where changes to ISIR data impact EFC and Pell eligibility.

The school was not sure if they needed to revamp their existing criteria to account for changes between initial and paid-on data.  
Getting Started  – Analyzing the Data

This school has 10 separate discretionary verification criteria for both independent and dependent students.   Staff in the financial aid office would like to analyze one of the criteria to determine if the criteria is on the mark for selecting the right students, or if modifications can be made to the criteria to improve their results.  Here is the work plan: 

· Run Field Change Report

· Select the Filters, Dependent, Pell Eligible, Pell Change =”Y”, and Parents Tax Return Filed = “Will File”

· Click on ISIR Field with highest number of records corrected

· Drill down to the Field Increment Report from the Field Change Report

· Use Primary EFC as Increment

· Use Parent AGI as Increment

· Use Parent Number of Family Members as Increment

· Complete Worksheet to note results

Analysis Conclusions:

Take the time to consider all options based on analysis results.  To develop or change discretionary verification criteria, make sure to consider any workload or staffing issues.  Consider updating consumer information to address areas that may not warrant selecting records for verification.

Knowing how to use the ISIR Analysis Tool and running Standard Reports will provide an opportunity to review and analyze current institutional verification selection criteria.

Use these steps to get started.

1. Select a population of records to analyze.  Create the Flat File of initial and paid on ISIRs, upload the files into the ISIR Analysis Tool, and run the Field Change Report.

2. Review Top three ISIR elements from the Field Change Report.

3. Drill down to the Field Increment Report for each element.

4. Analyze Data.

5. Update Consumer Information to address top ISIR Elements that experience changes.  

6. Establish criteria to select appropriate students for Discretionary Verification.
