directed by the President Executive Order 13360.  
Additionally, The Bureau of Public Debit has placed a 
notification in the FedBizOPPs dated January 14, 2005, 
informing the public of their intent to target the small 
business community in future FedSource procurements. 
Also,   they awarded the first SDVOSB sole source 
contract this fiscal year.
