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COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENT 

SEC CITES WHITE & CO., INC. The Commission has ordered administrat1ve proceedings aga1nst White & Company,
Inc., a brokerage firm of St. Louis, Edward A. White, president, White Capital Corporation, and Ivan A. Erzine,
of New York. The Commission also ordered interlocutory adm1nistrative proceedings against the firm to deter
mine whether, pending final determination of the issues alleged in the order for proceedings, it is necessary 
or appropr1ate in the public interest ana for the protection of investors to suspend the broker-dealer registra
tion of the firm. The proceedings are basea on staff allegations that the aforementioned respondents were in 
violation of net capital rules, and effected numerous transactions ln securities in v10lation of the fraud pro
visions of the secur1t1es acts, and that the firm failed to file required financial statements. 

A publlC hearing will be scheduled by further order to afford respondents an opportun1ty to refute the 
staff's allegations and to establlsh any defenses, and to determine, what, 1f any, remed1al action is 
appropriate in the public interest. 

DECISION IN ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDING 

FLORIO ~ANCTIONED. The ~EC has lssued an order censuring and barr1ng Michael P. Florio, of New York City,
from managing or supervising the operat10ns of a broker-dealer w1thout pr10r Commission approval. Accordin~ 
to the Commission's dec1sion, Florio failed reasonably to supervise persons under his supervision witn 8 view 
to preventing vloJations of the record-keeping and f1nanclal report1ng requlrements of 3ection 17\a) of the 
Securities Exchange Act and Rules l7a-3 and 17a-5 thereunder. Florio submltted an offer of settlement and,
solely for the purpose of settlement of thlS proceed1ng, and wlthout admltt1ng or denYlng the substantlve 
allegations, consented to a find1ng of failure of supervis10n and to the 1IDposltion of the sanct10ns.
