ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

PATRICK MICHAEL BARRED

The Commission barred Patrick Michael of Memphis, Tennessee from association with
any broker or dealer. The Findings and Order Imposing Remedial Sanctions against
Michael found that he wilfully violated the registration and antifraud provisions

of the securities laws. The Order further found that Michael had been enjoined from
further violations of the registration provisions on January 29, 1980 by the U.S.
District Court for the Western District of Tennessee. These sanctions were imposed
after Michael failed to file an answer to the Order for Proceedings dated December 9,
1983, which alleged, in part, that Michael and others had offered and sold unregis-
tered evidences of indebtedness or investment contracts of G. Weeks Securities, Inc.
and that the antifraud provisions of the securities laws had been violated.
