" ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

STOP ORDER ISSUED AS TO REGISTRATION STATEMENT
OF ORGANIZED PRODUCING ENERGY CORPORATION

The Commission issued an Order Instituting Proceedings under Section 8(d) of the
Securities Act of 1933, and Findings and Stop Order suspending the effectiveness

of a registration statement filed on December 29, 1983 by Organized Producing Energy
Corporation (OPEC). OPEC consented to the Order without admitting or denying the
findings contained therein. In the Order, the Commission found that OPEC's regis-
tration statement contained untrue statements of material facts and omitted to
state material facts required to be stated therein or necessary to make the state-
ments therein not misleading, including false financial statements and misrepresen-
tations regarding OPEC's business, officers, contracts and agreements, profits and

legal representation in the offering.

The Commission ordered OPEC to comply with the undertakings in its offer of settle-
ment to: (a) file an application with the Commission to withdraw the registration
statement; (2) send to each of its shareholders who received a copy of OPEC's fiscal
year 1983 financial statements, contained in the registration statement, a copy of
the Commission's Order; and (3) notify the Commission when it has fulfilled these
undertakings. (Rel. 33-6527)

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS AGAINST CARL LEIBOWITZ

The Commission issued an Order Instituting Proceedings, Making Findings and Imposing
Remedial Sanctions against Carl lLeibowitz, an attorney, and Vice President, Secretary
and a director of Organized Producing Energy Corporation (OPEC). The Commission
found that Leibowitz had been suspended from the practice of law by the Supreme Court
of Indiana and that he has been enjoined from violating the registration statement
and prospectus disclosure provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, and the antifraud
provisions of the Securities Act and the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The Order
discussed a registration statement on Form S-18 filed by OPEC. Leibowitz was per-
manently denied the privilege of appearing or practicing before the Commission.
Leibowitz consented to the Order without admitting or denying the facts, findings

or conclusions contained therein. (Rel. 33-6528)

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS AGAINST WILLIE L. MAYO

The Commission issued an Order Instituting Proceedings and Findings and Order Impos-
ing Remedial Sanctions against Willie L. Mayo, a certified public accounting prac-
ticing in Detrcit, Michigan, under Rule 2(e) of the Commission's Rules of Practice.




The Commission found that Mayo engaged in improper professional conduct because he
issued an audit report containing an unqualified opinion as to the financial state-
ments of Organized Producing Energy Corporation and represented that his audit was
conducted in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards when such was not
the case. Mayo was permanently denied the privilege of appearing or practicing

_before the Commission, provided that after five years he may apply to appear and

practice before the Commission upon a proper showing of conditions set forth in the
Order. Mayo consented to the Order without admitting or denying the facts, findings
or conclusions contained therein. (Rel. 33-6529/AAE-29)

VAUGHN H. SHAW CONSENTS TO SANCTIONS

In the Matter of James J. Keegan, et al., the Commission entered Findings and Order
Imposing Remedial Sanctions against Vaughn H. Shaw, former Financial Principal of

J. Daniel Bell & Company, Inc., a Denver-based broker-dealer formerly registered
with the Commission. The Commission's Order was entered under an Offer of Settlement
from Shaw in which he consented without admitting or denying the allegations con-
tained in the Commission's June 1, 1983 Order for Proceedings.

Shaw consented to findings of having wilfully aided and abetted J. Daniel Bell &
Company, Inc.'s violations of Section 15(c) (2) of the Exchange Act and Rule 15c2-4
in that the broker-dealer, while participating in several underwritings, failed to
promptly transmit funds to the escrow accounts.

Shaw was suspended from: association with a broker or dealer in any capacity for

30 days; acting as a financial principal of a broker-dealer for six months; and from
participating in any way in the handling of monies in underwritings which monies are
to be transmitted to bank escrow accounts for 12 months. (Rel. 34-20864)

PROCEEDINGS ORDERED AGAINST C. E. CARLSON, INC., OTHERS

The Commission ordered public administrative proceedings under Sections 15(b) and

19 (h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 against C. E. Carlson, Inc. (Carlson,
Inc.), a Denver, Colorado broker-dealer, Charles E. Carlson (Carlson), the owner and
president of Carlson, Inc., and Paul G. Oerter, a registered representative asso-
ciated with Carlson, Inc. The Order for Proceedings alleges that the respondents
violated the antifraud provisions of the securities laws and violated, or aided and
abetted violations of, Sections 11(d) (1) and 15(c) (2) of the Exchange Act and Rule
15¢2-4. The alleged violations occurred when Carlson, Inc. was lead underwriter in
ig offering of common stock of Saratoga Mines, Inc. from December 1981 through May

82.

A hearing will be scheduled to determine whether the allegations are true and whether
any remedial action should be ordered by the Commission. (Rel. 34-20905)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

ORGANIZED PRODUCING ENERGY CORPORATION, OTHERS ENJOINED

DEAN

The U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia entered final judgments of
permanent injunction against Organized Producing Energy Corporation (OPEC) of
Mishawaka, Indiana, its President, Gary R. Van Waeyenberghe, and its Vice President
and Secretary, Carl Leibowitz, enjoining them from violating the registration,
prospectus disclosure, and antifraud provistons of the Securities Act of 1933, and
the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The defendants
consented to the judgments without admitting or denying the allegations in the com-
pla@nt. ?he complaint alleged that: the defendants filed or caused to be filed a
registration statement on Form S-18 with the Commission which contained untrue state-
ments of material facts and omitted to state material facts required to be stated
therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading; and OPEC's fiscal
1983 financial statements, which were included in the registration statement and
separately sent to shareholders, were materially false and misleading. (SEC v.
?;gagéggi)Producing Energy Corporation, et al., USDC DC, Civil Action No. 84~1351).

B. WOLZEN ENJOINED

The Commission announced that on April 27 Judge Barefoot Sanders, U.S. District Court
for'the Northern District of Texas, signed a final judgment of permanent injunction
against Dean B. Wolzen. The Court's order permanently enjoins Wolzen from violations
of the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws. The order also
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requires disgorgement of $2,256,000 from Wolzen, including the common stock of
Gulf Resources and the common stock and assets of certain pther companies and pro-
perties held by Wolzen. Wolzen consented to the foregoing order without admitting
or denying the allegations of the Commission's complaint. (SEC v. Gulf Resources,
Inc., et al., Civil Action No. CA-3-83-1653H, ND TX). (LR-10362)

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES

INVESTORS MUTUAL, INC.

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until May 21 to request a hearing
on an application of Investors Mutual, Inc., Investors Stock Fund, Inc., Investors
Selective Fund, Inc., Investors Variable Payment Fund, Inc., IDS New Dimensions Fund,
Inc., IDS Progressive Fund, Inc., IDS Growth Fund, Inc., IDS Bond Fund, Inc., IDS
Cash Management Fund, Inc., IDS Tax-Exempt Fund, Inc., IDS Tax-Free Money Fund, Inc.,
IDS Discovery Fund, Inc., IDS Extra Income Fund, Inc., IDS Strategy Fund, Inc.
