CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

GARY A. AGRON, OTHERS ENJOINED;
SCAT AND LIVESTOCK FINANCIAL CONSENT TO ORDERS

The U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia, on September 27, enjoined
Gary Agron, Jack Kelley, Jeffrey Friedland, Dee Knoblauch, Westwind Financial Ser-
vices and Westwind Leasing Investors from violating the antifraud provisions of

the Securities Act of 1933 and Agron, Kelley and Knoblauch from violating the anti-
fraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 in an alleged scheme to-
obtain from 12 issuers underwriter's compensation in excess of the amounts dis-
closed by the issuers. The defendants consented to the Final Judgments without
admitting or denying jthe complaint's allegations.

In addition, the District Court ordered that Agron comply with his undertaking not
to practice before the Commission for eight months, and to disgorge $26,000 obtained
by him from sales of certain securities.

Secure Communications and Technology, Inc. and Livestock Financial consented to
Final Orders prohibiting them from violating the Securities Act rule requiring
reports on the use of public offering proceeds while Agron, Westwind Financial and
Westwind Leasing consented to injunctions from violating or aiding and abetting
violations of that rule. (SEC v. Gary A. Agron, et al., USDC DC, Civil Action No.
