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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

CHARLES GELLMAN ORDERED TO DISGORGE MONEY 
TO COLORADO DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION RECEIVER 

The Atlanta Regional and the Miami Branch Offices announced that on November 2 Judge 
Sidney M. Aronovitz, u.S. District Court for the Southern District of Florida, issued 
an Order of Disgorgement against Charles Gellman (C. Gellman) of Miami Beach, Florida. 
The Order of Disgorgement requires C. Gellman to disgorge $7,000 to Marsha L. Lyons, 
Esquire of Coral Gables, Florida, the court-appointed Receiver for Colorado Develop
ment Corporation. On October 17, the Court ordered Alfred I. Gellman of Miami Beach,
Florida to disgorge $977,000 to the Receiver. On August 1, the Court ordered Richard 
Blake of Fairplay, Colorado to disgorge $7,000 to the Receiver. The complaint alleged 
that the defendants fraudulently sold unregistered securities in the form of invest
ment contracts involving the sale of piles of mineral aggregate coupled with an agree
ment to process the aggregate into gold and silver. (SEC v. Colorado Development Cor
poration, et al., SD FL, Civil Action No. 83-2202-CIV-SMA). (LR-10600) 

PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED 
AGAINST MELINWORTH FINANCIAL SECURITIES, INC., OTHERS 

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on October 31 Judge William J. Rea, 
U.S. District Court for the Central District of California, entered an Order perma
nently enjoining Melinworth Financial Securities, Inc., Wentworth Oil of California, 
Inc. and Laban Donald Hock from further violations of the registration and antifraud 
provisions of the securities laws. Additionally, Melinworth was permanently enjoined 
from further violations of the broker-dealer registration provisions of the Securities 
Exchange Act of 1934. The defendants consented to the Order without admitting or 
denying the complaint's allegations. 

The complaint alleged that since at least June 1983, the defendants raised at least 
$5 million in cash and $2.6 million in recourse and promissory notes from more than 
500 investors in at least 11 states by the fraudulent offer and sale of investment 
contracts and limited partnership interests in oil and gas programs. The action 
remains pending against Douglas Alan DiLaura, the president and an owner of Melinworth 
and the vice prsident of, and purported legal counsel for, Wentworth. (SEC v. Melin
worth Financial Securities, Inc., et al., USDC DC CA, Civil Action No. 84-8194 WJR).

COMPLAINT NAMES KEY VOLUME STRATEGIES, INC. 
AND NORBERT STERNAD 

The New York Regional Office filed a complaint on November 7 in the U.S. District 
Court for the Southern District of New York seeking a permanent injunction against Key 
Volume Strategies, Inc. (KVS), a registered investment adviser publishing three advi
sory publications, and Norbert sternad, KVS' president and major shareholder, both of 
Mamaroneck, New York. The complaint alleges that KVS and Sternad violated and aided 
and abetted violations of Sections 204 and 205(2).of the Investment Advisers Act of 
1940 and Rules 204-1(c), 204-2(a)(2), 204-2(a)(6), 204-2(a)(12) and 204-3. Specifi
cally, the complaint alleges that KVS failed to: maintain required financial ?nd 
accounting records relating· to its investment advisory business; mak~ tim:ly fl~ings 
of required·reports with the Commission; and deliver or offer to dellver.lts wrltten 
disclosure statements to its customers. In addition, the investment advlsory contract 
for one of KVS' advisory publications failed to include a non-assignability clause as 
required by the Advisers Act. 

Simultaneously with the filing of the complaint, KVS and Sternad consented to a per
manent injunction enjoining them from further violations and aiding and abetting fur
ther violations of the Advisers Act. (SEC v. Key Volume Strategies, Inc., et a1., 
usoe SDNY, 84 Civ. 8030, RJW). (LR-10602) 



AMERICAN REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT TRUST ENJOINED


The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on October 23 Senior District Court 
Judge A. Andrew Hauk in Los Angeles entered an order of permanent injunction against 
~erican Real Estate Investment Trust (AREIT) upon its consent, without admitting or 
denying the allegations of the January 8, 1982 complaint. The complaint alleges that 
AREIT, aided and abetted by its accountant, Gary L. Jackson, violated the registration
and proxy solicitation provisions of the Exchange Act by filing a false and misleading 
registration statement with the Commission and disseminating false and misleading 
proxy materials in its attempted takeover of another California business trust. The 
order, in addition to prohibiting further violations as alleged, requires AREIT to 
file amended annual reports for the periods ended June 30, 1982 and June 30, 1983 con
taining financial information prepared in accordance with generally accepted account
ing principles and disclosing the preliminary findings of the Court, as such findings
relate to AREIT's reported assets and operations. The order further requires AREIT to 
file delinquent quarterly reports. 

Jackson had been previously permanently enjoined from further aiding and abetting
AREIT's violations upon his consent, without admitting or denying the complaint's
allegations. (SEC v. American Real Estate Investment Trust, Gary L. Jackson, osoe CD 
CA, Civil Action No. CV-82-0078 AAH). (LR-10603) 

CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS 

THOMAS C. FITZGERALD, JR. ORDERED ARRESTED

FOR CRIMINAL CONTEMPT


The commission and the u.s. Attorney for the District of Columbia today announced that 
Judge John Garrett Penn, u.S. District Court for the District of Columbia, issued an 
Order for the arrest of Thomas C. Fitzgerald, Jr., president of Diversified Growth 
Corporation and American Diversified Corporation, for criminal contempt for wilfully 
failing to appear before the Court on October 16, as ordered. Fitzgerald, currently a 
fugitive, had previously been held in civil contempt, fined $143,000 and ordered com
mitted should he fail to pay the fines [SEC v. Diversified Growth Corp., Civil Action 
No. 81-0084, see LR Nos. 10030, 10335 and 10516]. 

On September 25, Fitzgerald filed a pauper's affidavit and argued he could not be com
mitted for failure to pay the fines. On October 5, the Court ordered Fitzgerald to 
appear on October 16 for continuation of the hearing and possible commitment should he 
fail to meet his burden of proving inability to pay. On October 16, the Court found 
that Fitzgerald had failed to meet his burden and does have an ability to pay. (O.S.
v. Thomas C. Fitzgerald, Jr., Criminal No. 84-386, USDC DC). (LR-l0604)
