PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO ITEM 5 OF REGULATION S-K 
REGARDING DISCLOSURE OF CERTAIN ENVIRONMENTAL PROCEEDINGS 

The Commission has published for comment a release proposing amendments to 
Instruction ~ to Item 5 of Regulation S-K which would (1) establish a threshold 
which would permit registrants to omit disclosures about certain environmental 
proceedings to which a governmental authority is a party, and (2) require that 
registrants disclose (or furnish upon request) the names and addresses of the 
governmental authorities from which compliance-related reports pertaining to dis-
closable environmental proceedings can be obtained. These proposed amendments 
would implement recommendations contained in the recent Staff Re~ort on Corporate
Accountab~lity, and are intended to improve the quality and uti11ty of disclosure 
and reduce burdens.

CIVIl PROCEEIIGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES CINDY'S INC. 

The Commission announced that on May 4 it filed a civil injunctive action in the 
U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia against Cindy's Inc. with prin
cipal offices in Decatur, Georgia. Cindy's operates motels, restaurants and 
recreational facilities in the southeastern United States and holds land for 
sale, development and investment. The Commission's complaint alleges violations 
of the reporting provisions of the securities laws and seeks a Judgment of 
Permanent Injunction and other relief. 

The complaint alleges that Cindy's, as part of a continuing course of violative 
conduct extending over several years, has failed to file its Annual Report on 
Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended December 31, 1980, required to have been filed 
by March 31, 1981. The complaint requests that the Court order Cindy's to file 
its delinquent annual report forthwith. The Commission also requested that the 
Court enjoin Cindy's from further violation of the reporting provisions of the 
securities laws. (SEC v. Cindy's Inc., U.S.D.C. D.C., Civil Action No. 81-1047).
