ENFORCEMENT PROCBBDXBGS 

ORDER MAKING FINDINGS AND IMPOSING A CEASE AND DESIST ORDER AND REMEDIAL 
SANCTIONS AGAINST JRG TRUST CORPORATION, INDIVIDUALLY AND f/d/b/a SHUTTLE 
AMERICA, AND JOEL GOHEEN 

On February 16, the Commission entered an Order Making Findings and 
Imposing A Cease and Desist Order and Remedial sanctions (Order) in 
connection with previously instituted administrative proceedings against
JRG Trust corporation, individually and f/d/b/a shuttle America (JRG),
a Florida corporation, and JRG'S president, Joel Goheen (Goheen). 

Respondents submitted, and the Commission accepted, Offers of Settlement 
consenting to the entry of an Order, without admitting or denying the 
findings therein. The Order finds that from approximately December 1992 
through mid-February 1994, Respondents offered and sold "partnership
trust units" in JRG's start-up airline, Shuttle America~ in violation 
of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934. The Order finds, among other things,
that Respondents represented that Respondents had the finances necessary
to start up Shuttle America when, in fact, they had no material liquid
assets; and represented that Shuttle America would be purchasing an 
airline operating certificate "imminently" when, in fact, Shuttle 
America had no funds with which to purchase such a certificate and there 
were no ongoing negotiations to purchase such a certificate. The Order 
provides for the entry of a cease and desist order and the payment of 
disgorgement. (Rels. IA-7140; 34-35387) 

NICHOLAS RUDI, JOSEPH SALEMA, PUBLIC CAPITAL ADVISORS, INC., GEORGE TUTTLE,
JR. AND ALEXANDER WILLIAMS CHARGED WITH DEFRAUDING A MUNICIPAL SECURITIES 
ISSUER AND ITS INVESTORS 

The Commission announced that it filed a civil action today in Manhattan 
federal court against Nicholas A. Rudi (Rudi), Joseph C. Salema 
(Salema), Public Capital Advisors, Inc. (formerly known as Consolidated 
Financial Management, Inc. (CFM) (PCA), George L. Tuttle, Jr. (Tuttle)
and Alexander S. Williams (Williams) alleging that they violated the 
antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws, and that Tuttle and 
Williams violated the books and records, gift giving, and fair dealing
rules of the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board. 
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According to the complaint, Tuttle and Williams caused their employer,
First Fidelity Securities Group (First Fidelity) to pay more than 
$200,000 in kickbacks to CFM, the Camden County Municipal utilities 
Authority's (CCMUA) financial advisor. Salema and Rudi, who then owned 
CFM, allegedly shared in the kickback. Salema allegedly sought and 
received another $90,000 kickback from an individual who had received 
a finder's fee from First Fidelity in connection with the CCMUA 
offering. Tuttle and Williams allegedly concealed the kickback to CFM 
on First Fidelity's books and records. 

The complaint seeks as to all defendants permanent injunctions and 
disgorgement of ill-gotten gains, plus prejudgment interest. 

Simultaneously with the filing of the complaint, Salema, Tuttle, and 
Salema each consented, without admitting or denying the allegations in 
the complaint, to the injunctive relief sought and agreed to pay
disgorgement (and prejudgment interest) of $324,764.55, $18,171.48 and 
$4,684.14, respectively. The litigation against Rudi and PCA is 
pending.
