COMMISSION ADOPTS UPDATED EDGAR FILER MANUAL AND TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS TO
ELECTRONIC FILING RULES

The Commission today announced the adoption of an updated EDGAR
Filer Manual, Version 4.40, and technical amendments to Regulation
S-T, the regulation governing electronic filing. The effective date
for the changes is December 18, 1995. Significant changes to the
Filer Manual in this update are as follows: acceptable form types
have been modified to accommodate filings made pursuant to Rule 462
of Regulation C, adopted in connection with the Commission’s T+3
initiatives; form types have been added to allow electronic filing
of Forms 3, 4 and 5 pursuant to Section 16 of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934 and notices of securities sales filed pursuant
to Rule 144 under the Securities Act of 1933. Technical amendments
to Regqulation §S-T, among other things, allow for voluntary
electronic filing of Forms 3, 4, 5 and 144.

Also, NEES requests authority through
October 31, 1997 for Newco to make short-term borrowings both from
third parties and under the NEES systea money poocl in amounts not to
exceed $5 million.
