The Commission has instituted public administrative proceedings against All-States
Tax Exempt Securities, Inc. (All-States), a broker-dealer registered in Clearwater,
Florida, and Pat A. Tamburri (Tamburri), a director, president and principal share-
holder of All-States. The Commission's order is based upon staff allegations that
All-States and Tamburri violated the antifraud provisions of the securities laws by
making false and misleading statements in the offer and sale of Reclamation District
No. 2090 County of Contra Costa, California general obligation negotiable promissory
notes. It was further alleged that All-States aided and abetted by Tamburri violated
confirmation and financial reporting requirements of the Securities Exchange Act of
1934. A hearing will be scheduled to take evidence on the staff's allegations and to
afford the respondents an opportunity to offer any defenses. The purpose of the hear-~
ing is to determine whether the allegations are true, and if any action of a remedial
nature should be ordered by the Commission. (Rel. 34-12631)

MORROW, JR.

Public administrative proceedings have been ordered under the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 against Watkins, Morrow & Co. Inc., a registered broker-dealer, and Hugh
Morrow, Jr., its sole stockholder, both of Birmingham, Alabama. The proceedings are
based upon allegations of the Commission's staff that Morrow, while associated with
Watkins, Morrow & Co., Inc., was convicted of attempting to bribe a state legislator.
A hearing will be scheduled by further order to take evidence on the staff's allega-
tions and to afford the respondents an opportunity to offer any defenses. (Rel.
34-12632)

COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS

THOMAS E. HILL AND HUEY P. STROTHER SENTENCED

DEAN

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that on July 2 Thomas E. Hill, Blanchard,
Louisiana, and Huey P. Strother, Shreveport, Louisiana, were sentenced by Federal
District Judge Tom Stagg at Shreveport, to serve six months in a federal penitentiary
and to pay fines of $5,000 apiece. Judge Stagg further ordered that Hill and Strother
remain on supervised probation for five years after serving their sentences and that
they not engage in any phase of the oil business while on probation. Both Hill and
Strother pled guilty on June 4, 1976, to a one-count Information. (U.S. v. Thomas E.
H1l and Huey P. Strother, WD/La.). (LR-7488)

R. HENDERSON PLEADS GUILTY

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on June 29 Dean R. Henderson pled
guilty to a criminal information charging him with securities fraud. The information
was filed in the U.S. District Court for the Central District of California on June 11,
1976. The information charges that from January 1972 to December 1974, Henderson,
knowingly and wilfully, in the offer and sale of securities of Investors Trust Fund,
employed a scheme to defraud and made untrue statements of material facts and omitted
to state material facts in viclation of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933.
Sentencing has been scheduled for August 2, 1976. (U.S. v. Dean R. Henderson, U.S.D.C.
C.D. Cal., CR-76-767). (LR-7489)

APPROVAL OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE
