COMMISSION AUTHORIZES ORDER OF PRIVATE 
INVESTIGATION OF TANDY CORP. 

In connection with the lifting of the trading halt in both the Tandy Corp. stock on 
the NYSE and the options on that stock traded on the ~lliX, the Commission announced 
that it had authorized an order of private investigation concerning possible insider 
trading and/or manipulation in the stock and listed options of Tandy Corp. In this 
regard the Commission believes that brokers and dealers should take special care to 
determine that customers trading in Tandy stock or options or exercising stock options
were not in possession of material non-public information.
