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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER ENTERED AGAINST KEY WEST WIRELESS PARTNERS, ET
AL.

The Commission announced that on August 16 a complaint was filed in, and
a Temporary Restraining Order was entered by, the U.8. District Court
for the Southern District of Ohio against Key West Wireless Partners,
Lancaster Broadcasting Partners, Universal Funding Corporation, Gerald
Wireless Cable Corporation, Sstrathmore & Associates, Inc., Raymond P.
O'Connor and Associates, Inc., 8atellite Microcable Corporation, Keys
Microcable, Florida Microcable, Inc., Lancaster Broadcasting
Entertainment, Hubbell Communications, Inc., Michael Eberle, Gerald
S8eifer, Raymond P. O'Connor, Donald Gilliland, Robert Geiss, A. Dan Horn
and J. Kelly Bloomer, enjoining the defendants from future violations
of registration and antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws,
freezing assets, prohibiting transfer of funds and destruction of
documents, and ordering an accounting.

The complaint alleges that, since April 1993, the defendants have
fraudulently sold unregistered securities in the form of partnership
interests, raising approximately $4.6 million for Key West Wireless and
approximately $1.3 million for Lancaster Broadcasting from 487 investors
in 40 states. According to the complaint, the defendants fraudulently
misrepresented that they had the rights to sufficient FCC licenses to
construct a 30 channel wireless cable TV system in the Florida Keys,
when, in reality, no such licenses exist. The complaint further alleges
that the defendants fraudulently misrepresented the returns and the
risks associated with the investments and failed to disclose securities
and trade practice fraud injunctions against several of the defendants.
[SBEC v. Key West Wireless Partners, et al., Civil Action No. C2-94-
767, 8.D. Ohio] (LR-14204)
