PROCEEDINGS AGAINST TERRANCE YOSHIKAWA AND KO SECURITIES, INC. REMANDED

The Commission has remanded to the NASD disciplinary proceedings
against Ko Securities, Inc., an NASD member, and its president
Terrance Yoshikawa. On December 11, 1997, the Commission sustained
NASD disciplinary action against Ko and Yoshikawa based on their
actions in effecting a series of five groups of transactions in the
stock of DDI Pharmaceuticals, Inc. The Commission found that these
trades constituted what is commonly known as "parking" and violated
the NASD’s rule vrequiring compliance with Just and equitable
principles of trade. On August 20, 1999, the United States Court of
Appeals for the Ninth Circuit reversed the Commission’s findings of
violation regarding four of the five sets of transactions, and
remanded for further consideration with respect to the remaining set
of transactions. (Rel. 34-42088; File No. 3-9254)
