ORDER: I 
PER C,URIAM. On September 20,2005, the respondent was suspended from the practice of law 

for a period of 3 months, by the New York Supreme Court, Appellate Division, First Judicial 
Departmebt . 

Consequently, on October 24,2005, the Department of Homeland Security (the “DHS,” formerly 
the Immi/gration and Naturalization Service), initiated disciplinary proceedings against the 
responden! and petitioned for the respondent’s immediate suspension fiom practice before the DHS. 
On October 28, 2005, the Office of General Counsel for the Executive Office for Immigration 
Review (EOIR) asked that the respondent be similarly suspended fiom practice before EOIR, 
including ;th” Board and immigration courts. The DHS later informed the Board that the effective 
date of the New York order was extended until November 20,2005. 

The petition is granted, and the respondent is hereby suspended, absent a showing of good cause, 
from the practice of law before the Board, the Immigration Courts, and the DHS pending final 
disposition of this proceeding. See 8 C.F.R. $0 1003.103(a), 1292.3(c).
