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SENATE

VOINOVICH (R-OH) introduced S.3443 to amend the Federal Water Pollution
Control Act to update a program to provide assistance for the planning, design, and
construction of treatment works to intercept, transport, control, or treat municipal
combine sewer overflows and sanitary sewer overflows, and to require the
Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to update certain guidance
used to develop and determine the financial capability of communities to implement
clean water infrastructure programs. (S8035)

CLINTON (D-NY) introduced S.3444 to provide for upgrading security at civilian
nuclear facilities and of nuclear materials that could be used to construct a dirty bomb.
(S8035)

HOUSE

LOWEY (D-NY) introduced H.R.6749 to amend the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to
allow retail businesses a credit against income tax for a portion of the cost of recycling
plastic carry-out bags and certain other types of plastic. (H7786)

DRAKE (R-VA) introduced H.R.6771 to require the Office of Management and Budget
to prepare a crosscut budget for restoration activities in the Chesapeake Bay watershed,
to require the Environmental Protection Agency to develop and implement an adaptive
management plan. (H7787)

The HOUSE agreed to suspend the rules and pass the following measure: H.R.6309 Lead
Safe Housing for Kids Act of 2008. (H7706)
