     This slide shows data from 50 jurisdictions (45 states and 5 dependent areas) with confidential, named-based HIV infection reporting as of December 31, 2006. These data have not been adjusted for reporting delays or missing risk factor information. Two standard transmission categories and one expanded transmission category are collectively referred to as transmission categories related to injection drug use, and these three categories are mutually exclusive: injection drug use (IDU); male-to-male sexual contact and injection drug use (MSM & IDU); and heterosexual contact with an injection drug user. In 2006, these 50 jurisdictions reported 8,638 cases of HIV infection (not AIDS) related to injection drug use among adults and adolescents. Of these IDU-related cases, 65% were attributed to IDU, 23% to MSM & IDU, and 12% to heterosexual contact with an injection drug user.

     The 50 jurisdictions with confidential name-based HIV infection reporting as of December 31, 2006, are Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, California, Colorado, Connecticut, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana, Maine, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New Mexico, New York, North Carolina, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, Virginia, Washington, West Virginia, Wisconsin, Wyoming, American Samoa, Guam, Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, and U.S. Virgin Islands.�
