In 2006, the estimated number of AIDS diagnoses (27,694) for male adults and adolescents in the United States and dependent areas was nearly 3 times the number for females (10,121). Among males, 17% of AIDS diagnoses were attributed to injection drug use (IDU), and 7% to male-to-male sexual contact and injection drug use. Among females, 24% of AIDS diagnoses were attributed to IDU.�
