The  purpose of the Commis -  
s ion  i s  to s tudy and provide da ta  on the reproduct ion and use  of copyrighted 
works  e i t he r  i n  conjunction with automated informat ion s to rage ,  p rocess ing ,  
and r e t r i e v a l  sy s t cn l s  o r  by var ious  f o r m s  of machine reproduction,  not 
including reproduct ion by o r  a t  the r eques t  of i n s t ruc to r s  fo r  use  i n  f ace -  
to-face teaching ac t iv i t i es .  The Commiss ion  is to r epo r t  i t s  findings and 
recommendat ions  to the P r e s i d e n t  and to the Congres s  within th ree  y e a r s  
of enac tment .  A pre l imina ry  r e p o r t  is due within one y e a r  of the f i r s t  
si t t ing of the Commiss ion .  The  P r e s i d e n t  wi l l  appoint the m e m b e r s  of 
the Commiss ion .  I t s  staff  wi l l  be a n  adminis t ra t ive  p a r t  of the L ib raey

L m I C h I ~  USES O F  COPYRIGHTED WORKS 

ESTABLISHMEST AND PURPOSE OF COMMISSION 

SEC. 201. ( a )  There is hereby created in the Library of Congress 
a h'ational Commission on New Technological Uses of Copyrighted 
Works (hereafter called the Commission). 

(b )  The purpose of the Commission is to study and compile data on : 
(1) the reproduction and use of copyrighted works of author- 

ship- 
(A)  in conjunction with automatic systems capable of stor- 

ing, processing, retrieving, and transferring information, and 
(R)  by various forms of machine reproduction, not includ- 

ing reproduction by or at the requesc of instructors for use in 
face-to-face teaching activities ; and 

(2) the creation of new works by the application or interven- 
tion of such automatic systems or machine reproduction. 

(c) The Commission shall make recommendations as to such changes 
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ill copyright IIIIV or pl.wetlul.es that ]nay be lleccsstiry to assure for 
such purposes uccoess to copyrighted works. and to pl.ovicle recop~itio~r 
of the rights of copyright owners.
