MODEL LAW CONCERNING THE 1961 ROME CONVENTION

ON NEIGHBORING RIGHTS WITH COMMENTARY

The Copyright Office is pleased to distribute, for your infor-
mation, a copy of "MODEL LAW CONCERNING THE PROTECTION
OF PERFORMERS, PRODUCERS OF PHONOGRAMS AND BROAD-
CASTING ORGANIZATIONS (1961 Rome Convention on Neighboring
Rights), with a Commentary on it."" The model law and commentary
were prepared by the Secretariat of the Convention for the purpose
of providing as simple a text as possible to facilitate implementation
of the Rome Convention. The text was developed for use as a model
in both developed and developing countries. The Secretariat also pre-
pared a commentary onthe model law that explains the provisions and,
as appropriate, the considerations that led the Secretariat to make
choices among variant solutions and to propose alternatives in a few
cases.

The Secretariat of the Rome Convention consists of officials of
three organizations: the International Labor Office, the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization, and the World In-
tellectual Property Organization. The text of the model law and com-
mentary were adopted by the Intergovernmental Committee of the
Rome Convention at its Second Extraordinary Session held at Brussels
on May 6 and 10, 1974.
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
