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The Library of Congress has estab- 
lished a national Copyright Advisory Com- 
mittee to consult with and advise the Reg- 
ister of Copyrights and the staff of the 
Copyright Office. The Librarian of Congress, 
Dr. Daniel Boorstin, at the recommenda- 
tion of the Register of Copyrights, Mr. David 
Ladd, has named the first board of distin- 
guished copyright experts to serve on the 
Committee. 'The members chosen are rep- 
resentative of the various communities

The Register of Copyrights, David

Ladd, convened the first meeting of the 
Committee on April 13 in New York City at 
the House of the Association of the Bar of 

COMMIITEE the City of New York. A principal topic at 
that meeting was the concern of the 
copyright community with the future of 

APPOINTED copyright relations with the People's Re- 
public of China. Because the Copyright Of- 
fice was preparing to send a delegation to 
the People's Republic to discuss copyright 
issues in  June 1981, the Register of  
Copyrights consulted with the Committee 
members on this timely issue. At the April 
meeting the members of the Committee 
also considered another international issue 
--the question of business and contracting 
practices in foreign nations with copyright 
systems that neither require formalities 
such as notice of copyright nor maintain 
systems of copyright registration. 

From time to time the Committee may 
be called upon by the Register to assist the 
Copyright Office in its continuing review of 
its policies, proposed programs for improv- 
ing public service, and international 
copyright activities. The Committee will 
meet at the call of the Register of Copy- 
rights, at least once a year, or as often as he 

believes there are issues to which the 
Committee could contribute. 

Mr. Ladd expressed his belief that the 
Committee would bring to the Copyright 
Office the views of a wide perspective of 
persons and groups interested in copyright 
and provide fresh insight into the concerns 
of copyright owners, users, and other 
members of the public.
