President Johnson has signed Public Law 89- 297, which amends
the copyright law by providing for an increase in certain copyright
fees, effective November 26, 1965. The new fee schedule is as

follows:

~— Additional certificates 2.00
—- Other certifications 3.00
—- Assignments, etc. (containing not more than
6 pages and not more than 1 title) 5.00
~ Each additional page or title 0.50
—- Notice of use (containing not more than 5 titles) 3.00
- Each additional title 0.50
—- Notice of intention to use (containing not
more than 5 titles) 3.00
- Each additional title 0.50
— Searches (hourly fee) 5.00

The registration fee for comrercial prints and labels remains
unchanged at $6.00. Also, the fee for the additionasl pages and
titles in connection with the recordation of documents and notices
of use has remained $0.50. In the case of the recordation of
notices of intention to use, the copyright law previously prescribed
no fee.
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
