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The Universal  Copyright Convention became effective with r e spec t  

t o  the  United Kingdom of Grea t  Br i ta in  and Northern I re land on 

September  27, 1957. Since that  t ime  the Government of the  United 

Kingdom has, at var ious  t imes ,  declared,  pursuant to  Ar t ic le  XI11 of 

the  Convention, that  the Convention sha l l  a l so  apply t o  t h e  I s le  of Man, 

Fij i ,  Gibra l ta r ,  Bermuda,  Bahama Islands, Br i t i sh  Virgin Islands,  

Falkland Islands and Dependencies, St. Helena and Dependencies, 

Seychelles, Maurit ius,  Montserrat ,  St. Lucia, Grenada,  Cayman Islands,  

and Br i t i sh  Honduras. 

The U. S. Department  of State h a s  now been officially informed by 

the Acting Director-General  of UNESCO that  the  Government of the  

United Kingdom h a s  deposited its notification that  the  Convention sha l l  

apply to  St. Vincent, effective November 10, 1967. 

St. Vincent is one of the Windward Islands, si tuated on the e a s t e r n  

edge of the  Caribbean Sea, with its capital  a t  Kingstown, It h a s  a n  a r e a  

of 150 squa re  mi l e s  and a n  es t imated population of 85,000.
