With a view to receiving the ndvicc ant1 consent of thc Senat,c t o  
ratification, I transmit herewith a rcrtifiatl copy of the Univrrsnl 
Copyright Convention as rcvised a t  Paris on July 24, 1971, togcthrr 
with two related Prot,ocols. I transmit also, for thc information of t.lie 
Senate, the report of the Acting Secretary of State with respect t'o 
the Convcntion. 

Essentially, the purpose envisaged in negotiating the Convention 
was to satisfy the practical needs of developing r:ountries for rr:~tly 
access to etlucational, scienlific, find technical ~vorlts, \\.ilhout \\-e:~l;vti- 
lng t l ~ c  strtu:turcl r~ncl sco~c* of c,ol,yrigl~t i,rotrct,ioll ~)rrscnldg oll'rrctl 
by developed countrics under the t ~ v o  multilateral convcntioll.; on 
copyright. 

The 1971 rcwriscd Convention represents a fair and effective bnlunce 
of tliffcrent interests n,nd ndl  mnke a significant contribution to t.hc 
solution of copyright ~)rohlcrns. I rccommcnd that  the Sannte give 
early and favornblc con.sic\crat.ion to thc Convention nnd Protocols.
