“It details the deteriorating housing markets, 
higher foreclosures and mortgage market turmoil experienced 
during 2007 and the increasing role Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac 
are playing in stabilizing the markets.”  
 
The report also provides updated historical data on the activities 
and performance of the GSEs, federally-established loan limits and 
mortgage interest rates.
