Designated in Recommendation VI1II-1 on the grounds that Litchfield Island, together
with its littoral, possesses an unusually rich collection of marine and terrestrial life, is
unique amongst the neighbouring islands as a breeding place for six species of native
birds and provides an outstanding example of the natural ecological system of the
Antarctic Peninsula area.
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
