
Antarctic Specially Protected Area No. 125 (Site of Special Scientific Interest

No. 5)

Fildes Peninsula, King George Island, South Shetland Islands

i. Description of Site. The two areas on Fildes Peninsula shown on the attached map 
will be demarcated.

ii. Reason for designation. The unique fossil ichnolites found in these areas are 
located close to two permanent scientific stations which have been visited frequently 
by tourist groups. The areas also contain representative sequences of Tertiary strata. 
iii. Outline of research. The main object of the research programme is to describe 
the Tertiary stratigraphic sequences and to understand the geological evolution of 
this part of the Antarctic Peninsula 
iv. Date of expiry of designation. 30 June 1981. 
v. Access points. None are defined. 
vi. Pedestrian and vehicular routes.  Vehicles and helicopters should not enter the 
Site except in an emergency. 
vii. Other kinds of scientific investigations which would not cause harmful 
interference. Scientific research other than geological should be kept to a minimum. 
viii. Scientific sampling. Samples of rocks should only be taken for compelling 
scientific purposes. 
ix. Other restraints. Buildings and other facilities should not be erected in the Site. 
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
