HISTORY OF THE ECONOMIC CENSUS

Economic censuses were conducted in Puerto Rico
beginning with a census of manufactures for 1909
and continuing at 10-year intervals through 1949,
excepting 1929. Wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries were included as part of the economic
censuses for 1939. Starting with 1949 through 1992,
the censuses of wholesale and retail trades and ser-
vice industries have been conducted concurrently
with the census of manufactures. The census of con-
struction industries has been included since 1967.
Congress has authorized the economic censuses
to be taken at 5-year intervals covering years end-
ing in 2 and 7.

USES OF THE CENSUS

The economic census provides essential informa-
tion for government, business, industry, and the gen-
eral public and is the primary source of facts about
the structure and function of the economy. The cen-
sus furnishes an important part of the framework for
such composite measures as the net income and
gross product of Puerto Rico. In forecasting and plan-
ning, censuses are especially useful in analyzing the
gross product in terms of the transactions that deter-
mine its size and composition. The economic cen-
sus also provides weights and a benchmark for indices
of industrial production, productivity, and price, all
of which are essential for understanding current eco-
nomic developments.

Commonwealth and municipal governments use
census data to assess business activities within their
jurisdictions. The private sector uses the data to fore-
cast general economic conditions; analyze sales per-
formance; lay out sales territories; allocate funds for
advertising; decide on locations for new plants, ware-
houses, or stores; and measure potential markets
in terms of size, geographic areas, kinds of businesses,
and kinds of products made or sold.

Following every census, thousands of businesses
and other users purchase reports. Likewise, census
facts are widely disseminated by trade associations,
business journals, and newspapers. Volumes con-
taining census statistics are available in most major
public and college libraries. Census reports are avail-
able for sale by the Superintendent of Documents,

HISTORIA DEL CENSO ECONOMICO

El censo de manufactura de 1909 marcé el comienzo del censo
econdmico en Puerto Rico, que hasta 1949 se realiz a intervalos
de 10 afios exceptuando el afio 1929. Las actividades del comercio
al por mayor y al por menor, al igual que las de las industrias de servicios
fueron incluidas como parte del censo econémico de 1939. Por primera
vez en 1949 hasta 1992, los censos de comercio al por mayor, Comercio
al por menor e industrias de servicios fueron tomados al mismo tiempo
que el censo de manufactura. El censo de las industrias de construccion
ha estado incluido desde 1967. El Congreso ha dado su autorizacién
para que los censos econdmicos se realicen cada 5 afios, cubriendo
los afios que terminanen 2y 7.

USOS DEL CENSO

El censo econémico provee informacion esencial para el gobierno,
el comercio, la industria y el publico en general y es la fuente prin-
cipal de datos acerca de la estructura y funcion de la economia. El
censo proporciona una parte importante del sistema mediante el cual
se preparan estimados compuestos, tales como el ingreso neto y
el producto bruto de Puerto Rico. Los censos son particularmente
Utiles en las etapas de proyeccion y planificacion, durante las cuales
se analiza el producto bruto en términos de las transacciones que
determinan su volumen y composicién. El censo econdémico provee
ademas las ponderaciones y las cifras de referencia que se utilizan
en la elaboracién de indices de precios, productividad y produccién
industrial, los cuales son esenciales para comprender el desarrollo
econdmico actual.

Tanto el gobierno del Estado Libre Asociado como los gobiernos
municipales utilizan los datos censales para evaluar las actividades
comerciales que tienen lugar dentro de sus respectivas jurisdicciones.
El sector privado emplea dichos datos para pronosticar la situacion
econOmica en general; analizar el volumen de ventas; determinar
las regiones donde llevaran a cabo sus actividades comerciales; asignar
fondos con fines publicitarios; determinar la localizacion de nuevas
tiendas, plantas o almacenes; y medir mercados potenciales en lo
gue respecta a tamafio, areas geograficas, clases de actividades
comerciales y clases de productos vendidos o manufacturados.

Después de cada censo, miles de negocios y otros usuarios compran
los resultados publicados por el censo. Asimismo, los resultados del
censo son ampliamente difundidos por asociaciones mercantiles, diarios
comerciales y periddicos. Dichos resultados se publican en una coleccion
de tomos que pueden hallarse en la mayoria de las bibliotecas publicas
y universitarias. Las publicaciones del censo estan disponibles para
la venta por medio del “Superintendent of Documents, U.S.

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U.S. Government Printing Office, Washington, DC
20402." All 1992 data are available in electronic form
from the Data User Services Division, Customer Ser-
vices, Bureau of the Census, Washington, DC 20233-
8300. Finally, the State data centers also are suppliers
of economic census statistics.

AUTHORITY

The 1992 Economic Census is authorized by an
act of the U.S. Congress, Title 13, U.S. Code, Sec-
tions 131, 191, and 224, and by an act of the Leg-
islature of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Law
No. 11, approved March 27, 1950. The census of
1992 covered manufacturing, construction industries,
wholesale trade, retail trade, and service industries.
The next economic census of Puerto Rico is sched-
uled to be taken in 1998 covering the year 1997.

CENSUS DISCLOSURE RULES

In accordance with Federal law governing census
reports, no data are published that would disclose
the operations of an individual establishment or busi-
ness. However, the number of establishments in a
kind-of-business classification is not considered a
disclosure, so this information may be released even
though other information is withheld.

COMPARABILITY OF DATA

The 1987 and 1992 Economic Censuses data were
collected under similar conditions and procedures
except:

Nonemployer sampling. In 1987, personal inter-
views were conducted to obtain data for a sample
of nonemployer establishments engaged in retail trade
and certain service industries. For 1992, data col-
lection of nonemployer establishments was discon-
tinued because of two factors: the increasing cost
of data collection and the decreasing proportion of
the economy which it represented. In 1987,
nonemployer data represented approximately 5 per-
cent of sales for retail and service establishments.
Over three censuses, the proportion of sales made-up
by nonemployers had declined at a rate of 2 percent
every 5 years.

SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

This report includes data from all employer estab-
lishments (establishments with payroll) primarily engaged
in wholesale trade, retail trade, and service indus-
tries as defined in the Standard Industrial Classifi-
cation Manual: 1987* (SIC). This is the system of
industrial classification developed over a period of

Government Printing Office, Washington, DC 20402.” Todas las
estadisticas correspondientes al afio 1992 pueden obtenerse
electrénicamente por medio de la Division de Servicios a Usuarios,
“Data User Services Division, Customer Services, Bureau of the Cen-
sus, Washington, DC 20233-8300.” Las estadisticas del censo econémico
también pueden obtenerse por medio de centros de datos censales.

