On July 4, 1776, the Continental Congress appointed a committee consisting 
of Benjamin Franklin, John Adams, and Thomas Jefferson “to bring in a 
device for the seal of the United States of America”. The designs submitted by 
this and  a subsequent committee were considered unacceptable. After many 
delays, a third committee, appointed early in 1782, presented a design 
prepared by William Barton. Charles Thompson, the secretary of Congress, 
suggested certain changes, and Congress finally approved the design on 
June 20, 1782.

States.” It appears on White House stationery and on the side of Air Force