AUTORIZACION

El Censo Econdmico de 1992 es requerido por una ley del Congreso
de los EE.UU.-secciones 131, 191 y 224, titulo 13 del Cédigo de los
EE.UU.-y por la Ley No.11 de la Legislatura del Estado Libre Asociado
de Puerto Rico, que fuera aprobada el 27 de marzo de 1950. El Censo
Econdmico de 1992 abarco las industrias de construccion, manufactura,
comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y servicios. El préximo
censo economico de Puerto Rico se llevara a cabo en 1998 a fin
de cubrir el afio 1997.

REGLAS SOBRE DIVULGACION

De acuerdo con la ley federal que rige los informes censales, los
datos que se publican no divulgan las operaciones de un establecimiento
0 negocio en particular. Sin embargo, el nimero de establecimientos
clasificados bajo un tipo de negocio no constituye una divulgacion,
por lo tanto esta informacion puede ser publicada aunque otra
informacion sea suprimida.

COMPARABILIDAD ENTRE LOS DATOS

Los datos de los censos econémicos de 1987 y 1992 se recopilaron
bajo condiciones y procedimientos similares, excepto:

Muestra de establecimientos sin empleados. En 1987 se llevaron
a cabo entrevistas personales para obtener informacion sobre los

establecimientos sin empleados y que se dedicaban al comercio al
por menor y a ciertas industrias de servicio. Para 1992 se dej6 de
recopilar informacion para estos establecimientos por dos razones:
el alto costo de recopilar informacion y la pequefia proporcion del

sector de la economia que representaba dicha muestra. En 1987 los
establecimientos que no tenian empleados representaban
aproximadamente 5 por ciento de las ventas de los establecimientos

gue se dedicaban al comercio al por menor y a las industrias de
servicios. Durante los tres Ultimos censos la proporcion de las ventas
de los establecimientos que no tenian empleados ha disminuido a
razéon de un 2 por ciento cada 5 afios.

ALCANCE Y CLASIFICACION

Este informe incluye los datos obtenidos de los establecimientos
gue tenian empleados (establecimientos con nhdmina) que se dedican
principalmente al comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y
las industrias de servicios, segun estan definidas en la edicién de
Manual de Clasificacion Industrial Uniforme: 1987* (CIU). Este sistema
de clasificacion industrial ha sido desarrollado durante un periodo

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years by experts on classification in government and
private industry under the guidance of the Office of
Management and Budget and is in general use among
government agencies and organizations outside the
government.

Establishments were classified on the basis of their
self- designation, answers to questions on sales by
commodity and merchandise lines, and other inquir-
ies.

Wholesale trade (SIC’s 50 and 51). Includes estab-

lishments primarily engaged in selling merchandise
to retailers; industrial, commercial, institutional, farm,

professional business users, or to other wholesal-

ers; or in acting as agents or brokers in buying mer-
chandise for or selling merchandise to such persons

or companies. As in the past, wholesale firms with-

out employees are excluded from the scope of the
census.

Retail trade (SIC’s 52 to 59). Includes establish-
ments primarily engaged in selling merchandise for
personal or household consumption, and rendering
services incidental to the sale of the goods. Data for
post exchanges, ship stores, and similar establish-
ments operated on military posts by agencies of the
Federal Government are not included.

Service industries (SIC’s 472; 70 to 79, except 702
and 704; 8072, 8111, 84, 871, 8731, 8732, and 8734;
and 874). Includes establishments primarily engaged
in providing a wide variety of services to individuals,
businesses, government establishments, and other
organizations. In this report, hotel casinos, lottery agents,
and horserace betting agencies, all controlled by the
Commonwealth government, are included in the ser-
vice statistics. However, data for all other establish-
ments operated by the government are not included.
Establishments engaged in the arrangement of pas-
senger transportation (SIC 472) are included in ser-
vice industries, although the SIC Manual classifies
these establishments in SIC 47, Transportation Ser-
vices.

Establishments identified by multi-establishment
firms as “central administrative offices” or “auxil-
iaries,” whose primary functions were to manage,
administer, service, or support the activities of other
establishments of the company, were not within the
scope of the 1992 Economic Census of Puerto Rico.
Consequently, no data are published for them.

privada, bajo la direccion de la Oficina de Administracion y Presupuesto.
El mismo es usado generalmente por agencias gubernamentales al
igual que no gubernamentales.

Los establecimientos fueron clasificados a base de su auto-
designacion, respuestas a preguntas sobre ventas segun las lineas
de producto y mercancia y otras preguntas.

El comercio al por mayor (CIU 50y 51).  Incluye los establecimientos
gue se dedican principalmente a venderles mercancia a detallistas,
a usuarios del sector industrial, comercial, institucional, agricola o
profesional o a otros mayoristas; o los que se dedican a servir como
agentes comerciales en la compra o venta de mercancia a tales per-
sonas o compafiias. Como en afios anteriores, los establecimientos
de comercio al por mayor que no tienen empleados son excluidos
del alcance del censo.

El comercio al por menor (CIU 52 a 59).  Incluye los establecimientos
gue se dedican principalmente a la venta de mercancia para el consumo
personal o familiar y al suministro de servicios relacionados con la
venta de la mercancia. No estan incluidos los datos que conciernen
a los puestos comerciales, las tiendas del servicio naval y
establecimientos similares a éstos que estan localizados en bases
militares y de cuyo funcionamiento se encargan las agencias del gobierno
federal.

Las industrias de servicios (CIU 472; 70 a 79, con la excepcion

de la 702 y la 704; 8072, 8111, 84, 871, 8731, 8732y 8734; y

874). Incluyen los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente
a proporcionar una extensa variedad de servicios a individuos, negocios,
establecimientos del gobierno y otras organizaciones. En este informe,

los casinos hoteleros, los agentes de la loteria y las agencias hipicas
gue no estén localizadas en el mismo hipddromo, los cuales son todos
controlados por el gobierno del Estado Libre Asociado, estan incluidos

en las estadisticas correspondientes a servicios. Sin embargo, las
estadisticas no incluyen los datos que conciernen a todos los otros

establecimientos operados por el gobierno. Los establecimientos que
se dedican a la tramitacion del transporte de pasajeros (ClU 472)
estan incluidos en las industrias de servicios aunque el Manual de
ClU clasifica a estos establecimientos bajo la CIU 47, Servicios de
Transporte.

Los establecimientos que fueron identificados por firmas con
establecimientos mdultiples como “oficinas centrales administrativas”
0 “auxiliares,” cuyas funciones principales eran las de dirigir, administrar,
servir 0 apoyar las actividades de los otros establecimientos de la
misma compafiia, no formaron parte de la cobertura del Censo
Econdmico de Puerto Rico de 1992. Por consiguiente, los datos sobre
estos establecimientos no son publicados.

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ESTABLISHMENT BASIS OF REPORTING

The economic census is conducted on an estab-
lishment basis. A company operating establishments
at more than one location is required to submit a report
for each location. Companies engaged in distinctly
different lines of activity at one location are required
to submit separate reports if records permit such a
separation and if the activities are substantial in size.
Each census report was tabulated according to the
physical location at which the activity was conducted.
All establishments employing one person or more
at any time during the census year are included.

REPORT FORM

The censuses of wholesale trade, retail trade, and
service industries were conducted as part of the eco-
nomic census which included construction and manu-
facture industries. One form was used to enumerate
all in scope economic activity. The report form was
divided into sections and each section contained ques-
tions appropriate to the trade or industry. Response
was required by law. A facsimile of the report form,
which was available in English as well as Spanish,
is presented in appendix B.

GEOGRAPHIC AREAS COVERED

Data from the 1992 Economic Censuses of whole-
sale trade, retail trade, and service industries have
been tabulated for nine commercial regions, and the
legally constituted units (municipios) into which Puerto
Rico is divided. A commercial region is an entity delin-
eated by the Puerto Rico Department of Commerce.
Each commercial region is named after the princi-
pal municipio in the area. A municipio is entirely
included in a commercial region; it does not cross
boundaries to form part of any broader geographic
area.

DATA PROCESSING

Forms were mailed to all wholesale trade, retail
trade, and service industries firms subject to payment
of Federal Insurance Contributions Act (FICA) taxes
(i.e., employers of one person or more) and classi-
fied as being within the scope of the census. The
forms and instructions for completing them were mailed
from the Census Bureau’s Data Preparation Division
in Jeffersonville, IN.

The completed questionnaires were returned by
mail to Jeffersonville. Contact with respondents about
overdue report forms, was undertaken by the Cen-
sus Bureau's area office, a temporary facility located
in Hato Rey, Puerto Rico.

EL ESTABLECIMIENTO COMO BASE INFORMATIVA

El censo econémico se realiza a base de establecimientos. A toda
compafiia que administre establecimientos en méas de una localidad
se le pide que someta un informe por cada una de las localidades.
A las compafias que se dedican a varias actividades completamente
distintas en una misma localidad, se les pide que rindan informes
por separado, si los récords del establecimiento permiten tal separacion
y si las actividades en si son cuantiosas. Cada informe del censo
fue tabulado de acuerdo a la localizacion fisica en que se condujo
la actividad. Todos los establecimientos que emplearon a una 0 mas
personas en algin momento durante el afio censal estan incluidos
en el censo.

CUESTIONARIO CENSAL

Los censos de comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y
las industrias de servicio fueron realizados como parte del censo
econdmico que incluy6 las industrias de construccion y manufactura.
Se utilizd un cuestionario para enumerar todas las actividades
econdmicas que estaban dentro del alcance del censo. El cuestionario
se dividié en partes, cada parte contenia preguntas especificas a un
tipo de industria o actividad comercial. El responder al cuestionario
fue requerido por ley. El apéndice B, presenta un facsimil del cuestionario
gue estaba disponible en inglés y espafiol.

AREAS GEOGRAFICAS CUBIERTAS

Los datos de los Censos de comercio al por mayor, comercio al
por menor y las industrias de servicio de 1992 han sido tabulados
segn las nueve regiones comerciales y las unidades politicas legalmente
constituidas (municipios) en las que Puerto Rico esta dividido. Una
regiéon comercial es una entidad delineada por el Departamento de
Comercio de Puerto Rico. Cada regidon comercial lleva el nombre del
municipio principal en el area. EI municipio entero queda dentro de
la regién comercial; el mismo no traspasa los limites de la regién
comercial para formar parte de ninguna area geografica mas extensa.

ELABORACION DE LOS DATOS

Se le enviaron cuestionarios por correo a todas las compafias de
comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor y servicios que estan
sujetas al pago de contribuciones bajo la Ley de Seguro Social Fede-
ral (FICA), (por ejemplo, compariias que emplean a una o mas per-
sonas) y las cuales se clasificaron dentro del alcance del censo. El
cuestionario y las instrucciones para completarlo fueron enviados
por correo desde la Division de Elaboracién de Datos de la Oficina
del Censo en Jeffersonville, IN.

Una vez completados, los cuestionarios se enviaban por correo
a Jeffersonville. La comunicacion con los establecimientos cuyos
cuestionarios estaban retrasados, estuvo a cargo de la oficina de
area del Negociado del Censo, localizada temporeramente en Hato
Rey, Puerto Rico.

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The returned reports underwent extensive review
and computer processing. All reports were geographi-
cally coded, data-keyed, and edited. The editing pro-
cess identified records with significant problems and
referred them for correction resolution. Corrections
were performed interactively using standard proce-
dures.

The data were then tabulated by SIC, subjected
to further data analysis, and the resulting corrections
applied to individual computer records. Corrected tabu-
lations were then produced for the final published
reports.

RELIABILITY OF DATA

Census questionnaires were sent to all known whole-
sale trade, retail trade, and service industry employ-
ers and, therefore, are not subject to sampling variability.
However, the data are subject to nonsampling errors.
Nonsampling errors can be attributed to many sources:
inability to identify all cases in the actual universe;
inability or unwillingness on the part of respondents
to provide correct information; definition and clas-
sification difficulties, response errors and bias; errors
in collection or processing; misinterpretation of ques-
tions; and other errors of recording; keying; and esti-
mation for missing or misreported data.

The accuracy of these tabulated data is influenced
by the joint effects of the various nonsampling errors.
Explicit measures of the effects of these nonsampling
errors are not available. However, it is believed that
most of the important operational and response errors
were detected and corrected through systematic cleri-
cal edits, automated data edits, and an analyst review.

For total nonresponse cases (report forms not
returned), the establishments’ administrative records
information was used in conjunction with industry aver-
ages to estimate the basic data. For item nonresponse,
missing items were estimated based on response
to other items and/or administrative records and in
direct relationships to sales or receipts. It is assumed
that characteristics of establishments not respond-
ing to a particular inquiry are the same as establish-
ments with equal sales or receipts in the same category
(publication table line) that did respond to the inquiry.

If estimation of the data on the basis of total sales
or receipts was not appropriate, another basic data
item was used. In a few tables, data are available
only from establishments that complet ed the appro-
priate inquiries on the report form. Any biases intro-
duced by the estimation and correction procedures
are believed to be small.

Los cuestionarios devueltos fueron sometidos a una revision y
elaboracion extensa. Todos los cuestionarios fueron codificados
geograficamente y sometidos a la digitacion y critica de sus datos.
El proceso de critica sirvié para identificar los récords que tenian
problemas significativos y fueron referidos para correccion y revision.
Las correcciones se llevaron a cabo utilizando procedimientos uniformes.

Los datos fueron tabulados por CIU y sometidos a una revision
analitica, a partir de la cual se hicieron las correcciones necesarias
a cada récord en la computadora. Por ultimo, se produjeron las
tabulaciones ya corregidas para la publicacién de los informes fina-
les.

CONFIABILIDAD DE LOS DATOS

Los cuestionarios se enviaron a todos los patronos de establecimientos
gue se dedicaban al comercio al por mayor, comercio al por menor
y las industrias de servicio y por lo tanto, no estan sujetos a la variabilidad
del muestreo. No obstante, los datos estan sujetos a errores ajenos
al muestreo. Los errores ajenos al muestreo pueden ocurrir por muchas
razones: inabilidad para identificar todos los casos en el universo,
inabilidad o renuencia de parte de los respondedores a proporcionar
la informacién correcta, dificultades con las definiciones y clasificaciones,
errores y sesgos en las respuestas, errores en la recopilacién o
procesamiento de los datos, mala interpretacion de las preguntas
y otros errores en el registro y digitacion de los datos, y estimados
gue se utilizan para los récords sin respuestas o repuestas incorrectas.

La exactitud de los datos tabulados esté influenciada por el conjunto
de efectos que tienen los diversos errores ajenos al muestreo. No
existen medidas explicitas de los efectos que tienen dichos errores.
Sin embargo, se estima que la mayoria de los errores importantes
de ejecucion y respuesta fueron hallados y corregidos mediante los
procedimientos sistematicos de la critica manual, critica electrénica
y revision de los datos por parte de analistas.

En el caso de los récords sin respuestas (cuestionarios no devueltos),
se uso la informacion administrativa del establecimiento conjuntamente
con los promedios industriales para estimar los datos basicos. Las
preguntas individuales sin respuestas (preguntas dejadas en blanco)
se estimaron en base a las respuestas a otras preguntas y/o en base
a los récords administrativos del establecimiento y en relacién a las
ventas 0 ingresos. Se asume que las caracteristicas de los
establecimientos que no responden a una pregunta en particular, son
iguales a los establecimientos que tienen las mismas ventas o ingresos
en la misma categoria (linea en la tabla de publicacién) que respondi6é
a dicha pregunta.

Si la estimacién de los datos a base del total de ventas o ingresos
no resultd apropiado, otros datos basicos fueron utilizados. En algunas
tablas los datos estan disponibles para los establecimientos que
contestaron las preguntas apropiadas en el cuestionario. Se cree
gue los sesgos que se puedan deber a la estimacién o a los
procedimientos de correccién son minimos.

Number of establishments.  Includes all establish-
ments in operation at any time during the year. It cov-
ers all full- and part-year operations. An establishment
is not necessarily identical with a company or enter-
prise, which may consist of one or more establish-
ments. Census figures represent a summary of reports
for individual establishments rather than companies.

Annual payroll. Payroll includes all forms of com-
pensation, such as salaries, wages, commissions,
bonuses, vacation allowances, sick-leave pay, and
value of payments-in-kind (e.g., free meals and lodg-
ing) paid during the year to all employees. For cor-
porations, it includes amounts paid to officers and

executives; for unincorporated businesses, it does

not include profit or other compe nsation of propri-

etors and partners. Payroll is reported before deduc-
tions for social security, income tax, insurance, union
dues, and other withholdings. This definition of pay-
roll is the same as that used by the Internal Revenue

Service (IRS) for form 941PR.

First quarter payroll.  This item consists of payroll,
as defined above, paid to persons employed at any
time during the quarter from January to March 1992.

Paid employees. Paid employees consists of the
number of employees (both full- and part-time), includ-
ing salaried officers and executives of corporations,
who were on the payroll in the pay period which
included March 12, 1992. Included are employees
on paid sick leave, paid holidays, and paid vacations;
not included are proprietors and partners of unincor-
porated businesses. This definition of paid employ-
ees is the same as that used on IRS form 941PR.

Proprietors and partners, working. Includes pro-
prietors and partners of unincorporated busine sses
who worked 15 hours or more during the week which
included March 12, 1992.

Unpaid family workers. Includes all unpaid fam-
ily members who worked 15 hours or more during
the week which included March 12, 1992.

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Sales and receipts. Sales and receipts include sales
of merchandise, receipts for repairs and other ser-
vices to customers, and delivery charges whether
or not payment was received in 1992. Sales and
receipts are net after deductions for refunds and allow-
ances for merchandise retumed by customers. Trade-in
allowances are not deducted from total sales. Sales
and receipts include income from business activi-
ties classified in a major category other than the one
assigned to the establishment; e.g., wholesalers may
have receipts from sales at retail, and, similarly, retail-
ers may have receipts from sales at wholesale.

Sales and receipts do not include carrying or other
credit charges; commissions from vending machine
operations; or nonoperating income from such sources
as investments, rental or sale of real estate; nor whole-
sale and retail sales or service receipts made by con-
struction or manufacturing establishments.

The receipts of horserace betting agencies and
lottery agencies consist of the sum of the net receipts
of all agencies that operated in Puerto Rico during
1992. Net receipts are that part of the total receipts
retained by the horserace or betting agency as a com-
mission for doing business for the racetrack or for
selling lottery tickets. Reporting of receipts on this
basis was first instituted in 1972.

The following terms apply only to wholesale trade:

Operating expenses. Operating expenses include
payroll as well as other overhead expenses of the
establishment and the prorated share of any gen-
eral office expense. They do not include the cost of
merchandise for sale, income and excise taxes, or
withdrawals by owners or part owners of unincor-
porated businesses.

Inventories, end of year. Inventories consist of stock
of merchandise for sale at the end of the year. Inven-
tories are reported on an ownership basis; all mer-
chandise owned by reporting establishments are
included, even though some may be held by others
for sale on consignment.

Class-of-customer.  Class-of-customer sales of all
wholesale establishments are reported by the fol-
lowing types of customers to whom the sales were
made:

» Farmers. Includes sales to farmers for use in agri-
cultural production rather than personal consump-
tion.

 Builders and contractors. Includes sales to con-
tractors, builders, and applicators for use in con-
struction rather than for resale.
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Ventas e Ingresos. Las ventas e ingresos incluyen las ventas de
mercancia, los ingresos por concepto de reparaciones y otros servicios
prestados a clientes, y los cargos por entrega de la mercancia, hubiérase
recibido o no el pago durante 1992.

vender billetes de la loteria. La declaracién de estos ingresos de esta
forma se instituy6 por primera vez en 1972.

Los siguientes términos son pertinentes Unicamente cuando se
trata del comercio al por mayor:

Gastos de operaciéon.  Los gastos de operacion incluyen las néminas
de sueldos, al igual que otros gastos generales de los establecimientos
y la proporcion a prorrata de cualquier gasto general de oficina. Esto
no incluye el costo de la mercancia para la venta, los impuestos sobre
ingresos y mercancia o el dinero retirado por los propietarios o socios
de negocios no incorporados.

Inventarios a fin de afio.  Los inventarios constan del surtido de
mercancia que esté disponible para la venta al finalizar el afio. Los
inventarios se declaran en base a la propiedad; se incluye toda
mercancia que sea propiedad de los establecimientos informantes,
aungue parte de la mercancia esté en manos de otros para ser vendida
a consignacion.

Clase de cliente. Las ventas segln la clase de cliente para todos
los establecimientos de comercio al por mayor, son declaradas por
los siguientes tipos de clientes:

» Agricultores. Esta clasificacion incluye las ventas a agricultores
que utilizan los productos para la produccién agricola y no para
consumo personal.

* Trabajadores de construccion y contratistas. Esta clasificacion
incluye las ventas a contratistas, trabajadores de construccion y
aplicadores que utilizan los productos para la construccién y no
para la reventa.

» Export sales. Includes sales made to buyers out-
side Puerto Rico.

* Retailers and repair shops.  Includes sales to retail-
ers of all types (retail chain organizations, inde-
pendent stores, department stores, etc.) who
normally buy for resale to home consumers. Includes
also sales to all types of repair shops.

» Other wholesale organizations.  Includes sales
to organizations that normally purchase for resale
at wholesale, including sales to purchasers who
buy for resale to industrial, institutional, and simi-
lar users. Sales made through agents and brokers
selling on the account of others are also included
in this category.

» Household and individual users.  Includes sales
to individuals for personal consumption.

« Institutional, commercial, and professional users.
Includes sales to commercial, professional, and
institutional users. Also included are sales to labo-
ratories, service businesses, public utilities, res-
taurants, food processors, and other business
concerns that normally buy for business use rather
than for resale.

* Industrial users. Includes sales to industrial users
for use in manufacturing, mining, and other indus-
trial activities.

» Governmental bodies.  Includes sales to the Fed-
eral Government (including the military, post
exchanges, General Services Administration, Gov-
ernment Printing Office, and similar federal agen-
cies) and to the Commonwealth and local
governments.

Employment by activity.  Employees of all whole-
sale establishments are classified in the following
categories according to their principal activity for the
pay period including March 12.

* Selling employees. Includes employees primar-
ily engaged in selling merchandise and services
both from the business location and from outside
the business location (such as traveling salesmen).

 Sales support employees. Includes employees
engaged in office and clerical work servicing the
business location such as billing clerks, secretar-
ies, payroll clerks, and so forth. Includes also employ-
ees engaged in warehousing activities for the
business location.
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» Ventas de exportacion.

* Ofras organizaciones mayoristas.

» Dependencias gubernamentales.

Empleo segun la actividad.

Esta clasificacion incluye las ventas hechas
a compradores que no residen en Puerto Rico.

Minoristas y talleres de reparaciones. Esta clasificacion incluye
las ventas a minoristas de todas clases (cadenas de minoristas,
tiendas independientes, tiendas por departamento, etc.) quienes
por lo regular compran mercancia para revenderla a consumidores
domésticos. También se incluyen las ventas a todo tipo de taller
de reparacion.

Esta categoria incluye las ventas

a organizaciones que por lo regular compran mercancia para
revenderla al por mayor, inclusive las ventas a compradores que
revenden la mercancia a usuarios industriales, usuarios de
colectividades y otros similares. Las ventas realizadas por mediacion
de agentes y corredores que venden a cuenta de otros también

se incluyen en esta categoria.

Usuarios domeésticos e individuales. Esta categoria incluye las
ventas a individuos que utilizan la mercancia para consumo per-
sonal.

Usuarios de colectividades, comerciales y profesionales. Esta

categoria incluye las ventas a usuarios de colectividades y usuarios
comerciales y profesionales. También incluye las ventas a laboratorios,
empresas de servicios publicos, restaurantes, empresas para la

elaboracion de alimentos y otras empresas que por lo regular compran

los productos para uso propio y no para la reventa.

 Usuarios industriales.  Esta categoria incluye las ventas a usuarios

industriales para manufactura, mineria y otras actividades industriales.

Esta categoria incluye las ventas
al gobierno federal (incluyendo al ejército, comisarias militares, la
Administracion de Servicios Generales, la Oficina de Imprenta y

otras agencias federales similares), asi como también incluye las
ventas a gobiernos estatales y locales.

Los empleados de todos los

establecimientos de comercio al por mayor han sido clasificados en
las siguientes categorias de acuerdo a las actividades que desempefiaron
durante el periodo de pago que incluy6 el 12 de marzo.

» Vendedores. Esta categoria incluye a los empleados que se dedican
principalmente a vender mercancia y servicios tanto desde el lugar
donde esta ubicado el establecimiento como desde fuera del
establecimiento (tales como los vendedores viajantes).

» Empleados de apoyo. Esta categoria incluye a los empleados
que trabajan para el establecimiento principalmente como oficinistas,
facturadores, secretarias, cajeros pagadores de némina y asi
sucesivamente. También incluye a los empleados que se dedican
principalmente al trabajo de almacén del establecimiento.
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¢ Auxiliary employees. Includes employees primar-
ily engaged in various management, accounting,
clerical, warehousing, and other services for other
company establishments. It also includes corpo-
rate officers unless primarily engaged in sales activi-
ties.

» Manufacturing employees. Includes employees
primarily engaged in the manufacture of products.

« Other types of employees.  Includes all other types
of employees such as janitors, mechanics, and truck
drivers not included in the categories above.

The following terms apply to SIC 701 in service
industries:

Guest rooms (hotels).  Guest rooms consist of the
number of rooms that can be rented as separate units.
In tables that present data for both hotels and motels,

this term, when associated with motels, motor hotels,

tourist villas, and paradores refers to “rental units.”

(See explanation below.) Suites of rooms that can-
not be subdivided are counted as a single unit. The
number of guest rooms as of December 31, 1992,
was tabulated only for establishments in business
at the end of the year.

Rental units (motels, tourist villas, and
paradores). Rental units consist of rooms, apart-
ments, cabin units, and other types of lodging accom-
modations normally rented as a single unit. The number
of rental units was tabulated only for establishments
in business at the end of the year.

KIND-OF-BUSINESS CLASSIFICATIONS—
WHOLESALE TRADE

Wholesale trade, major groups 50 and 51 in the
1987 SIC Manual, includes establishments primar-
ity engaged in selling merchandise to retailers; to indus-
trial, commercial, institutional, farm, or professional
business users; or to other wholesalers; or acting
as agents or brokers in buying merchandise for or
selling merchandise to such persons or companies.
Establishments primarily engaged in the wholesale
distribution of used products are classified on the
basis of the products sold.

Establishments primarily engaged in selling mer-
chandise to contractors are included in wholesale
trade, with the exception of lumber yards and paint,
glass, and wallpaper stores. These exceptions are
classified in retail trade if they sell to the general pub-
lic and are known as “retail” in the trade, even if a
higher proportion of their sales is made to contrac-
tors.
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» Empleados auxiliares. Esta categoria incluye a los empleados
que se dedican principalmente a prestar varios servicios, tales como
servicios de gerencia, contabilidad, secretaria, almacenamiento
y asi sucesivamente, a otros establecimientos de la compafiia.
También incluye los ejecutivos de la empresa, a menos que estos
se dediquen principalmente a las ventas.

» Empleados de manufactura.  Esta categoria incluye a empleados
que se dedican principalmente a la elaboracién de productos.

 Otros tipos de empleados.  Esta categoria incluye a todos los
otros tipos de empleados, tales como conserjes, mecanicos, choferes
de camiones y asi sucesivamente, que no han sido incluidos en
las categorias anteriores.

Los siguientes términos se aplican solamente al CIU 701 para
industrias de servicios:

Habitaciones para huéspedes (hoteles). Las habitaciones para
huéspedes consisten en el nimero de habitaciones que pueden ser
alquiladas como unidades individuales. Este término se refiere a
“unidades de arriendo” cuando aparece relacionado con moteles,
villas turisticas y paradores en las tablas que proporcionan datos sobre
hoteles y moteles. (Véase la explicacion a continuacion.) Las “suites”
de habitaciones que no pueden ser subdivididas son contadas como
una sola unidad. El nimero de habitaciones que habian el 31 de
diciembre de 1992, fue tabulado Unicamente para los establecimientos
gue estaban activos a fin de afio.

Unidades de arriendo (moteles, villas turisticas y paradores). Las
unidades de arriendo consisten de habitaciones, apartamentos, cabafias

y otros tipos de alojamiento que por lo general se alquilan como una

sola unidad. El nimero de unidades de arriendo fue tabulado Unicamente
para los establecimientos que estaban activos a fin de afio.

CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE NEGOCIO—COMERCIO AL POR
MAYOR

El comercio al por mayor, segun los grupos principales 50 y 51
del Manual de CIU de 1987, incluye establecimientos que se dedican
principalmente a la venta de mercancia a comerciantes detallistas;
usuarios del sector industrial, comercial, institucional, agricola o profesional;
0 a otros mayoristas; a la vez que incluye establecimientos que hacen
las veces de agentes o corredores en la compra o venta d e mercancia
de tales personas o compafiias. Los establecimientos que se dedican
principalmente a la distribucion al por mayor de productos usados
son clasificados en base a los productos vendidos.

Los establecimientos que se dedican principalmente a vender
mercancia a contratistas son considerados como establecimientos
de comercio al por mayor, exceptuando las madererias y las tiendas
de pintura, cristal y papel para empapelar paredes. Estas excepciones
son clasificadas como establecimientos de comercio al por menor
si venden sus productos al publico en general y si se conocen como
detallistas dentro de la profesién, ain cuando las ventas a contratistas
representen la mayor parte del total de sus ventas.
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Establishments covered by the census were
assigned to a kind-of-business classification in accord-
ance with the industry classifications defined in the
1987 SIC Manual. However, because of the low num-
ber of establishments in some industry groups, the
kinds of business shown in this report are often lim-
ited to the three-digit SIC codes.

Kind-of-business classifications are not interchange-
able with commaodity classifications because most
businesses sell several kinds of commodities. The
kind-of-business code assigned generally reflects either
the individual commaodity or the commodity group that
is the primary source of the establishment’s receipts,
or some mixture of commodities which character-
izes the establishment’s business. Thus, the clas-
sification of establishments by kind of business generally
does not make it possible to determine either the
number of establishments handling a particular com-
modity or the sales of that commodity. For example,
the “groceries and related products” classification
excludes establishments selling food if the sale of
food is not the primary source of receipts; moreover,
even though establishments are classified as “gro-
ceries and related products,” some of their receipts
may be derived from the sale of nonfood products.
Some indication of the extent to which commodities
are handled by different kinds of business is given
in the 1992 Economic Census of Puerto Rico, Sub-
ject Statistics report for Wholesale Trade and Retail
Trade (OA92-E-2).

TYPE-OF-OPERATION CLASSIFICATIONS

In addition to being classified by kind of business,
each wholesale establishment was classified for the
census by type of operation according to the own-
ership of the business, ownership of the goods sold,
or character of the principal transactions. Establish-
ments in wholesale trade are grouped into three major
type-of-operation classifications:

Merchant wholesalers.  Establishments primarily
engaged in buying and selling merchandise on their
own account. Included are such types of establish-
ments as wholesale merchants or jobbers, industrial
distributors, voluntary group wholesalers, exporters,
importers, cash-and-carry wholesalers, retail coop-
erative warehouses, terminal and country grain eleva-
tors, farm products assemblers, wholesale cooperative
associations, and petroleum bulk plants and termi-
nals operated by non-refining companies.

Manufactures’ sales branches and
offices. Establishments maintained by manufactur-
ing, refining, mining companies apart from their plants
or mines for marketing their products at wholesale.
Branch stores selling to household consumers and
individual users are classified in retail trade. Sales
branches and offices located at plants and admin-
istrative offices are included when separate records
are available.
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A los establecimientos abarcados por el censo se les clasificd segun
el tipo de negocio, conforme a las clasificaciones industriales definidas
en el Manual de CIU de 1987. Sin embargo, debido a que algunos
grupos industriales tienen muy pocos establecimientos, los tipos de
negocios que aparecen en este informe suelen estar limitados a cédigos
de CIU de sdlo tres digitos.

Las clasificaciones de tipo de negocio no pueden intercambiarse
con las clasificaciones de la mercancia, porque la mayoria de los
negocios venden varios tipos de mercancia. El codigo de tipo de negocio
gue se asigna generalmente refleja el producto individual o el grupo
de productos que constituye la fuente principal de los ingresos del
establecimiento, o alguna combinacion de los productos que caracteriza
el tipo de negocio al que se dedica el establecimiento. De este modo,
la clasificacion de los establecimientos, segun el tipo de negocio,
generalmente no permite determinar ni el nimero de establecimientos
gue venden un producto en particular ni la cantidad de ventas que
tiene el producto.

CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE OPERACION

Ademas de haberse clasificado por clase de negocio, cada
establecimiento de comercio al por mayor también fue clasificado
para el censo segun el tipo de operacién y de acuerdo al tipo de
propiedad que fuera el negocio, el tipo de propiedad que fueran los
articulos vendidos, o la naturaleza de las transacciones principales.
Los establecimientos de comercio al por mayor se agrupan en tres
clasificaciones principales de tipo de operacion:

Comerciantes mayoristas.  Establecimientos que se dedican
principalmente a la compra y venta de mercancia por cuenta propia.
Se incluyen tipos de establecimientos tales como comerciantes
mayoristas o destajeros, distribuidores industriales, grupos voluntarios
de mayoristas, exportadores, importadores, mayoristas que venden
“cash and carry,” almacenes cooperativos que venden al por menor,

elevadores de grano utilizados en las terminales y en el campo,
acaparadores de productos agricolas, asociaciones cooperativas de
comercio al por mayor, y terminales y depdsitos de petréleo operados
por compafiias que no son refinerias de petréleo.

Sucursales y oficinas de ventas de establecimientos

manufactureros.  Establecimientos que las empresas manufactureras,
refinerias o compafiias mineras mantienen separados de las fabricas
0 minas, con el propdsito de vender sus productos al por mayor. Las
sucursales que le venden a consumidores domésticos y a usuarios
individuales se clasifican como de comercio al por menor. Las sucursales
y oficinas de ventas ubicadas en las fabricas y oficinas administrativas
se incluyen cuando éstas mantienen sus propios registros aparte.
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Agents, brokers, and commission
merchants. Establishments whose operators are
in business for themselves and are primarily engaged
in selling or buying goods for others. Included are
such types of operations as auction companies, import
agents, export agents, sell agents, merchandise bro-
kers, and commission merchants. The “sales” of
agents, brokers, and commission merchants are the
gross sales (or purchase) value of the goods in the
transactions negotiated.

In this report data are shown separately for mer-
chant wholesalers. Data for manufactures’ sales
branches and sales offices and for merchandise agents
and brokers are combined and shown under “Other
operating types.”

KIND-OF-BUSINESS CLASSIFICATIONS—RETAIL
TRADE

Retail trade, major groups 52 through 59 in the 1987
SIC Manual, includes establishments engaged in sell-
ing merchandise for personal or household consump-
tion and in rendering services incidental to the sale
of the goods. Exceptions are necessitated by trade
practices. For example, lumber yards and paint, glass,
and wallpaper stores are included in retail trade if
they sell to the general public, even if a higher pro-
portion of their sales is made to contractors. Estab-
lishments engaged in selling products to the general
public from displayed merchandise, such as type-
writers, stationery, or gasoline, are classified in retail
trade even though such products may not be used
for personal or household consumption. However,
establishments that sell exclusively to business estab-
lishments, institutional and industrial users, or con-
tractors are classified in wholesale trade.

Other important characteristics of retail trade estab-
lishments are that they are usually fixed places of
business; they are engaged in activities to attract the
general public to buy; they buy or receive as well as
sell merchandise; they may process their products,
although processing is incidental or subordinate to
selling; and they are considered as “retail” in the trade.
Not all of these characteristics need to be present
and some are modified by trade practice.

Establishments covered by the census were
assigned kind-of-business classifications in accord-
ance with the industry classifications defined in the
1987 SIC Manual. However, because of the low num-
ber of establishments in some industry groups, the
kinds of business shown in this report are often lim-
ited to the three-digit SIC codes. Retail establishments
were generally classified according to the principal
lines of merchandise sold (groceries, hardware, etc.),
or the usual trade designation (drug store, cigar store,
etc.).
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Agentes, corredores y vendedores a comision. Establecimientos
Cuyos comerciantes realizan negocios por cuenta propia y se dedican
principalmente a la venta o compra de mercancia para terceros. Se
incluyen operaciones tales como las de empresas subastadoras, agentes
importadores, agentes exportadores, agentes vendedores, corredores
y comerciantes a comision. Las “ventas” de los agentes, corredores
y comerciantes a comision constituyen el valor bruto de venta (o de
compra) de los articulos que implican las transacciones negociadas.

En este informe se presentan datos sobre los comerciantes mayoris tas
por separado. Los datos sobre las oficinas y sucursales de venta
de establecimientos manufactureros, y sobre los corredores y agentes
de mercancia, se combinan bajo la categoria “Otros tipos de mayoristas.”

CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE NEGOCIO—COMERCIO AL POR
MENOR

El comercio al por menor, los grupos principales del 52 al 59 del
Manual de CIU de 1987, incluye los establecimientos que se dedican
a vender mercancia para consumo personal o familiar y a prestar
los servicios relacionados con la venta de los articulos. Las excepciones
a esta regla general se hacen necesarias debido a las practicas en
la industria. Por ejemplo, se incluyen en el comercio al por menor
las tiendas que venden madera, pintura, cristal y papel para empapelar
paredes, si las ventas estan dirigidas al publico en general, ain cuando
las ventas a contratistas representen la mayor parte del total de ventas.
Los establecimientos que se dedican a vender al piblico en ge-
neral los productos de mercancia en exhibicion, tales como maquinillas
de escribir, papel y sobres para correspondencia o gasolina, se clasifican
como de comercio al por menor adn cuando tales productos no se
usen para consumo personal o familiar. Sin embargo, los establecimientos
gue venden mercancia exclusivamente a establecimientos comerciales,
a usuarios institucionales e industriales, o a contratistas, se clasifican
como de comercio al por mayor.

Otras caracteristicas importantes de los establecimientos de comercio
al por menor son las siguientes: tienen por lo general un lugar de
negocio fijo; se dedican a actividades que incitan al publico en ge-
neral a comprar; compran o reciben y también venden mercancia;
pueden elaborar sus productos; sin embargo, la elaboracién es inci-
dental y menos importante que la venta de los mismos y son
considerados en la industria como establecimientos de comercio al
por menor. No todas esta caracteristicas tienen que estar presentes
necesariamente y algunas son modificadas por las practicas en la
industria.

Se le asignaron clasificaciones de tipo de negocio a los
establecimientos incluidos en el censo de acuerdo a las clasificaciones
industriales definidas en el Manual de CIU de 1987. Sin embargo,
debido al escaso numero de establecimientos que tenian algunos
tipos de negocios industriales, los tipos de negocios que se indican
en este informe a menudo estan limitados al codigo de CIU de s6lo
tres digitos. Los establecimientos que se dedican al comercio al por
menor generalmente fueron clasificados de acuerdo a las principales
lineas de productos vendidos (comestibles, ferreteria, etc.) o a la
designacion comercial usual (farmacia, tabaqueria, etc.).

The kind-
of-business code generally reflects either the individual
merchandise or the merchandise line which is the
primary source of the establishment’s receipts, or
some mixture of merchandise which characterizes
the establishment’s business. Thus, the classifica-
tion of establishments by kind of business generally
does not make it possible to determine either the
number of establishments handling a particular mer-
chandise or the sales of that merchandise. For
example, the “food stores” classification excludes
stores selling food if the sale of food is not the pri-
mary source of receipts; moreover, even though stores
are classified as “food stores,” some of their receipts
may be derived from the sale of nonfood products.
Some indication of the extent to which various broad
groups of commodities, or “merchandise lines,” are
characteristic of different kinds of business is given
in the 1992 Economic Census of Puerto Rico Sub-
ject Statistics report for Wholesale Trade and Retail
Trade (OA92-E-2).

KIND-OF-BUSINESS CLASSIFICATIONS—
SERVICE INDUSTRIES

Service Industries, as defined in the 1987 SIC
Manual, include establishments primarily engaged
in rendering a wide variety of services to individu-
als and business establishments.

Establishments covered by the census were
assigned kind-of-business classifications in accor-
dance with the industry classifications defined in the
1987 SIC Manual. When a more detailed classifica-
tion was needed than that defined in the SIC Manual,
more kinds of business were identified within an SIC
code. However, because of the limited number of
establishments in some industry groups within small
geographic areas, the kinds of business shown in
this report are often limited to the three-digit SIC codes.

1992 ECONOMIC CENSUS OF OUTLYING AREAS

Las clasificaciones de tipo de negocio no son intercambia bles con
las clasificaciones de las lineas de mercancias; la mayoria de los
negocios venden varias lineas de mercancias. El codigo de tipo de
negocio generalmente refleja, ya sea la mercancia individual o el conjunto
de mercancias que constituyen la fuente principal de los ingresos
del establecimiento, o alguna combinaciéon de mercancias que
caracterizan la actividad comercial del establecimiento. Por lo tanto,
la clasificacion de establecimientos segun el tipo de negocio
generalmente no permite determinar ni el nimero de establecimientos
gue venden un producto en particular, ni el volumen de ventas de
dicho producto. Por ejemplo, la clasificacién “tiendas de comestibles”
excluye las tiendas que venden alimentos, si la venta de éstos no
constituye la fuente principal de los ingresos; por otra parte, aunque
algunas tiendas se clasifican como “tiendas de comestibles,” parte
de sus ingresos pueden derivarse de la venta de productos que no
son alimentos.

CLASIFICACIONES DE TIPO DE NEGOCIO—INDUSTRIAS DE
SERVICIOS

La clasificacion correspondiente a las industrias de servicios segun
la define el Manual de la CIU de 1987, incluye establecimientos que
se dedican principalmente a prestar una amplia variedad de servicios
a individuos y a establecimientos comerciales.

A cada establecimiento abarcado por el censo se le asigno una
clasificacion de tipo de negocio, de acuerdo a las clasificaciones
industriales descritas en el Manual de CIU de 1987. Cuando fue
necesario tener una clasificacion mas detallada que la del Manual
de CIU, se identificaron mas tipos de negocio dentro de la CIU
correspondiente. Sin embargo, ya que algunos grupos industriales
tienen un numero limitado de establecimientos, los codigos de CIU
de los tipos de negocio que se presentan en este informe suelen
estar limitados a tres digitos solamente.

Printed Reports

Puerto Rico—4 reports

Retail Trade, Wholesale Trade, and Service Indus-
tries

Geographic Area Statistics (OA92-E-1). The area
report presents data for the wholesale and retail trades
and service industries. It includes varied kind-of-business
detail on number of establishments, sales or receipts,
payroll, employment, proprietors and partners working,
legal form of organization, and type of firm. Data are
presented for Puerto Rico, commercial regions, and muni-
cipios. Retail trade data include total and selling floor
space, franchise holders, and class of customer for selected
kinds of business. Wholesale trade data on inventories,
operating expenses, class of customer, and employment
by principal activity are presented by kind of business.
Data for hotels and motels by type of receipts and number
of rooms are published for service industries.

Subject Series (OA92-E-2). The subject report pre-
sents commodity and merchandise line sales data for retalil
and wholesale trade by kind of business for Puerto Rico.

Construction Industries

Construction Industries (OA92-E-3).  This report pre-
sents summary, industry, and geographic area statistics.
The industry chapter presents 1992 data for industries on
the number of construction establishments; value of con-
struction work; employment; proprietors and partners work-
ing; payroll; hours worked; payments to subcontractors;
payments for materials, components, and supplies; pay-
ments for power, fuels, and lubricants; payments for selected
purchased services; payments for rental of machinery,
equipment, and structures; value added; and capital expen-
ditures during the year. Selected data are shown for
selected industries by geographic location of establish-
ments and by legal form of organization. Data are also
provided for establishments by employment size.

Manufactures

Manufactures (OA92-E-4). This reportincludes data on
the number of establishments, employment, proprietors
and partners working, payroll, value of shipments, value

added by manufactures, class of customer, inventories,
costs of materials, capital expenditures, products, and
country of destination. Statistics are shown by industry and
geographic area.

Virgin Islands of the United States—1 report
(OA92-E-5)

This report presents data by kind of business for con-
struction industries, manufactures, retail trade, wholesale
trade, and service industries. In addition to data for the
Virgin Islands as a whole, data are presented for
St. Thomas and St. John (combined to prevent disclosure
problems), St. Croix, and the towns of Charlotte Amalie,
Christiansted, and Frederiksted.
